Navigation, shows that American shipping
industries shared in the general prosperity
of the country during the last fiscal year.
The returns disclose more satisfactory conditionsthan those of any former year in
.the bureau's history.

The total documented tonnage on June
30. 1899. comprised 22,728 vessels of
4,864,238 gross tons, which is our largest
since 1865. The tonnage operating under

,>»ur coasting laws.21,397 vessels of 4,015.992gross tons.i§ the largest in our history
and greater than the coasting tonnage of
any other nation.
Our steam, tonnage.2,476,011 tons.for the

.craft. Ia the rest of the world steam tonnageeleven years ago exceeded sail tonnage.Our tonnage registered for foreign
trade remains small, and last year American
vessels carried a fraction less than 9 per
ieent of our exports and imports, the smalleftpercentage in our history.

Aid by Other Nations.
The report reviews briefly the legislation

of other nations in behalf of their merchant
shipping, showing that last year European
nations and Japan expended over $26,000,000to promote it in various forms, while
the United States spent only $998,211. On
their steamship lines to China and Japan
foreign natious expended about $5,000,000.
while for the same purpose the United
oiaies expenaea jess man $4»,uuu.
The report in the main Is devoted to a

consideration of Senate Bill 5590, reported
by Senator Frye at the last session as a
substitute for the bills introduced by SenatorHanna and Representative Payne. Assumingthat all our vessels registered for
'foreign trade were fully occupied throughoutthe year, at the present time the new
expenditure under the bill would be In
round numbers $3,000,000. Before the maximumis reached the capacity of 6ur, ship
yards must be increased many times, aod
the tonnage under our flag engaged in the
foreign trade must be multiplied several
fold.
This increase in the capacity of our ship

.yards and in our tonnage in foreign trade
will show ability on our part to compete
on more nearly even terms with foreign
nations. The pro rata reductions in compensationprovided will thus coincide with
the lessened need of government assistance.

\ilonanee for Fast Vessels.
It is pointed out that of the 362 steamshipsof fourteen knots or over now in ex'istence in the world over 80 per cent are

receiving in one form or another assistance
from the Governments to which they belong.aggregating upward of $20,000,000.
'This Is deemed justification for the propo'sltionin the bill to give a distinct allowanceto American steamships of fourteen
knots or upward.

, The report also recommends moderate
increases in our tonnage taxes, equalizing
Them with those imposed at the principalEuropean ports; favors the passage of hills
applying to the laws of the United States
relating to commerce, navigation and merchantseamen to Hawaii and Porto Rico,
thus bringing those islands under the coastinglaws of the United States.

It Is recommended that Vessels owned by
Cubans be placed by law on an equality
wirh vessels belonging to the most favored
nation. Under an existing statute it has
been necessary to impose a tonnage tax
of $1 per gross ton.practically prohibitory
.upon such vessels, and this injustice both
to ourselves and the Cubans can be remediedonly by legislation.

FATALLY HURT,
HE KEEPSAT WORK.

Giant Long Islander on

Way to Market Crushedby Trolley.
FINISHES ,H IS TASK.

Injured Man Goes to a Hospital
Several Hours Later

and Dies.

With mortal wounds received in ^ trolley
accident while he was on his way to mar-

ket, Anton Krunipnacker, a titan young
Long Island farmer, went about his duties
for several hours, halted in front of a hospital.entered, and several hours later died,
on Saturday.
Krumenaeker was thirty-eight years of

age and lived with his wife and eight chil|dren at Foster's MetJdow, L. I. He was

well known in his neighborhood for his
great stature and strength and his power
of endurance.
The young farmer started from his home

early Saturday morning with a load of
truck for Wallabout market, Brooklyn. He
was alone. Midway between Foster's Meadowana Jamaica he stopped at a hotel to
feed his horses. The wagon stood near a

trolley track. Krumenaeker suddenly heard
the buzz of a car coming at a high rate of
speed and ran to hold the horses which had
become nervous. Krumenaeker, struggling
with the jumping animals, stepped on the
track just as the car whirled past and was
caught between the wagon and the car.
He told those who camp to his assistance

ruai no was not seriously uun. nis into
was white. however, and he seemed in
agony. Krumenaeker climbed up into his
seat and drove off. He reached Wallabout
market, disposed of his produce and started
back homeward. The man halted in front
of St. Catherine's Hospital in the afternoon.He announced to those ip the officethat he had been hurt and had come
"to get fixed up."
Dr. Casey, of the hospital, examined him

and was astonished to find that his collar
bone was broken, his sternum fractured,
his lungs perforated by two ribs.
"I fear you'll have to stay here," said

Dr. Casey.
"No," said the farmer. "1 must return

to my family. They are waiting for me."
He was persuaded to lie down and began

to grow weaker. Word was sent to his
family to hasten to his bedside, as it was
seen that he had not long to live. Before
Mrs. Krumeuaeker reached the hospital her
husband had died.
Yesterday a procession of the friends of

the dead man went to the hospital in their
wagons. Among them was the widow.
An autopsy revealed injuries which make

it marvellous that Krumenaeker survived
so long, but the surgeons beheld a body
of wonderful frame and development, a
Hercules, six feet high and proportioned
like a Roman centurion.

