The elasticity of this currencywe would secure by making it interconvertiblewith bonds, bearing a low rate of

interest, payable in coin. This is entirely independentof the question of the free coinage
of silver. We could have currency reform

with free coinage of both metals, and we

could have it under our present system of free

gold and limited silver coinage. In either

case it would be a vast improvement over the

same system without it.
