Prevents the Auction of a

Park Avenue House Ad¬
joining His Own,

Board of Brokers Drops Exchange
Directors from the Gov¬

ernors' Ticket.

Foreclosure Sale of'the New Syndicate
Building Set for De¬

cember 29.

BIGGEST AUCTION EVER ARRANGED.

But the Referee Will Have to Amend Notice,
Fixing the Date at Least Three

Weeks After First Pub¬
lication.

Charles P. Noyes, banker and broker, lias
purchased from the executors of the John
T. Wilson estate the handsome four-story
brown stone dwelling, No. 5 Park avenue,
20x80, with the two-story brown stone
private stable in the rear, known as No.
105 East Thirty-fourth street, 20x98.9. The
price paid is a trifle over $80,000.
Mr. Wilson died during the present year

and the house is now occupied by his widow.
Executors John H. Morris, John M. Scrib-
ner and Ira D. Warren tad announced
an auction sale of the house for Tuesday
next, Itichard V. Harnett & Co., auc¬
tioneers. Mr. Noyes lives at No. 7 Park
avenue, adjoining, and bought the property
to protect his own interests, the stable lot
extending back in the rear of his residence.
The Wilson building, at the northeast

comer of Gold and Front streets will be
sold at auction, next Tuesday, as arranged
for.

It is the intention of the Real Estate
Board of Brokers to disassociate itself, as

far as possible, from the Real Estate Ex-
Change, to the end that it may gain the
support of the real estate element that is
antagonistic to the Exchange.
Coupled with the report of the Nominat¬

ing Committee, made yesterday, is the
minute of the following resolution adopted
by the committee:

Resolved: It is the sense of the Nominating
Committee that the best interests of the Heal
Estate Board of Brokers would be subserved
by the election of Governors who are not in
the directory of the Real Estate Exchange, and
for that reason it has dropped the names of
those of the old Board of Governors who are
to serve the coming year as directors in the
Exchange.
The committee nominates the following

candidates for governors, nine of whom
are to be elected on January 6: J. Clar¬
ence Davies, William H. Folsom, Frank It.
Houghton, Douglas Robinson, P. S. Treacir,
John H. Dye, Walter Stobler, Benjamin
Richards and Irving Ituland. The last-
named four are new names. Those dropped
from the old Board are: Charles F. Hoff¬
man, Jr., J. Edgar Leaycraft, Alfred E.
Marling and S. F. Jayne, all nominated for
the new Board of Directors of the Real
Estate Exchange, although Mr. .Tayne ten¬
dered his withdrawal subsequent to the
completion of the Board of Brokers ticket.
The most valuable piece of real estate

ever offered at auction In this city has
been billed for sale at No. Ill Broadway,
December 29. Yesterday the legal notice
was first published of the foreclosure sale
of the new fifteen-story Syndicate Building,
at the southwest corner of Nasgau jyidL Ljbt
ert.v streets, fixing the date, as given above,
¦with Peter F. Meyer & Co. as auctioneers.
The publication is made by Emanuel Blu-
menthal, as referee, and with Smith &
White, as plaintiff's attorneys.

It will be Impossible for the sale to take
place on December 29. The law requires
that three weeks' notice of a legal sale
of real estate be given by publication. This
notice of sale is not dated until December
9, and the first publication was not made
until December 11, only eighteen days prior
to the date fixed for sale.
Up to vesterday it was thought that the

sale might be uvolded and the publication
naturally caused much comment. The prop¬
erty is mortgaged for $2,000,000, a client
of the Title Guarantee and Trust Com¬
pany holding a first mortgage of $1,500,(100;
the New York Realty Company, from whom
the Syndicate Realty Company purchased
the land, holding a second mortgage, of
$250,000; Interested parties holding a third
mortgage of $250,000, and Benjamin H.
Losey, representing, as trustee, the inter¬
ested parties who hold the fourth mort¬
gage of .$900,000, the one being foreclosed.
