First Impressions In' thls cuse were not
Instiig, however, and within & few mo-
ments prices fumbled so fast ag to tax the
enpnelty of the tleker operator, Every-
fliing on the lst began to orumble, and
the very persons who had heen imdustrious
iy pounding the market for weeks were,
slogulnrly enaugh, Ifs envers yesterday by
buying 6t every slump to take profits.
Without these tactigs of the bears, Instead
of declines ranging from 1% to 8 per cent,
the extretie decline would prabably have
been 10 per cent or even more,

Expected Different Action,

Wall Btrest has expected unfavorible ae-
tinn on the Cuban question, hut sypposad

ALL HIS PROPOSITIONS REJECTED.

By His Negotiations the Secretary Has
Alienated the Patriotic Leaders, Who
Fight for Nothing Short of
Absolute Indepandence,

Washington, Dee, 18.—A clear understand-
ing of the negoflntlons between the United
States and Spain eoncerning Cuba I8 now
available, notwithstnnding the faet that
Secrotary Olney declified to go into details
with the Committee on Forelgn Relations,
The Secretary of State hns evidently been
endenvoring to solve the Cuban jiroblém on
the same general basls as he Conducted the
Veneznelun negothntions. He put forward
the paramount Interests of the Enlied
States, and, therefore, negoilited with
Spain absolutely withont regard to the
wishes or suggestions of the Cuban iesders
and without cobsnoliing them in the slight
ent degree,

Had Spain acceded to bls vlews, or met
bim even hulf way, Secretary Olney wou_lld
have drawn up an agreement with Spain
as to Cuba, Just ag he signed ohe A% to
Venesueln with Sir Jultan Pauoncefote, and
then the whole welght of the Administra.
tion's power would have beon thrown into
the scales to make the Insurgents luy down
thelr arms and agree to the peace which
Secretary Oluey had made for them. Forde,
If necessiry, would have been used to pro.
duce this result, .

Demanded Home Rule for Cnbn,
