YACHT RACING LEAGUE.
At a Special Meeting of the N. Y. Y, C. a

Committee Will Be Appointed to
Call a Convention.

At the special meeting of the New York
Yacht Club, which has been called by
Commodore E. M. Brown for Tuesday even¬

ing, December 22, a committee will be ap¬
pointed for the purpose of calling a con¬
vention of delegates from such yacht clubs
as they may select for the purpose of
considering the advisability of organizing
a yacht racing league, the object of which
will be to establish uniform co-operation
on measurement, classification and racing
rules, promotion of yacht building, as well
as other innovations in the stereotyped
methods formerly adopted by the oldest
club in the country.
This action comes in the nature Of a sur¬

prise to the yachting fraternity, as theNew'York Club never gives an open regat¬
ta, and the majority of its yachts race
under the Larchmont and Atlantic clubs'
colors.
Bach division throughout the. country,

viz., the Yacht pacing Union of Long Isl¬
and Sound, the Eastern Yacht Racing
Union, the Pacific Coast Yacht Racing As¬
sociation, the Inter-Lake Yacht Racing As¬
sociation and the New York Yacht Racing
Association, will have its own board of of¬
ficers, and will not in any case lose its
identity.

It is the intention of the promoters of
the scheme to hold one meeting a year, at
which all the unions will be represented,
and elect a general board of governors. Al¬
though nothing definite has been said in
reference to the embryo league, it is con-
fidentlv expected that the commodore of
the New York .Yacht Club will be elected
president, as with the presiding officer of
such an important factor as the New York
club in the chair, the co-operation of the
largest and most influential yacht clubs in
the United States and Canada is assured.
The above intention of the New York

club follows close upon the heels of the
action of the council of the Sound Yacht
Racing Union a week ago, which doubtless
led up to the call for the meeting.

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YALE AND HARVARD
STILL AT VARIANCE.

And the Proposed Athletic
Reconciliation May Not

Materialize.

The Difficulty Lies in Fixing the
Dates for the Boat Race

Satisfactorily. /

Yale Maintains That It Wouid Be Un¬
dignified Now for It to Row

Against Cornell.

NEITHER SIDE WILLING TO CONCEDE.

Dr. Rrooks Denies That He Is to Hoid a Con¬
ference Here With "Bob-1 Cook or Any

Other Representative of the New
Haven College.

Cambridge, Mass., Dec. 18..There now

appears to be good ground for believing
that the much talked of Harvard-Yale
reconciliation may not materialize.
The great bugbear from the first has been

the S-owing question, and unless there is
some great concession by one of the col¬
leges, all the plans of l>oth colleges will be
wrecked for this year. It is not that tb«
colleges do not want to come together
again, but that they thus far have not been
able to arrange a date for rowing.
Another factor tending to hinder arrange¬

ments is'that Yale has not y£t given any¬
body fjill powers, and Dr. Brooks has given
authority to deny the reports that he was
to have any conference in New York or

any other place with "Bob" Cook, Walter
Camp, or any other Yale man.

It was seen very soon by the Harvard au¬
thorities that Yale would stand firm in her
determination not to row in any race in
which Cornell would participate.
The New Haven men say that they

never have been willing to row Cornell,
and to do it now would be very undigni¬
fied. Harvard conceded that such might
be the case, and agreed to row two races.
Yale, on her part, endeavored to do the
right thing, and agreed to row at Pough-
keepsie. So everything would appear to be
settled, but the date for the race created
the difficulty. Yale has said that she would
row Harvard after June 27. This would
be the earliest date for the blue, as the
crew could not leave New Haven till June
12. .

The Harvard crew cannot leave Cam¬
bridge till June 1, and would need at
least three weeks steady practice to be in
condition to meet Cornell. And as Mr.
Lelimnnn has slid that at least three
weeks must elapse between two races, it
would be necessary for the Harvard crew
to race Yale about the second week in
July. The Harvard committee realizes
that it would be impossible and unjust to
hold the crew together that late in the
'season.

"What do you think the outcome will
be?" a member of the Harvard Athletic
Committee was asked.

