In the
ten doys that hnve elapsed slnce the dis-
rrihuLlrm of coal began, U6 orders for

quarter tons have been glven out, and
these, too, are rapldly Inerensing. The prev-
nlence of poverty I8 genernlly attributed
to the long continoed |dlencss In the sllk
nud fron industriess There pre moere than
200 Inmates In the ¢ty almshouse, which
{8 fully ‘equil to the hsual Winter namber,
although there has been Hitle severe wantli-
er 80 far. A few doys of bltter Winter
wenther wonlidl fill the mmstitution (o over-
towing.
