President Seth Low, of Columbia College,
yesterday exchanged two pieces of real es¬

tate in Brooklyn, worth together $550,000,
for a piece of real estate in this city worth
$800,000. The Brooklyn properties are t'ae
Hamilton building, at the northwest corner

of Joralemon and Court streets, a five-

story building covering a plot 140.5x98. llx
100xlrregularx73.10, and the abutting par¬
cel, the Franklin building, an eight-story
structure, erected by Mr. Low In 1890 at

No. 1S6 Remsen street, with plot 75x100
feet. The two buildings are connected in

the rear. The Hamilton building is valued
ut $350,000 and the Franklin building at

$200,000.
In exchange Mr. Low takes a bulsness

property on Broadway, valued at $800,000.
He will not disclose the location of the
property. Mr. Low is represented in the
deal by Frank A, Barnaby, the Brooklyn
broker, and the New York owner is repre¬
sented by George It. Bead, of this city,,
who stated last night that the property
taken by Mr. Low was on Broadway, south
of Fourteenth street and above Canal
street. There is said to be a mortgage of
$450,000 on the New York property. The
trade involves $1,350,000.

BADLY SCARED.
Don't Fancy Increasing the

Budget by Fully
$11,000,000,

Colonel Waring Must Float a

Bond Issue to Set Him
Square.

Wants $100,000 for the Next Twelve
Cays, with No More Big

Storms.

MIX IN THE CHARITItS DEPARTMENT.

Bookkeeper Figured $72,000 Out of the

Way on His Appropriation, and Turned
in a Surplus That Start'ed the

Comptroller
The members of the reform city govern¬

ment are terribly worried over the budget
for 1887. As the Journal said yesterday,
the outlook is for an increase of $11,00^,000
over 1806. which Is thought to make re¬

form come pretty high. Comptroller Fitch,
the watchdog of the treasury, says the re¬
formers are so badly frightened that he
hopes to get them down on their fancy no¬
tions and so deliver the city from some
of the threatened Increase.
A most confusing item in the yearly audit

is the condition of the books of the Chari¬
ties Department. The bookkeeper, being
new to city w^>rkk has taken it for granted
all he had to do was to manage affairs as
he would for a commercial house. His
idea was that his appropriation for the year
was $782,000, whereas it was $710,000, and
the first the Comptroller knew of the mix
was when he noticed that the department
had the very unusual surplus of $142,000.
Mr. Fitch told the Mayor he had best set
to work the Commissioners of Accounts and
find out how things stood. Until they re¬

port no one can tell just how bad the mix
is or whether it is altogether a mix.
Another alarming state of affairs Is in

the snow and ice funds of the Street
Cleaning Department, the appropriation for
all branches having grown from $1,200,000
under Coleman to over $3,000,000 under
Colonel Waring. The Colonel was known
to be destitute of funds, but the Comp¬
troller decided that the worst must be
known at once, so that bonds for the de¬
ficiency could be sold before the close of
the year.
^Ie urged Mr. Waring to send in his

demand, and he did so at yesterday's
meeting of the Board of Estimate. He
sn'd he thought $100,000 would make him
even with the world on New Year's Day;
though if there should be another storm
within the next dozen days it would kill
his predictions.
Tie Hoard gave him a transfer oi $50,000

from the sweeping fund with which to
settle with Contractor Furrnau for remov¬
ing the last fall of snow. It then ap¬
peared that the transfers for the year
had been $203,000, which calls for a sale
of revenue bonds for $100,000. This was
agreed to, $nd the accounts are expected
to balance on January 1. The legal ap¬propriation for removing snow and ice Is
$40,000, but that Is such an old-fashioned
estimate that the total is usually used
up In January, and transfers are expected
to do the rest.
Contractor Furman said he had been able

to get only 3,000 carts for use In re¬
moving tht snow, though he stood readj
to use 6,000. He thought he would be
able to finish the Job by to-night.
When the Board gets together again next

Tuesday the budget will be taken up for
the Board <>t Street Improvements In the
Twenty-third and Twenty-fourth Wards,and the Departments of Correction, Street
Cleaning, County Clerk and Commissioner
of Accounts.

NEW YORK NOW SEAWORTHY.
Will Leave the Navy Yard To-day to Anchor

Off Tompkinsville.
The flagship New York, which has been

undergoing repairs In the timber dry dock
at the Navy Yard, has been prepared for
sea, and the vessel will be floated out at
high tide this morning. She will leave
the yard Immediately and go to the an

chorage off Tompkinsville, where her coal
and ammunition, will be stowed.

It has been positively stated that the New
York will go to the Winter rendezvous at
Hampton Roads on Monday. She will be
accompanied by the battle ship Maine,
which Is now lying off Tompkinsville.

It is stated that the vessel will not re¬
main at Hampton Roads wry long, but
will join the cruisers Newark and Raleigh,
now in Florida waters.
When rhe New York leaves the yard tht

dry dock will be prepared for the recep¬
tion of the training ship Essex, which has
been having extensive alterations made.
