left that body several years ago and: bond¬
ed together as a new organlatttlom 'Flu
odd part of this is the fact that tr* new

society, loth to part with the old name,

simply retained it. They claimed that they
were justified In thus cutting themselves
adrift from their mother body, because ®f
the rules prescribed limiting the member¬
ship to only one hundred in the entire
country and narrowing otherwise great pos¬
sibilities.

,The action of the new society of Dames
caused the first to wish to copyright theii
name. With thin object in view they ap¬
pealed to the Senate several years ago to
grant them this privilege. In time, how¬
ever, this dropped through. The second or-1
der then added to their title by picetixl.ig
the word "National.' 'This word to Dames
N'o 1 was the "red rag waved in front or
tlio bull." They immediately reeommeai^t,
proceedings to secure their desired copy-
right. Duiues No. 2, thinking it was time
for them to act. Instituted proceedings in
which they asked that the same copyright
be granted to them, with, of coirse, nbeir
prefix. The Senate has recently referred!
the whole matter to the Library Commit¬
tee. Thus It rests at present, and Dames
Noa 1 and 2 are both eagerly waiting for
the matter to he definitely settled.

Mrs. Thomas Wren Ward, the vice-presi¬
dent of the original society, was seen last
night in regard to the matter. She said:
"There Is no bitter feeling whatever exist¬
ing between ffle members of the two so
cteties. I think it Is extremely unfortunate
that there should be any OMterwpee*. The
two orders ought to be united. It would be
the most sensible arrangf-ment that cou »1
be effected."

s f'hnrch, who was the
ms> treasurer of the original society, ac¬
ceded from it to join the new one because
of the latter's broader scope for usefulness.
In speaking of the differences now existing
slio said:
"I think the mistake has been in the fact

that the second Society of Colonial Dames
did not take a different name when they
organized. It may not sound loyal for me
to thus express myself, but I am In sympa¬
thy with the movement of the original body
of Dailies In their desljw to copyright their
name. It does rightfully belong to them,
and. realizing this. I do not think it is at
all a graceful act for the national society
to ask for the exclusive right to it.
"T believe It Is only a question of time

until we will be united as one body. I favor
that movement."

The elevation there Is 2,900 feet above the
Potomac. The montalneers years ago, with
t". -ir keen eyes, trained to long and sharp
sight in the mountains, detected the white
r-pot gleaming on the horizon, and they can
always quickly determine its place on the
h li/.'on line. "But to city folks, however,
th" location of the white shaft' Is not an

easy matter.
Thousands of Washington people every

Summer Invade thnt region as Summer
boarders, to subsist on fresh milk and
fr'ed chicken, and Incidentally l'n their ex¬
cursions upon the mountain to get a el^ht
of the monument. On clear days It Is dis¬
tinctly visible, especially to these who are
fa-nliiar with Its precise location. But It
Is more easily seen at sunset than at any
other hour, sis the sharp reflection of the
sun's ravs brings out the white surface o
tli- marble. The mountain people are only
too glad to point ont the monument to
their visitors, and usually tell them the se¬
cret by which they can themselves lo-
'

On,, 'of the most singular stories that
mav be told about the Washington monu¬
ment Is hardly credible, yet It can be
vouched for as perfectly true. There a.re
hundreds of ladles in Washington who
wear up on their hats the plumage or the
entire skin of a bird which has lost Its
life flving against the tall mass of marble
In the dimness of twilight or daybreak.
Another queer thing to know about the

monument Is that Its height and width
vary It is taller in Summer than in \V In¬
ter and in the 'atter season Its width on
the south side is about an Inch greater
than on the north, east or west side, j his
is due to expansion under the heat of the
sun's rays.
