WHO SHALL WEAR THE INSIGNIA?

Proposed Amendment to the Constitution De¬

fining Hereditary Companions.West-
em and Bos'.on Men Opposed

to a Change.
Because of a belief on the part of the

men who wore shoulder straps In the Union
army from 1861 to 1805 that too many who
never smelted gunpowder are becoming
members of (he Loyal Legion, the name of
Governor Griggs, of New Jersey, which
was recently suggested for membership In
the New York Commandery, was not pre¬
sented. The names of a number of others
who are eligible for collateral membership
have been withdrawn.
There wag no opposition to Governor

Griggs personally, but the consideration of
his name it was thought would increase
the differences in the Loyal Legion that
will be fought out by the national Con¬
gress which meets in Detroit next Spring.
J he issues Involve the question of whether
a mistake was not made when the right of
succession to membership was granted to
the eldest son of the eldest brother of a

deceased member, and to the brother In the
case of there being no nephew. These are
called collateral members, and the New
York Commandery, of which General
tyrant s old friend. General Horace Porter,
is the commander, ha* drafted an amend¬
ment barring collateral members. A cir¬
cular setting forth the proposed change was
sent a few days ago to the other nineteen
commanderles In the Union.
In addition to fighting for this revision in

the law of the order, the members who dine
at Delmonico's every few months expect to
assert the right of the men who smelled
gun powder to the exclusive use of the red
rosette and red ribbon of the Legion, a
privilege which is disputed by some of the
younger members in the ambitious West,
and by some, too, in Boston.

The cause of the difference of opinion is
the present Involved plan of classifying
members. The highest degree is that of

'dual Companion of the First Class. Only
nissloned officers who served in the

The
ribbon of the more important badge, worn
on dress occasions, is red in the centre for
the veterans, and blue for the others. The
< dges of the ribbon for the former are

bJuol and for the latter rod. There are
two stripes of white in each.
The Massachusetts Commandery, of

which Charles P. Clark is the commander
and Charles Francis Adams an influential
member, has given notice that at Detroit
it will light for the red ribbon and red
rosette for all. This is in deference to
the frequently expressed wish of the young
members to have the same badge as their
fathers. If they are to be of the Loyal
Legion they want the right to be of as

high standing as the old warriors, and
in Boston the juvenile element is so strong
that the veterans have acquiesced. The
New York Commandery has voted in favor
of continuing the distinction, and will lead
the flght for the separate badges. The
California Commandery has proposed a

compromise, but the New Yorkers will not
accept it.
The California idea is to give all mem¬

bers of the first class the right to wear the
red badge, reserving the blue for the sec¬

ond and third' classes. The second class
consists of the eldest sons of living orig¬
inal companions of the first class. They
remain in that class until their fathers
die and then they became first class mem¬

bers. The third class consists of those
gentlemen, who, in civil life, during the
rebellion, were specially distinguished for
loyalty to the Government. The power to
elect such members ceased In 185)0. It Is
understood that some of the Western com-
manderies are in fayor of giving the young
members the right to wear the red badge
in order to encourage them 1o take Inter¬
est in the organization. With Boston In
line too, there are pood reasons for be¬
lieving the young members will win, al¬
though they lost four years aero.

RECONNOITRING TANDEM

MANY POOR THIS
COMI1JMSTMA5,

On the Whole the Volume of
Poverty Is Greater Than

Last Year.

Records of Charitable Associa¬
tions.Reveal the

Sad Fact.

Lodging Houses Show an Increase in
the Numoer of Men Seeking

Shelter and Food.

UNEMPLOYED ARE MORE NUMEROUS.

A Large Percentage Have Come from the
Far Western States.Results of Visits

Maae to Superintendent's of Va¬
rious Relief Organizations.

