How to wash fine fabrics and woolens

Fine fabries—Whisk a handful of
Lux into a thick lather in very
hot water. Put in the sheer little
dresses and petticoats. Stir them
about for a few minutes. Then
add cold water till comfortable
for the hands, and dip the gar-
ments through the creamy lather
again and again.
