
Nearly a Score of Cars, at a

Helpless Stampede, Shat¬
ter One Another.

Two in Collision at Washington
Ploce Catch and Demolise

a Carriage.
Still Plunging On, They Dash into

Others.Men Leap from Win¬
dows and Women Faint

GRIPMAN JAMMED AND CRUSHED.

Scores of Passengers Receive Minor In¬
juries, Three Cars Totally Wrecked

and the Lin« Blocked for
Several Hours.

There was a smash-up oa the Broadway
cable road between Housv01i and Eighth
streets last night In which a score of per¬
sons were slightly injured and some fif¬
teen or twenty cable cars were damaged.
Two of the cars were so badly wrecked
that they blocked the entire line for three
or four hours.
The primary cause of the accident was

a break in the machinery through which
the uptown cables run around the curve
from Broadway into Fourteenth street;
Two stories were told last night as to

the cause of the trouble at Fourteenth
street. One was to the effect that a bunch
of electric light wires had burned out some

of the supports to the wheels around which
the cables run, thus causing a general
wreckage under the pavement at the curve.

The other story was that the wreckage had
been caused by a "stranded" cable.that is,
a cable in which some of the wire strands
are broken.

CARS STALLED FOR BLOCKS.
The underground wreckage at Four¬

teenth street prevented the passage of cars

north and within fifteen minutes there was

a line of cars from Fourteenth street down
to Houston street. It was at 6 o'clock, just
at the hour when the uptown travel on

Broadway is heaviest and every one of the
cars was crowded to the doors.
In the blocks the cars were jammed up

end to end, but at the various street cross¬

ings openings had been left for the passage
of wagons and carriages. The cars on the
downtown tracks were running as usual.
At Washington place car No. 194 stood at

the north side of the crossing, while car No.
380 was waiting at the south side. Owing
to a projecting scaffolding in front of the
building on the cast side of Broadway at
this point, all the wagons and carriages
had to pass between these cars.

A ORY OF WARNING.
The cars had not yet been delayed long

enough for many of the passengers to leavQ
them, and there were still people hanging
on the straps when, at 6:15 o'clock, there
was a cry of warning from outside. A

inen hearted bv, ^.-ilf^men,
came running up the east side of Broadway,
crying:
"Look out! Hey, there! Get off those

cars! Get out of the way!"
The passengers in No. 194 saw car No.

330 coming toward them, with a gripman in
front of it, waving his arms frantically.
At the same time a carriage turned rapidly
from the east to the west side of Broadway
in front of No. 330. The horses had just
crossed the track, when the car struck the
carriage and pushed it along toward the
other car.

Before the driver of the carriage could get
out of the way the hind part of the vehicle
was crushed between the two cars, break¬
ing both ofi the hind wheels of at the axles.
The driver was thrown to the pavement,
but the frightened horses were caught by
a policeman before they had a chance to
run away.

PASSENGERS THROWN DOWN.
The crash of the carriage had brought

all the passengers of both cars to their
feet, and an instant later there was ar,other
crash, which piled them in heaps in the
cars. »

Car No. 330, with about a dozen others
behind it, bumped into No. 194, and began
pushing it along north at full speed. There
was crash after crash, as the cars between
Washington and Waverley places, came to¬
gether, and within a few seconds there was
a panic among the passengers.
The pressure of the cars against each

other finally became so great that No. 194
telescoped itself into No. 211, which was
in ront of it. The rear part of No. 211 was
lifted up about three feet while its dash¬
board and the projecting part of the roof
was being crushed to pieces by the jam.
Up to this time only a few of the male

passengers had gotten off the cars, but as
one crash after another was heard, every
passenger in the moving cars 'started to
scramble for safety.

