When I reached the World's Fair
with my first lecture, the 'Brownies in
Starland,' ready for the group of children
f expected to face, and found an audience
">f six hundred men and women awaiting
ne, I was almost In despair.

The lecture delivered that day was real¬
ly Impromptu, Just a few of tiie original
thoughts used as a foundation. It was my
3rst success, and since then I have given
my whole time to lecturing ^nd writing
on astronomy. Of course I have had the
advantage my father's reputation as an

astronomer would naturally give me and
the help always to be gained from a love
ftnd reverence for one's profession."

THE ARMENIAN MISFf .

Many once well-to-do Armenians are now try¬
ing to save themselves from absolute beggary
by selling the few possessions they have saved
from the barbarous Kurds. They have gathered
up their rugs, and, to aid them, we are trying to
turn them into oash. A beautiful Iran hall run¬

ner. whose centre of soft reds and yellows is
surrounded by a black border, is an instance. It
will be long before such patterns can be repro¬
duced. if ever, since bjth the looms and Utf
weavers have been destroyed.
