Indsed, it sup-
ports the contention of Lombroso that
erime i= & form of mental disease,

This man Ninger, if the assertions of
the detectives be correct, s the most
dangerous counterfeiter the United
States ever harbored. For nearly
twenty years he has been laboriously
fabricating with pen and brush bogus
bille of varying denominations. His

gnawing p;n:ert}' drove him to adopt
his nefarious way of making a living:
For years he has owned a farm from
which with reasonabls industry he
might have drawn an honest liveli-
hood. Hi=s earnings—or, better, his
winnings—at the perilous game of coun-
terfeiting have been trivial in compari-
gon with the wages which, 5o clever a
craftsman as he might reasonably ex-
pect to earn in legitimgte work swwith
pen and brush, In the eariler perind
of his criminal career he geems to have
Imitated bills of small denominations
only. Of late years alone he has dis-
covered that a fifty-dollar bill was
counterfeited quite as easily and
passed almost as readily as a five.
Even doring the time of his most
profitable endeavors the bills which
he put forth showad evidence of such
painstaking and eyen microgcopic work
that the Treasury agents who detectad
them have thought them the p_xoduct
of the laisure-hour Industry of some
man of means who amused himself n
the = excitingz but profitless task of
counterfeiting.

The meantal processes which «can lead
a man to put himself in constant peril
of the penitentiary for a pittance less
than that which he could earn in hon-
eat Indusiry must be abnormal. But
curious &3 Ninger's case is; it differs
from that of the habitudl eriminal In
detail enly.

MONTANA REFORM PRISON.

Boys -and ‘erlminals, although not
alike " in' other rEspecté. are equally
dmenable to dommon seénse. Thers' are
as many thecries for the reformation
of ecriminals as for the training of
boys. Both are too often impractical
or senseless. Tt is refreshing, therefore,
to learn from a recent report that the
young i}ta'm of Montanpa has introdueed
methods Into her prison system whien
'mlghf' be copied to advantage by older
States.

The prevalling idea of the manage-
‘ment sesms to be that although erimi-
nals the prigonera are men, First they
are classified, =0 that the hardened
wretehess may not contaminate the
morals and confirm the dishonor of the
first offenders. Then some sultable oc-
cupation is found for them. In the be-
ginning there were no tools or ma-
terials, =0 the convicts were employed
to buld the prison wall. This fur-
nlghed oegupation and taught many of
them the ugeful and profitable trade
‘of masonry. The prison was sconomi-
cally provided with o wall, and the
convicts, stimulated by the promise
that faithful service would be rewarded
by shortening the penal senténce,
learned the trade so thoroughly that
they pursued (& after leaving prison.
That job completed, the same plan was
pursued with several briok bulldings
for prison pnmﬁua with equal sue-
cess,  These were followed by similar
works, all carrying out the maln idea
that the convicts were men, and that
men und © restraint need occupation.
In the wosence of work they, were re-
qulra< to attend a prison school, where

frequent infractions of disefpline and
no serious zﬁuturhances of any kind
during prigon life, and these who have
been discharged have not vicolated the
laws of the SBtate agaln.
