The Instrument of the Superhuman Com¬
munication Is Not Well Posted on

American Politics . Thinks This
Country Is Ruled by an Emperor.

Paris, April 6..Before Mile. Conesdon
closed her door to the public to-day your
correspondent called on her in behalf of
the Journal.

I found a typical Parisian courtyard off
the street appropriately called Rue de Par-

adis, and was met.not by St. Peter, but
a lovely girl, the sister of the inspired
miss, who ushered me into the kitohen,
where hung a formidable battery of cop¬
per and enamelled pots and pans, suggest¬
ing that the fln de siecle prophetess lived
neither on manna nor on nectar.

Though nominally there was nothing to

pay, considerable negotiation was required,
as the prophetess was very tired, but

finally she yielded to my substantial argu¬
ment, especially since I added that the
Angel Gabriel was likely to have news for
America, and the best way to circulate it

was through the Journal.
I was led into a small back parlor, cheap¬

ly furnished with well-worn appointments
and found myself bowing to a handsome
brunette of a rich Southern type, with splen¬
did hair and great, lustrous eyes; in short,
a girl who might well be called angelic.
This ademolselle Conesdon and the arch¬

angel Gabriel, suddenly rolled into one

divinely beautiful person, began telling me

how her insr ration came about; how some

months ago she had been musing at home
and how one day in a dream suddenly a

violent sensation, almost terrible, yet half

delightful, overcame her; how a strange
force had descended and entered her body,
announcing itself to be the archangel.
Then at once she began to speak words,
the source of which she forgot the mo¬

ment the crisis was over.

"I never remember a syllable," said she,
"of what I say when 1 am in what you
may call, a trance if you like, but I know
that all I say is Inspired by the Angel
Gabriel, who has chosen to make me his
Interpreter."

Iillle. Conesdon spoke in all seriousness
and looked really solemn. The girlish
twinkle seen in the eye when I entered had
disappeared and she had grown as grave
as a judge.
I had no idea that I would meet a young

woman with such natural girlishness and
repose. Her solemnity is. devoid of all
theatrical posing. When aroused there i e

no mysterious gestures and no affectation
of any kind.

I asked her if the Angel Gabriel happened
just then to be in a communicative mood.
She didn't answer at first, and looked me

up and down in an uncanny way and
seemed to search my very mind and heart,
to divine my inmost thoughts.
Gradually her eyes ceased to move and

began to assume a fixed stare. There was

something uncomfortably unnatural about
it all. Suddenly her eyelids fell with a

quick, mechanical movement iTiiat of a

wax doll and she be^-/ to' speak In a sing
B^ng voice. What she said was sufficiently
striking, though not more wonderful than
wha| I have heard from many fortune
tellers. It is useless to repeat the ram-

blings, which were almost wholly personal
to myself.

I was getting Impatient and wishing that
she would get to something more impoi-
tant. She seemed to divine my thoughts,
and here follows what was next divulged
in verbatim translation of her language:
"There is severe fighting going on in a

far country. Men of Spanish blood ferment
the passion. They are at war in the isles,
and their hearts are set on battle. Soon
they will struggle with fiercer foes of an¬

other land. There will be war on the high
seas, and troops are gathering on a distant
continent."
And in this strain Mile. Conesdon con¬

tinued. Every other sentence began with
soon.soon this and soon tnat. She kept
up what seemed to me an Interminable rig¬
marole.
Mile. Conesdon had already propliesifed dire

troubles for Europe.. If she is to be b#-
lleved, there is anything^ but a quiet time
in store for America. There is to be a war

between the United States and Spain,
which will be a succession of big naval bat¬
tle®, the result of which will leave the Span¬
iard a sadder, if not a wiser, man.

Matters will next come to a crisis be¬
tween the United States and England. Both
countries will" Impoverish themselves with
gigantic war preparations, of which nothing
will come, for England is to be drawn into
a vast European complication which will de¬
mand her energies to the extent of com¬

pelling her to make terms with what the
Angel Gabriel calls "the bristling bayonets'
glint on the other side of the ocean."
At last Mile. Conesdon came to a stand¬

still as abruptly as she had begun. She
was silent for a few minutes, her bosom

heaved convulsively, she opened her eyes
and looked at me with the same smile
which lirst greeted me.

I told her before I went that I would
like to know the name of the next Presi¬

dent, but she told me that the Angel Ga¬
briel had retired and that she did not know
whether any more revelations would be

forthcoming, adding that she had already
predicted that M. Felix Faure would re¬

main President at the end of his term.
When I told her that I meant the Ameri¬

can President she confessed that she al¬

ways thought that we had an Emperor in
the United States, and I went my way re¬

flecting.

HER PALACES AND HER JEWELS.

Residences in Newport and in New York
Possessed by the Lady Who Was

Once the Wife of Willliam
K. Vanderbiit.

