POOR FARMS,

Work of Ploughing Begun on

the Land Donated by Mr.
Linton in Brooklyn.

Tools and Seed Supplied and the
Workers Are Allowed Twenty-

five Cents a Day.

THE OUTLOOK IS PROMISING.

Those Interested in the Scheme Will
Conduct It on a Larger Scale Than

Last Year.Money Contrib¬
uted for the Purpose.

The ploughing of the fann in the Twenty-
llxth Ward, which has been given to the
city of Brooklyn for tillage purposes, was

begun yesterday. This farm is intended to
be conducted in conformity with the plana
of Mayor Pingree, of Detroit. The entire
undertaking is in the hands of a com¬

mittee presided over by the Mayor of
Brooklyn. A sub-committee, the chairman
of which is Jacob W. Erregger, one of the
Elections Commissioners of Brooklyn, has
direct supervision of the farm work. The
two other members on this sub-committee
are Dr. William I. Nichols and Mr. Ernest
Rapelyea. Commissioner Erregger has
charge of the financial end of the work,
Dr. Nichols of the applicants and Mr. Ra-
pelyea is the practical farmer.

The\elngular success which Mayor Pin-
gree's plan for providing for the unem¬

ployed poor an opportunity to derive the
full benefit from their labor in tilling the
vacant lots In the city of Detroit induced
Mayor Schieren to try the scheme in Brook¬
lyn. In very short order contributions to the
amount of about $1,200 were received, and
Edward F. Linton, a former Assemblyman,
yachtsman and well-known real estate
owner in the Twenty-sixth Ward, gave to
the committee about twenty acres of land,
located at Pennsylvania avenue, near New
Lots road. The farm was operated last
year for the first time, the scheme proving
a success. This year nOw plans for the
conduct of the en'terprfe.e have been de¬
termined upon.
Under the arrangement last year the en¬

tire plot was apportioned among the poor
families working it. Naturally, these peo¬
ple found it impossible to await the ripen¬
ing of their crops. Therefore, this year
It is intended to divide up the entire plot
into parts one-half to be tilled for the
purposes of marketing. The purport of the

city Is to employ for this purpose the poor
people among whom the other half of the
plot is to be divided, and paying them
for such work 25 cents per day. This
would help to bridge them over the period
while waiting for the outcome of their
crops.
Another disadvantage of last year's

method, which the committee hopes this
year to obviate, is the method of reach¬
ing the farm. It is located in a rather out
of the way part of the city. The Brook¬
lyn Elevated Railroad has notified the
committee that they will furnish free tick¬
ets on their road, for the use of the work¬
ers of the farm. These tickets, however,
can only be made use of during the rush
hours of the morning and evening, when,
by reason of the heavy travel the railroad
finds it necessary to run a large number
of empty cars one way, and therefore can,
without inconveniencing themselves, carry
these people back and forth.
Of the $1,200 raised last year by subscrip¬

tion, $600 was expended during the Sum¬
mer. More than $600 worth of garden
stuff was raised by the laborers on the
farm and retained by them. Considerable
loss was sustained by numerous thefts of
the materials, which, however, will not
occur this year, as it is planned to station
one or two policemen to protect the
grounds. It is expected that additional
money will this year be realized, as ex-
Mayor Schieren and numerous other per¬
sons interested in the plan have promised
to contribute liberally, and thus the work
will be continued on a larger scale. The
only expense which the committee will be
put to will be for ploughs, seeds and tools.
They intend to ienage a practical farm la¬
borer to show the poor how to handle the
plough and sow fcheir seeds to the best ad¬
vantage. As the land is gopd, arable soil,
the outlook for the crops is promising.
Under the new plans it is expected that

a great deal of the difficulty experienced
last year from indiscriminate distributions
of the land will be rectified. It is intended
to look more carefully into the worthiness
of the applicants for land, in order to pre¬
vent the apportioning of it to people who
will not work out the entire season and
thus obtain the benefit of their crops. Dr.
Nichols, who has charge of the applica¬
tions, proposes to run it in the same way
that the wood yard, laundry and work room
of the Bureau of Charities is conducted.
Here, the worthy person, instead of obtain¬
ing money outright for his relief, earns it
and loses none of his self respect thereby.
Dr. Nichols feels confident, and so expressed
himself in a meeting held in the Mayor's
office recently, that the crops raised On the
committee's portion of the farm can be
readily disposed of to charitable institu¬
tions, and thus make the remuneration planself-sustaining.
In a few days seeds will be distributed

and the ten applicants who have been ac¬
cepted by Dr. Nichols will be set to work
planting, as soon as the season permits.Potatoes, cabbages, corn, lima beans, stringbeans, lettuce and the other quick-growingvegetables will be the products.
Regarding the future of the farm, and if

it is proven an entire success this vcar, the
committtee will take advantage of*Mr. Lin¬
ton's offer of more land, should they desire
it, and will place it under cultivation,They also contemplates, if everything goeswell, having smaller plots in various partsof the city under cultivation for the poor.
