
THIS IS HARRY.WRIGHT DAY. IN THE WORLD OF SPORTS.
Baseball Patrons and Players

to Honor the Veteran's
Memory,

All Receipts to Be Devoted to
a Fitting Monument to

Mark His Grave.

His Brilliant Career Began with the
Birth of Professionalism and

Lasted Till Death.

FORMER COMRADES TO PLAY TO-DAY.

Unique Games Scheduled at Rockford and
Cincinnati, in Which Teams Will Meet

Tnat Recall the '60s.His Life
and Loyalty,

The Stars and Stripes will float at half-
mast over every grassy baseball diamond in
tills broad land, and Spring blossoms will
bud upon a modest mound in Laurel Hill
Cemetery, Philadelphia, where rests he
whose memory the entire baseball fra¬
ternity will venerate to-day.
Iu tho twelve principal cities of the

country whoso devotees of the game sup¬
port a National League baseball team,
April 13 will now and hereafter be known
us "Harry Wright Day." Tho recurrence of
tho natal anniversary of Washington or
Lincoln brings to tho mind of America's
patriotic sons and lovers of liberty no

greater halo of sentiment and veneration
than moves tho lovers of her national
game on this day, which In the world of
the diamond has been sot af>art as the one
when patrons and players shall perform a

duty of love, that the memory of the
"father of professional basebal^' may be
perpetuated in lasting stone, to mark his
final resting place.

It was iu October last that Harry Wright,
after forty years and more of honorable
service on the diamond Held, during which
he achieved the enviable distinction of be¬
ing the greatest of baseball captains and
managers, passed peacefully away at At¬
lantic City, N. J., and was laid to rest in
the beautiful city of the dead in Phila¬
delphia's suburb.
Harry W right's name will ever occupy a

conspicuous niche in the gallery of celebri¬
ties of the national game, and its history
and progress would be incomplete without
it. No man who ever trod a diamond was
more known or beloved in life or revered
in death than the whole-souled, honest
and masterly veteran to whose memory a

baseball nation will to-day turn out to do
homage.

HARRY WRIGHT'S DEBUT.
Way back in the "50s," when the Elysian

Fields, on the Hoboken side of the North
River, was the battle ground of the Metro¬
politan "grass-eaters," Harry Wright first
learned the manual of the diamond. At
the time he was the assistant professional
of the St. George Cricket Club, which then
occupied an enclosed field near by. While
he joined in the weekly practice games of
the Knickerbockers, whose diamond ad-
Joined, it was not until 1858 that he played
regularly in a match game, being one of a

picked New York team to play a picked
Brooklyn nine. Wright played in right

'' * , v w"s contested on the I
old Fashion Race Course, Long Island,
July 20, 1858.
Afiter seven years' service at the bat

Wright, in 1865, accepted the position of
professional to the old Cincinnati Cricket
Club, but two years later he was attacked
with the baseball fever, so as a cure he
cast his lot with the Cincinnati ball tossers,
who were at that time the bitter foemen of
the Buckeyes. It was this action that
moulded his future life's course, inspired
professional baseball and gave to it a Har¬
ry Wright.
In 1868 he conceived the plan of profes¬

sionalism and organized the afterward fa¬
mous Cincinnati Red Stockings, which

brought to him the title of which he was

ever proud, that of "The Father of Pro-
fessional Baseball." The following year he
made that historic i-ecord with his new

team, a record which has never since been
equalled iu the turfed arena, for, as cap¬
tain and manager of the original model
professional baseball team of America, he
won with them every game they played,
travelling to all points of the compass,
even as far as California, until there were

left; no new baseball worlds to conquer.
GAVE BOSTON A WINNING! TEAM.