BOND PURCHASE
SENDS STOCKS DP.

Relieves Money Stringency,the Bear Hold
on the Market

PACIFIC ROADS' BOOM.

Promise of Increased Oriental
Trade Causes a General

Advance.

The decision of the Administration tc
purchase at the then prevailing market quo
tations $25,000,000 of the 4 and 5 per cent
vjTUv t'rumt:n( uuiius xius auswuierj *. uau^o

the conditions of the money and securities
markets.
Prior to this important move by th»

Treasury Department there was a largt
and aggressive bear faction at work in the
market, basing its operations solely upoi
the tightness of money and the probability
of a prolonged period of stringency. Thf

apparent inclination of stocks of the bet
ter grade was to advance proportionally tc
their value as earners of dividends.
Many of the better class of railway

stocks which had previously sold at low
prices were entitled to an advance owing
to the large earnings and bettor physical
condition from the heavy expenditures foi
improvements and betterments. Even the
much despised Industrial securities held
fairly strong, influenced likewise by theii
large earnings.
The dearth of money and the inability of

purchasers of stocks to borrow except at
high rates was the only deterring factor in
the situation. With this entirely removed
the natural bent of the market was shown
by the advances which were scored all
through the list during the latter half of
the week's trailing.

Trade Channels Limited.
With the opening up of the enormous

Oriental trade which must naturally followthe American occupation of the Hawaiianand the Philippine Islands, the Pacificrailroads must be particularly benefited.Unlike the Atlantic Coast, there are
comparatively few pcits on the Pacific
suitable for vessels of deep draught. This
naturally reduces the number of channels
through which the export and import trade
with (tiientai countries can be conducted.
Of still more influence upon the concentrationof the traffic to and from the PacificCoast is the high range of mountains

which follows the Coast line very closely
and through which there arc a comparativelyfew available routes for the railways.

tn tact, as at. nresent situated the sys-
terns running from the eastern and central
portions of this country to the Pacific
Oeern are located oniy on the extreme
northern, the central and the extreme
southern portion. On the north there are
the Northern Pacific, the Great Northern
and the connection of the Union Pacific
which is made via the Oregou Short Line.
Puget Sound affords several deep water
harbors, and another harbor is located at
Portland, on the Columbia River, where
the water, however. Is not so deep. Over
these lines the greater portion of *he flour
which the eastern countries are consuming
will be shipped. The incoming trade is
mainly from Japan and Northern China.
On the southern coast the best harbor

is San Diego, which is used both by the
Atchison and the Southern Pacific. As
this is nearer to the Philippine Islands,
much of the traffic betwfon the United
States and her new possessions in the far
East will naturally pass that way.

Japan Demands Cotton.
The demand for cotton by Japan is a

comparatively new export business which
has this year assumed large proportions.
During the past week hills of exchange
were handled by one banking house In this
city for 5.000 bales of raw cotton which
were shipped from New Orleans via the
Southern Pacific consigned to Kobe. Japab.
Tho line of steamers which the Atchison
road established from San IHego to Asiatic

ports has had all the business which t

could attend to, and Is already increasing
the size of its fleet.
From the Golden Gate htere is a variety

of export and import trade, which finds its
only direct connection to the middle portionof the country by way of the Central
Pacific to Ogden and the Union Pacific
from thence eastward. There are connectionsrunning north and south from San
Francisco, which brings the trade of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific down
to that port and from the Southern Pacific
and Atchison upward.
Railroad men and merchants of wide experiencemaintain that the expansion of

the United States and the powerful positionthe nation has assumed in the Pacific
Ocean will give the next great impetus of
trade to the Pacific Coast.
The present volume of exports to China

of about $20,000,000 and to the Russian
territory In Siberia of about $10,000,000 per
annum promises to increase until within
the next decade it will quadruple Its presentproportions. To all Asia and Oceanica
the exports of the United States last year
amounted to $80,000,000. This trade is diversifiedand is steadily covering a wider
range of American manufactures.

Piwlfip Roads Lend,
In the Philippines heretofore there has

been little export business, the principal
article of commerce between the Islands
and the United States being the importationof hemp, against which the exports of
American goods have been of very limited
vninmp Tt is rbis view of the nossibilities
of the Pacific Coast trade which has made
the securities of the Pacific roads very
prominent in the recent stock market and
has led to advances which have been very
general and pronounced.

TO ENLARGE WHITE HOUSE.

Colonel Bingham Is Preparing Plans
for Improvements Which Are to

Cost About $1,000,000.

Washington, Nov. 19..-Senator Cullom
will introduce at the coming session of

Congress a bill for the enlargement and
remodelling of the White House.
The plans for the enlargement will be

prepared by Colonel T. A. Bingham, of the
Kuglneer Corps, who has charge of the
IVhite House and grounds.

)f the present structure will be taki n down,
rhe old building will be preserved intact
'or the sake of history, sentiment and the
rorl itinns
ft is estimated that $1,000,000 will be suficientto cover the cost of the changes.