"It is difficult to say," he answered.
"Both colleges seem convinced that there
shall be an agreement for all. sports. Har¬
vard can do no more than concede two
races. Yale should make an equivalent
concession to make Harvard's possible by
granting a suitable date. If this is not
done, I fear the Harvard-Yale reconcilia¬
tion must be postponed a year."
Eighth Refitment Games To-NIufht.
Arrangements have been made to seat 3,000

persons at the Eighth Beglmeut games, to be
hold in the armory, Park avenue and Xinety-
(iftli street, this evening. Among the man;
noted athletes entered is W. F. Ryan, the crack
mile runner, of the Xavler A. A., who will make
his first attempt as a quarter-miler at these
games, and his clubmate, A. J. Walsh, who will
try to add the mile run to his already long list
of victories. Alvah Nlckerson, the old-time high
Jumper, will also make his first appearance in
competition since 1802. The entries in the
various events number over 300.

Hand Tennln at the JT, Y. A. C.
The hand tennis tournament now in progress

at the New York Athletic Club was continued
yesterday. Last year,'s "champion," E. Ells¬
worth. was defeated by G. F. "Booth in two
straight games, the scores reading 25.16 and

and 25.14.

OWNERS MAY YET STRIKE.
Horsemen at the Outlaw Tracks Still Con¬

sider that the Purses Should
Be Larger.

Philadelphia, Dec. 18..The promised
strike of the horsemen became a fact to¬
day. for the majority held to their agree¬
ment, refusing to make entries, but, as an¬

GHANGES THAT WILL BE MADE IN THE INTERNAL MEGHANISM OF THE BIGYOLE FOR 1897.
In writing about the 1897 models In these columns a short time ago it was stated that very few changes would be seen this year In the style of frames, nil the changes being confined to the in¬

ternal mechanism of the bicycle and tending to improve its running qualities, promote ease of adjustment of the various parts and add strength and better appearance of the joints or parts where., one

portion of the tubing joins another. These joints are known as flush joints,.and will be found in a number of the high-grade wheels next season. Two pictures of this form of construction are given, one

showing an internal tapered reinforcement, and the other a "fish mouth" reirforcement. It is claimed for these joints that they not only look better, but they equalize the vibration and insure more

strenirth. 1

One cut is a reproduction of a new and novel bottom bracket, showing a removable one-piece crank axle, as also a removable ball case and complete bearing parts. By removing the screw in the
end of the axle at the left-hand crank, and removing the screw from the' bottom of the crank-hanger bracket, the right crank, main sprocket, cones and entire ball-bearing parts are removable from the
hanger forging. By removing the adjusting cone from the axle, the crank is easily slipped from its bearings, having the balls on both sides Intact. This method of building the main bearing part of a

whe<?l permitte of making the ball races on both sides in one piece, and thereby does away with the possibility of the bearings ever becoming out of line. In addition to its easy running qualities, It
also possesses extreme strength. Another crank shaft is that of one of the most popular bicycles in the country. It is a divided shaft and has stood the test of two years and given perfect satisfaction.

Improvements are jnade in it this year, in that the shape of the divided shaft ends is reversed, bringing the wedge on the sprocket side and the mortised part on the left-hand side, which is also
made expansible by a lengthwise slot. This relieves the strain and prevents possibility of breaking.

A feature of all the bearings of this wheel is the presence of oiling pads of felt, which obviates the necessity of lubrication from the outside. One picture shows a crank hanger bracket with
sprocket, showing I) tubing of stays and attachment of tubes; also the method of attaching crank and sprocket. The removal of one nut on the end of the crank axle allows the left-hand crank,
with cone attached, to be taken off, and the crank axle, with right-hand crank, cone and sprocket wheel complete, to be easily withdrawn free from the bracket without changing, in the least degree, the
adjustment of the bearing. The bushings, with balls retained In the cup's, remain undisturbed in the crank axle bracket. In replacing these parts again in position, a key seat at the end of axle ren¬

ders it impossible to attach left-hand crank in other than its proper position. Examination of the crank axle bearing thus requires not over two minutes' time on the.part of the rider,- however inexpe¬
rienced. The bearings are dust proof, have ball retainers, and the adjustment is Very easily made with .the left-hand bushing. A popular wheel that uses very large front and rear sprockets has a recess

in the rear stay on the chain side of the frame, which is made with a solid forged connection, and enables a narrow tread to be used svlth the large sprockets, and at the same time sufficient width is
obtained for the tire to run between the stays. There is also ample clearance between the cranks and stays, bringing tli® wheels and pedals exactly in line central with the frame. Ball retainers "'/ji
be used lu all high-grade wheels this year, and the hubs will all be barrell shaped. ^ ^ .