When the Christmas of '06 dawns upon
New York City, will. It look upon more

want and wretchedness and poverty among
her poor than did the Christmas of a year
ago?
Each year more time and thought are be¬

ing given over to the unfortunate at Christ¬
mas, the one season In the year when the
heart of the rich beats In unison with the
heart of the poor. A careful «olng over
the records kept by the known charitable
associations of tlie city shows 'an Increase
In the number and severity of wants In al¬
most every line covered by the relief and
aid societies.
With the exception of the blizzard on

December 10, the Winter so fax has been
on a fair average with that of 181)5.
Wages are better than they were this same
time last year. On the day of the storm a
call was sent in to the Labor Bureau of
Cooper Union for 350 men to shovel snow
at $1.50 a day. Last Winter the pay for
this labor was $1.25.
The lodging houses show an increase in

the number of men seeking for shelter and
food, while all but one of the employment
bureaus visited show a greater number of
men and women out of employment.
At the City Lodging House, oh First

avenue, nearly 30 per cent of the men to
apply for shelter were those who had not
been in New York a year, the greater part
of which came froih the far Western
States.
The Wayfarers" Lodge and Wood Yard,

at No. 510 West Twenty-eighth street, has
had a small increase over last year's rails
for lodgings and work as a means of re¬
lief.
At the Cooper Cnion Employment Bureau

the report compare® favorably with that
of last year, and tells of fewer men who are
out of employment and of more calls from
employers.

1»r. Tolman, speaking for the New York
Society for Improving the Condition of the
Poor, said:
"The amouut of work done by our society

this Winter varies but slightly from that
of the previous Winter, though I should
say that there have been more calls made
upon us for Immediate want than during
these same months a year ago. There are
fewer applications for work, but possibly
that has been due to our having each appli¬
cant furnish three good references."
A talk wltli Mrs. Goodwin, superintend¬

ent of the New York Practical Aid Society,
would Indicate tli'tff The' t-atio of poor ap¬
plying to the city for relief is higher than
that of last Winter. This society, after In¬
vestigating a case, goes about to furnish
whatever may be needed in the way of
food, fuel, clothing, helping to pay rent,
undertakers' bills, etc.
"During the six years since the organiza¬

tion of this society." said Mrs. Goodwin,
"I never remember being called upon for
aid by such a large number of deserted
wives and mothers as this Winter. The
desertion of families among men of the
poor is certainly on the increase. Onr calls
for Immediate -elief and practical aid av¬
erage forty a day. A year apro our society
gave at Thanksgiving, a dinner to 100
families, which represented 450 persons,
while this year we felt called upon to fur¬
nish 133 dinners, representing 000 persons."
This Winter the Children's Aid Society,

that provides shoes and clothing and other
necessaries for children, has given more
assistance than In any previous year.
Edward Devine. secretary of the Charity

Organization Society, compares September.
October and November of the present year
with the corresponding months of the
previous one, and notes a decrease of 20
per cent in relief calls, while December
thus far shows an lucrease.
"There Is certainly," said Mr. Devine.

"as much want and misery among the
poQr in New York this Christmas time as
there has been since 1893."

WORKING ON MAIL TUBES.:
Pneumatic Svstem Between New York and

Brooklyn Will Be Ready
Next August.

The Pneumatic Transit Company, of Phil¬
adelphia, is now at work on the air tubes
which are to transmit mall between the
New York and Brooklyn Post Offices. These
tubes are to be ten Inches in diamter, in¬
stead of eight Inches, as originally de¬
signed. This will make a carrying ca¬

pacity to each of the mail cars or pouches
of 600 letters. It will require but a few
seconds' "time to shoot one of these cars

through the tube. An idea can be formed
from this of the capacity of the system.
There will probably never be mall enough
deposited In Brooklyn to tax the capacity
of the pneumatic tubes.
Postmaster Sullivan said yesterday that

the pneumatic system would not be ready
much before August 1 next.
The company which manufactures the

tubes Ms nine months from the date of the
signing of the contract last November to

complete It.
In a general ;vay the system between

New York and Brooklyn will consist of
two steel tubes running side by side across
the Bridge. One tube will be used for
mail out of Brooklyn and the other for
mail from New York to Brooklyn,
At the Brooklyn terminal of the Bridge

the tubes will enter the ground and run
under Liberty and Washington streets to
the office. In New York the tubes will
be grounded and run under the City Hall
Park to the Post Office.

It will cost the company $100,000 to
establish the pneumatic system and the
Government will pay a rental of $14,000 a
year to.transmit the mails.
The pneumatic system will do away with

all of the mail wagons, except for heavy
packages, which arc now use-1 to transfer
the mails between the two offices. It will
make a difference of a couple of hours'
time also In the delivery of malls to tne
outgoliig trains.