JUMPED OUT OF WINDOWS.
Some of the men let down the windows

of the cars and jumped out that way.
Roundsman Bourke and Policemen Gricke,
Phelan and Henley, of the Mercer Street
Station, boarded some of the cars and
helped the women off. They were assisted
by men who, in many instances, had to
carry the frightened women to the side-
walk.
Broadway was in a turmoil by this time,

and all along the line of the moving cars
were men shouting warnings to those,
ahead, while others were helping the pas¬
sengers out of the moving cars.
When the gap at Waverley place was

closed up, there was another crash, accom.
panled by screams and breaking glass. An
instant later car No. 132 ran into No. 249.
The rear of No. 249 was lifted high in the
air while the dashboards, roofs and doors
of both cars were wrecked.
More frightened passengers clambered

through the windows, while a score of con¬
ductors, policemen and gripmen ran along
the moving line of cars, doing whatever
they could to get the passengers out safely.
After the second big crash the cars moved
about a hundred feet, when they were
stopped by the power being cut off at
Houston street.
From the time the first crash came, at

Washington place, until ths cars were
stopped, was about five minutes. .In that
time over fifteen cars were damaged by
having their dashboards, bumpers or guard
rails smashed in, while about two thousand
badly frightened women and men were
scrambling to get into a place of safety
along the sidewalk.

A GRIPMAN INJURED.
The most serious injury to any one per¬

son was done to Gripman Charles Murphy,
of car No. 132. When his car crashed Into

WHERE THE SERIES OF CRASHES ON BROADWAY CABLE ROAD BEGAN, WITH WRECK OF A CARRIAGE
A cable car out of control, rushing suddenly upon another at Washington place, caught and demolished a carriage. This was the first of a series

of collisions, following one another in quick succession. A break at Fourteenth street created a blockade early last evening, stalling cars on the up¬
town track from Houston to that street. A car became unmanageable just below Washington place and dashed into the one ahead. Then a pro¬
cession of cars moved northward, grinding into one another. Men jumped from windows and women fainted. There were scores of minor injuries and
a gripman was crushed.

No. 240 the rear dashboard of the latter
pinned him against the doors of his own

car, and it was not until the whole line of
cais was stopped that he was freed.
His left thigh was badly bruised and his

right arm wrenched. He was unable to
walk when taken off the car, but recovered
shortly afterward and was sent home. Dr.

Minjlen, of No. 23 East Sixty-ninth street,
who was a passenger on one of the cars,
said that Murphy had received internal
injuries.
The carriage which was wrecked at

Washington place belonged to J. Decker,
of No. .128 Broadway. It was driven by
Frederick Carey, of No. 424 Third avenue.

Mr. Decker was in the carriage when it
was wrecked, but, except for a shaking up,
was not hurt. The driver received a few
bruises.
John \ arian, a messenger for a Broadway

dry goods house, tried to get off car Nf.
-Ml when the collision knocked him off
his feet. He was picked up unconscious
and carried into a cigar store, where Dr.
Minden attended him. He went home.
Nellie Mays, sixteen years old, of No. 170

East One Hundred and Eighth street, and
Maud Morris, thirteen years old, of No. 76

car No. 330. They were also taken Into the
cigar store and attended by Dr. Minden,
after which they went home.
A woman whose name was not known

was carried from one of the cars to the St.
Clair Hotel, where it was found that she
had suffered nothing worse than a faint¬

ing spell. A number of other women who
were assisted out of the cars and to the
sidewalks recovered sufficiently in a few
minutes to walk home.
Several of the gripmen and conductors

on the cable carrs had narrow escapes from
being crushed in the general collision. Some
of them had to jump over the gates to
avoid being crushed between the cars.

The direct cause of the collision could
not be ascertained last night. The inspec¬
tors of the road said that It could only
have happened from the cable catching
fast in the grip of one of the cars. This
might have been due to a broken strand
in the cable or a defect in the grlp.-

ANY AMOUNT OF IGNORANCE.
It was not even known which car had

caused the jam. Four or five wrecking
wagons and every available inspector and
foreman of the road were at the scene of
the wreck within half an hour after it oc¬

curred. Three of the cars that were so

badly damaged that they could not be
taken to the shops on their own trucks
were hauled off the track in order to let the
other cars get by.
In the mean time workmen had repaired

the damage at the Fourteenth street curve,
and by 11 o'clock the cars were running
as usual.
The wrecked cars were put on new trucks

and hauled to the company's shops early
this morning.

WAR SHIPS SHOULD
BE SENT TO OOI,

Senator Call's Strong Reso¬
lution on Our Deal¬

ings with Spain.
The United States Should Forci¬

bly Intervene to Protect the
Rights of Americans.