Newport, R. I., April 6..A transfer of
real estate was made here this morning
which, with the exception of that of Vln-
Iand, is the Iargost effected here in years.
The transfer was mad# by Oliver Hazard

Ferry Belm»nt to his wife, Alva E. Bel¬
mont, formerly Mrs. William K. Vander-
Mlt, and consists of all of Mr. Belmont's
property in this citry and Middletown, val¬
ued at nearly a million dollars. It includes
In this city Beleourt, the combination house
and stable and all Its contents, and his
farm, Gray Craig, in Middletown, com¬

prising 105 acres of land, house, breeding
stables and menagorlo, containing a num¬
ber of sacred bulls and eows.
He it taxed la Newport for $129,000 real

and $38,#00 personal property, and in Mid¬
dletown $1T,000 real and $5,000 personal,
making a total of $176,000.
This transfer makes Mrs. Belmont the

largest property holder in Newport.
It is bewildering to calculate how much

of this world's goods now stand in the
name of Mrs. Belmont. Before she mar¬
ried Mr. Belmont she was mistress of the
palace on the northwest corner of Fifty-
second street and Fifth avenue, which was
built for her by Mr. Vanderbiit, and Is
valued at $3,000,000.
At the time of the separation between

Mr. and Mrs. William K. Vanderbiit he
made a voluntary offer that she was to
keep possession of their former home on
Fifth avenue, but to this Mrs. Vanderbiit
turned a deaf ear and purchased her pres¬
ent house, on the southwest corner of Sev¬
enty-second street and Madison avenue,
which she fitted up In regal style.
Her art collections are unusually costly

and rare, but number hundreds of pieces.
As an example of the fact that Mrs. BqJ-
mont will have nothing but the best, a
screen four feet high by about that distance
in width, painted by a noted German artist,
is one of the ornaments in her boudoir and
cost the neat sum of $7,000.
The famous mansion at Newport, known

far and wide as Marble Hall, was given her
by Mr. Vanderbiit on its completion. It
was "here last August that she gave the
famous ball in honor of her daughter, now
the Duchess of Marlborough, and the splen¬
dor of this affair has not yet dimmed.
Marbie House is valued at more than
$2,000,000.
Mrs. Belmont's rubles, diamonds and

other jewels are known far and wide, and
are the best that money can buy. They
are easily worth $1,000,000. Among the
Jewols which Mrs. Belmont gave to her
daughter upon her marriage were the
worid-renowned Gavlt Jewels, of the fif¬
teenth century style. But while these were
rery expensive her own collection of
precious stones Is so large that the fact
that these had been remove dwas hardly
noticeable.

MR. PLATT'S BOND BUREAU
The Boss's Son Advises Commissioner Ly¬

man of Its Workings.Amendment
to Exempt Clubs.

Albany, April 6..State Excise Commit
sioner Lyman had Frank Piatt as visitor
to-day. Rumor had it he was here to
look after business for the surety com¬

pany which he is saVS to represent, and to
which Commiss.loiier Lyman has consider¬
ately thrown the business of supplying
bond's for attaches of the new State Ex¬
cise Bureau. It was made known to-night
that the thrifty company with which Harry
B. Piatt is connected has already portioned
out its business in this particular line in
the larger cities of the State.
In Albany, it is said, a well-known in¬

surance agency has secured the business
of providing bonds for those engaged in
the business of trafficking in liquor. Similar
arrangements have been made in Troy,
Syracuse, Rochester and Buffalo. The cor¬

poration of which Harry B. Piatt is man¬
ager has announced that It will look after
the business in New York City from Its
home ofilco.
The rate established by the Harry Piatt

surety company is 1^ per cent, which the
dealers here figure out as $24 for the bonds
required for each $800 tax certificate.
Commissioner Lyman is in considerable

There were many things to see. First,

you had the living pictures; second, you
had the persons who were there to see the
living pictures.and there was many a

poor soul there who had paid ?5 merely to
see those swell person*; thirdly, you had
the persons who arranged the entertain¬
ment and who, in the excitement and be¬
wilderment of the occasion, were extremely
Interesting, and fourthly and lastly and
best of all, there were the beautiful women
who had already posed and who walked
about the hall clad as Psyches, Marie An¬
toinettes, Flower Girls, and so forth.
The show began at 4 o'clock. The music

had not arrived, and Miss Amy Townsend,
ready to cry with disappointment, gave or¬

ders that If the musicians turned up later
they were not to be admitted.
She asked the harpist to play soft music

in front of the stage, but the harpist said
she couldn't play very well In the dark.
So, for the most part, it went along
without music, and did just as well.
To those who had come to see artistic

posing the pictures must have been dreary,
for everything was crude, the light was

poor and the figures wobbled and blinked
and breathed most distressingly. But there
really was no necessity for the agitation of
Mr. Peter Marie or the unhappiness of Mr.
Breese. Nobody cared for the artistic de¬
fects. Everybody knew the figures in each
figure, and the more tliey wobbled the
more fun it was.
When Mrs. Fred Gebhard appeared as