Soou after the disbandment of the Red
Stockings in the Fall of 1870, Harry Wright
accepted an offer to take a then forming
team of Boston players under his tuitive
wiug, and then began the career of the
equally famous Boston Red Stockings,
under the government of the first profes-
slona' association of baseball players, which
came i^to existence in March, 1871. Al¬
though winning a virtual victory with his
team that ye.'.r, the first pennant of the
Professional Association, by a technicality,
was awarded to the Athletics, of Philadel¬
phia. He did not iose heart, however, and
he led them on to decisive victories for
the next four years in succession, another
feat never before or since attained by any
other professional club captain or man¬

ager.
Four of his best players deserted him

the following year.Pitcher Spalding, Catch¬
er James White, Ross Barnes, second base¬
man, and Cal McVey, first baseman.the
"Big Four," as they were known, signing
with Chicago, Spalding assuming the man¬

agement.
Boston, crippled as it was, had to be

couteut with fourth place that year, Spal¬
ding's team capturing the pennant.
W right, with that quiet and thorough

persistence for which he was noted, pulled
his nine together again, and in 1877 brought
the pennant back to Boston, and again a

year later completed the magnificent rec¬
ord of six out of eight successive years'
of victory.
Providence secured Wright in the early

80s, and after a brief stay he went to Phil¬
adelphia, where lie further added to his
brilliant record, bringing that club from!
out of the ruck to a close second place !;i
1885, with the highest percentage they have
ever attained in champion contests.

loyal to the league.
In keeping with his marked Integrity of

purpose, Wright remained true to tho
League ia the trying times of '90-'91, when
the brotherhood movement made Itself felt
tn baseball. He became incapacitated In
180:.', and the following season clo«ed his
tenth year of service with the Philadelphia
citrto. 1 he National League, recognising
hi; faithfulness, tho next year appointed
him to the honorary position of Chief of
Umpires, an office that was abolished after
his death, in October, 1805.
A short time ago, the project of rais¬

ing a monument.to his memory was sug-

gested by a few of those who knew him
longest and best, From a suggestion grew
the matured plan of "Harry Wright Day,"
among the National Leaguers, on which
occasion the entire gate receipts of the day
for all games played dn the twelve League
cities, should be devotad toward a monu¬

ment fund.
To-day, April 13, was the date decided

upon and there is little doubt that it will
become a for-all-tlrne fixture of all future
schedules.
At Philadelphia, Boston,-Providence, Cin¬

cinnati and Rockford, 111., where tho lata
veteran for years managed teams, the
games to be played to-day will be of spscial
interest.

VETS TO PL.CT"OXCB MORE.
"Nick" Young, the veteran president of

the National League, will umpire, and
Henry Chadwick, the venerable, will score

the game at Cincinnati in which a number
of the members of tho old "Reds" will
take part. Among them will be Charlie
Snyder, catcher; Neil White, pitcher; Long
John Reilly, first base; "Bid" McPhee, sec¬

ond base, and "Vfc" Carpenter, third base.
The Athletics will cross bats with their
junior Philadelphia^, Harvard College will
meet the Bostons, and the Giants are to

play the-new "Mets."
But the star game of the series will bo

the gathering of the old-time "champs" at
Rockfoird, 111. Hughey Nleoll, the manager
of the Rockford team, has promised that
the day will be one loujs.te be remembered
in baseball, and a fitting tnbuto to the
memory of their dead comrade.

Hand¬
spring was the ideal racehorse yesterday as
he galloped in his preliminary work with
Long Beach. He was not asked to do much
and ouiy negotiated three furlongs in 30
seconds. However, the work was done in
a manner that fairly took away one's breath.
Long Beach, Patrician and Declare worked

in good shape. As Patrician went past a
number of cyclists, one of the number asked
what could be the matter with that horse
for Pat Dunne to send him back after pur¬
chasing him last year. ' *
William C. Daly was as energetic as ever

houses are compelled to turn away appli¬
cants every day. Hundreds who would stay
here are now making the trip back and
forth from Philadelpnla, which means a
ride of an hour and a half each way.