RAINES LAW A FARCE.
This Is What the Rev. Dr. Funk Will

Tell the Brooklyn Grand Jury
To-morrow.

The Rev. Dr. Isaac K. Funk Intends to
go before the Grand Jury in Brooklyn on

Monday next and tell the body what he
knows about the seamy side of life and
the status of the Raines law In the city.
Dr. Funk said yesterday there was no
place where the law was so loosely en¬
forced as in Brooklyn.
"Many Raines law hotels in Brooklyn,"

he said, "are similar resorts for the de
praved. Brooklyn Is now worse In some
respects than New York. Evil abodes are
now safer from raids in Brooklyn than
In New York. One of our agents visited
thirteen Raines hotels; seven he discovered
were the resort of most disreputable peo¬ple. The streets of Brooklyn are now
haunted by people who should not beallowed to roam around, as they are InCaptain Miles O'Reilly's precinct. I don't
blame the police,, but some one Is toblame for the shameful condition of affairs
in Brooklyn.

"I shall go before the Grand Jury withat least six witnesses to sustain what I
say. _

ARCHBISHOP IS A LITIGANT
Wants the Alyemeine Verein to Turn Over

the Church of St. Stanislaus.
Archbishop Corrlgan, in behalf of the

Church of St. Stanislaus, on Stanton
street, near Forsyth, has brought an ac¬
tion in the Supreme Court, against the
Alyemeine Verein, a corporation, to com¬
pel it to turn the property over to theplaintiff.
The church was organized In 1878. The

congregation did not have enough moneyto build the church, and the Alyemeine Ve¬rein agreed to build It, and, it is claimed,promised to turn it over to the church or
ganiaztlon as soon as the latter was finan¬cially able to accept it. Th^ cburMi has
paid all of the money advnced by the de
fendnt, and now brings action to compelthe defendant to tiirn the church over to
them.
The plaintiff characterizes the action <i£the defendants in refusing to turn the

church over to them as "violent and un¬
charitable." and says the ehurch had to
be closed in order to prevent a scandal.

GREECE GETTING
HER ARMY READY.

Does King George Mean to
Declare War on the
Sultan's Empire ?

Said to Have Ordered a Regi¬
ment to the Turkish

Frontier.

He May Adopt Forceful Methods to

Compel the Porte to Carry Out
Promised Reforms in Crete.

COUNTRY READY FOR THE STRUGGLE.

Treatment by the Turks of Christians in
the Disturbed Island Has Aroused

an Intensely Hostile Feeling
All Over Greece.

A report was received yesterday by
Editor Vlasto, of the Greek newspaper At¬
lantis, from his correspondent In Athens,
that King George had ordered several bat¬
talions of reserves to form a permanent
regiment, and to camp near the frontier
of Turkey.
This action and the activity of the army

and navy since the return of the King from
his European trip have given rise to the
report that preparations are now being
made for a war with Turkey, and that
hostilities will surely be commenced no

later than next April.
The recent trip of King George to other

European countries seems to have made a

To Newly Equip the Army.

Another thing which leads to the war
talk in Greece Is that, despite the fact that
the country is in a bad condition financial¬
ly and paying only 30 per cent on the in¬
terest due foreign bondholders, King
George has given orders that the army be
at once supplied with the most modern
rifles and other Implements of war. which
will entail an outlay of nearly $4,<>"0,000.
The navy, too. is being placed oh a war

footing and will soon be ready for any
emergency. .

The discontent which exists In Creek
military circles is the result of the apathy
shown by their monarch iu the recent revo¬
lution in Crete, when he took no action,
although many members of the Greek army
went to the aid of their neighbors. Now,
however, it is said that ICing George has
been acquainted with the deplorable state
of affairs in Crete and. realizing that the
reforms promised the Cretans by the Sul¬
tan will not be carried out, he intends to
interfere.
The orders issued to the army and navy

by the King have caused a great sensation
in Greece, and as the army is greatly in¬
censed at Turkey on account of her treat¬
ment of the Christians in Crete, many or
whom are Greeks, it requires but the word
of King George to precipitate a war.