Friends of the Insurgents Are Irritated
Over the Long Delay in Recog¬

nizing Belligerency.
GEN. WEYLER'S CONTEMPT FOR US.

Has Provok«d Such a Feeling of Resent¬
ment in Congress That It Is

Ready to Go to the
Last Extreme.

Washington, April 1..Senator Call, of

Fuorida,, struck a key note in the Cuban

situation to-day. He introduced a joint
resolution directing that "an adequate
naval force of the United States be Imme¬

diately sent to Cuba."
The preamble of the resolution recites the

inhuman and barbarous outrages that have

marked the recent rule of the Spanish au¬

thorities In Cuba, and directs, in the name

of humanity and civilization, that the

United States shall put itself in position
"to protect by force if necessary," citizens

of this Government from wrong and to

compel the observation of treaty obliga¬
tions.
The resolution further directs the Presi¬

dent to inform the Government of Spain
that the United States "will forcibly inter¬

vene to protect the rights of American

citizens and the interests of civilization."
The present temper of the United States

Senate with regard to the Cuban situation

renders the resolution of the Florida Sena¬

tor opportune. Jt is not unlikely that this

explicit declaration of American doctrine

may be accepted by the Senate as a sat¬

isfactory substitute for the recently in¬
jected conference report. The friends of

the Cuban cause in the Senate have been

suffring undr a sense of irritation at the

delay of the House in adopting the reso¬

lutions declaring for the immediate recog¬

nition of the bellligerent rights of the

Cubans. The press reports from Havana,
giving the shocking details of the execu¬

tion of five Cubans yesterday, have aroused

intense indignation among the Senators and

Representatives. The sentiment of Con¬

gress Is undoubtedly in favor of such an

assertion of American power and aggres¬

siveness as that proposed in the resolu¬

tion of Senator Call.
If that resolution could be submitted to a

vote in both houses of Congress to-morrow

It would be adopted by a majority so over¬

whelming as to astound Minister Dupuy de

Lome.
The apparent Indifference., if not con¬

tempt, manifested by General Weyler for

the United States has naturally provoked
a sense of indignation in Congress. The

prevailing sentiment is onp of positive re-

sentmet.
There are now lying in Hampton Roads

some of the powerful vessels of the new

navy. If the demand of the people of this

country could be made effective at least
two of these war ships would be sent to

Havana immediately.

SOME MADRID OPTIMISTS.

Actually Confident That C! ba's Ca-t.se Is
Lost.Canovas Beli« ves That

Gomez Is Dead.

Madrid, April 1..Public opinion is am

iously awaiting further action by the Ameri-
cna Congress, although unquestionably some

optimistic views are entertained.
The evening press to-day almost without

exception comments on the rumors pub¬
lished in the Imparcial, affirming a practical
capitulation, in which case the entire col¬

lapse of the movement will be speedily en¬

tailed. The articles generally take this
view and in hopeful terms emphasize the
fact that the insurgents have obtained no

real success lotely of any kind, although
they worked very hard for it in order there¬

by to Influence American Congressmen.
The Epoea, the official organ of Senor

Canovas, s.-ays:
"All dangers which may come from the

nited States depend on the results of the
campaign. We may congratulate ourselves
on the good fortune of the futility of their
operations:."
The same journal also suggests that the

present disorganization of the insurgents is
oo-,S!>d It the Jilnotv <-,f MbvJido

Gomes. Canovas himself said this after¬
noon:

"My impressions are that the insurgents
are exhausted and their supreme hope is the

recognition of their belligerency. If they
do not obtain it the insurrection will decay
and be easily vanquished."
To-night the people of Madrid are solely

occupied with discussing the persistent ru¬

mors of the death of Maximo Gomez, which
is alleged to have occurred at the plantation
of Socorro from consumption, aggravated
by recent wounds. Several Havana corre¬

spondents telegraph this rumor, which is,
however, believed to proceed from one

source only ,and is therefore for the present
doubted. I made special inquiries to-day at
the Government offices, but was informed
that there is as yet no official confirmation
of the fact.

The site was purchased two weeks ago.

of burlesque resolutions, declaring the sil¬
ver representatives dangerous cranks, who
should be expelled. He asserted with much
heat that silver miners and mine owners
had as good right to be represented on the
floor of the House as had manufacturers
and bankers.