June she looked no more like June than
a hay-stack does, but, for that matter,
there never was a June that was half so

lovely as Mrs. Fred Gebhard was whei she
smiled at the applause she received. And
so it was with Mrs. Leslie Cotton as the
Flower Girl, Miss Polly Whlttier and Miss
Wlnthrop Gray as Winter.not even tL*e
skates and the icy background could glvt
a frigid tinge to those rosy cheeks.with
Mrs. Kennoth Frasier as St. Cecilia, and
with all the crtkers.
The process was something like this: A

bell would ring ahd the curtains would
be pulled aside several moments befoiv,
the lights In the (oom could be lowered.
Befere you stood a lovely girl; was
Psyche. There never was a Psyche that
could have compared with hfr In beauty,
nor was there ever a Psyche that seemed
to have such a strong desire to laugh. The
light was dazzling &Yid poor Psyche had to
blink. The spectators applauded enthustas
tically, and slowly.almost imperceptibly.
a little dimple showed Itself in Psyche's
cheek. Now, just as this dimple was grow¬
ing into a demure little smile, Mr. Peter
Marie, who had arranged the group,
showed signs of having a fit. And at this*
Interesting moment the curtains wert
drawn and the vision was hidden. Had you
stood behind the platform you would have
heard a peal of merry laughter that would
have done your heart good. Psyche ovi
deutly thought It was great fun.
The only feature of the tableaux that was

taken seriously was the picture, "A Thing
of Beauty," in which Miss Carolina Wash¬
ington Bond posed. The fact that this lady
is a lineal descendant of Colonel Samuel
Washington, brother of George Washington,
lent special interest to the tableau.
During the entertainment a bevy of St.

Cecilias, Marie Antoinettes, Angels, Butter¬
fly Charmers, Junes, Julys and Augusts, all
clad in bewildering costumes and looking as

If they had just stepped out of picture
frame?, were gathered In the gallery, drink¬
ing champagne. And Stanford W hite, who
was master of ceremonies up there, was in
a state of panic because the champagne was

not cold. These girls were full of merri¬
ment, for to them the pictures were as good
as a circus.
To pass from the main hall to the gal¬

lery in this building it is necessary to
descend to the ground floor, travel through
a pantry and then take a freight elevator
to the gallery. Now, the man who runs

this freight elevator Is an ordinary mortal
who has never had much experience with
high society, still less with living pictures.
He was lounging In the pantry waiting for
bundles and boxes and other prossaic
thing, when June appeared, trailing her
roses. The elevator man stood rooted to
the sjet.
"Is this tie way to the eallery?" asked

June. Ths man's face turned from violet
to red, through all the colors of the spec¬
trum, and there Is no telling what might
have happened had not Psyche, St. Cecilia
and Miss Amy Towasend appeared on the
»cene. Then, feeling thoroughly assured
that they were all belnjs from another
world, he recovered his equanimity, and,
with the reverence with which he would
have treated an angel band, carried them
to the gallery.

KICKS Mil CUFFS

Anti-Semite Leader and Friends
Roughly Handled by a

Hoboken Crowd.

He Is Alleged to Have Drawn a Re¬
volver to Defend Himself Just

Before Police Arrived,

LIVELY RIOT A"1" GERMANIA HALL.

Alwardt Is Cut About the Head and
Otherwise Injured, and Is Locked
Up in Police Headquarters with

Some of His Assailants.

Herr Herman Ahlwardt, the anti-Semite,
after being cuffed and beaten by a crowd of
Hoboken Jews and their friends last nlglit,
was locked up In Police Headquarters at Ho¬
boken with several of hii assailant*.
Ahlwardt was charged with diaorderly

conduct and carrying concealed weapons.
The Anti-Jew Society of New Jersey held

its regular meeting last night at Germania
Hall, No. 350 Newark street, Hoboken.
None but members was present. President
H. N. Woelber, of the society, who resides
at No. 571 Newark street, had Invited Herr
Ahlwardt to address the meeting.
The famous Jew-baiter, with his secre¬

tary, Ernest Mendel, and Ernest Friedow,
editor of Der Ante-Semite, which is pub¬
lished by Ahlwardt, reached Hoboken short¬
ly after 8 o'clock. All had come from Brook¬
lyn, where they reside at No. 1154 Myrtle
avenue.
Germania Hall Is in the Fourth Ward.

Crowds of toughs nightly congregate in the
neighborhood. When Ahlwardt and his com¬
panions approached the hall they noticed
that a crowd of about one hundred persons
were waiting outside the door, but as a

crowd always congregates wherever Ahl¬
wardt lectures, they paid no attention to it.
As they started to entei the hall some

one in the crowd shouted, "There's the
Jew baiter," and a break was made for
Ahlwardt. With his companions Ahlwardt
started to flee, but with shouts of "Kill
him!" the crowd closed about the three
men. /
Ahlwardt was picked up and thrown into

tho street, falling face downward in the
gutter. He was struck on the brfbk of the
head as he lay there and also kicked.
Editor Friedow was knocked senseless

with a blow on the head from a brick.
Secretary Mendel was also roughly used.
President Woelber and Secretary Hees-

nagle, of the society, who had been wait¬
ing the arrival of Ahlwardt, rushed from
the hall f.nd attempted to rescue him.
