
Bili Proposed Which Will Hit
Some of Them Harder
Than the Raines Law.

ft Says That All Beers and Ales
Must Be Kept in Vats for Six

Months Before Saie.

WILL BE INTRODUCED THIS WEEK.

Dr. O'Sullivan, of Medico-Legal Fame,
Drafts the Measure.Brewer Ehrot

Says It Cannot Be Complied
with if F'asssd.

Within the next few days a bill will
Oe Introduced Into the Legislature at Al¬
bany which, If It becomes a law, will
bring as much dismay to certain brewers
of the State as the passage of the Raines
Jaw. The bill is the product of the med¬
ico-legal expert, Dr. W. J. O'Sullivan, who
figured bo prominently lu recent poisoning
trials. He drafted the bill at the request
of several members of tho County Medical
Society, and the latter will send a deputa¬
tion to Albany bo urge the passage of the
measure.

It has been hinted at tim«? and again that
a considerable quantity of lager beerk bock,
porter and other malt products has been
subjected to some adulterating process The
physicians who have retained Dr. O'Sulli¬
van to push their proposed reform In Al¬
bany go even further. They have been col¬
lecting evidence during the past few
weeks. As a result of a chemical
analysis of samples of ale and beer taken
from different saloons throughout this city,
Brooklyn and other parts of the State,
they claim that beer, as consumed In cer¬
tain localities, and turned out by certain
brewers, contains many poisonous Ingredi¬
ents.
According to the contention of the physi¬

cians who are back of the proposed bill,
neither beer nor ale should be put upon
the market within six months from the
time of brewing. It takes all of that time,
they claim, for the fermentation process to
cease.
Instead of the beer consumed In New

York and vicinity being allowed to stand
for six months, it is, the physicians assert,
put on the market a week or ten days after
the brewing. In order to stop fermenta¬
tion, it is necessary to use different kinds
of acid, the principal one of which Is sali¬
cylic acid, and this, It is claimed, Is used
by a number of brewers throughout the
State. It is also claimed that instead of
hops being used, as is supposed to be the
case, a number of concerns use ground
corn. They also use, It is said, a famous
adulteration of hops known as taruc acid,
alonlne, benzoic acid, boraclc acid and cal-
cum bisulphate. The three acids last men¬
tioned are poisonous in their nature.
SHOULD NOT USE STOMACHS AS VATS.
The real effect of this stopping of fer¬

mentation, and the use of such acids causes
the fermentations to go on in the human
system. It is responsible, they cfaim, for
many cases of Bright's disease.

It Is the idea of the physicians that the
beer, ale and porter put upon the market
here should be at least up to the stanf)^

\J1 the beer Imported from Germany. Dr.
O'Sullivan, when retained to draft the
bill, was requested to study the" German
laws on the subject, as well as the result
of the investigation i lade by Dr. Gustav
Rapp, the eminent German chemist, who
was appointed specially for the purpose
by the German Government. Dr. Rapp
found that the German brewers were us¬
ing many of the acids which, it is claimed,
certain brewers are using here now, and
that beer was not kept In the vats for
six months, as should have been. As a
result of this report, laws were passed
dealing with food products and prescribing
heavy penalties for the adulteration of the
same. The penalty for a violation of this
law is In Germany a term of imprlsoi/
ment of five years.
The bill which Dr. O'Sullivan has draft¬

ed will be known as "An act to amend the
Public Health law, known as section 43
of chapter 6Gi of tho Laws ef 1893." It
provides, among other things, for the ap¬
pointment by the State Board of Health
of eight Inspectors.two for each Judicial
Department of the State. Four of the In¬
spectors must be licensed chemists, and
the term of office for each shall be five
years. The act is to take effect ten days
after its passage. The salary of each In¬
spector Is $2,500 a year. It shall be the
duty of the other four Inspectors to visit
liquor stores and breweries in different
parts of the State from time to time, and
take samples, which shall be submitted to
the chemists, who must make a careful
examination of each. If such ale, lager,
bock beer in season, or porter %liall not
come up to the standard prescribed by Dr.
Rupp, of Germany, prosecutions must be
begun. £|

MUCH ADULTERATED BEER FOUND.
Of the samples of beer taken by the

physicians during the past few weeks it is
claimed that in only a few cases were they
found to come up to the standard. The
physicians, as well as Dr. O'Sullivan, base
their hopes of the passage of the bill upon
the fact that It will groatly benefit the
hop growing district of the State. It will
also receive the Indorsement of the various
Health Boards.
"Suoh a law Is undoubtedly necessary,"

said Dr. O'Sullivan yesterday, "and I have
no doubt whatever that It will pass the
Legislature and be approved by the Gov¬
ernor. There is at present a law upon the
statute books, which, at the time of Itu
passage, was intended to remedy the evil
of adulterated beer, but It does not meet the
case In any way. I honestly believe that
the respectable brewers will favor the
bill, as It is to their interest as well as that
of the community at large to put the best
possible brand of beer on the market, even
If they have to charge more for it.
"Whether or not the brewers a4 a whole

have the facilities for storing beer six
months or so Is something that I know
nothing about. All I do know Is that we
should be able to brew as good and pure
beer and ale here as in Germany, and there
Is no reason why It should not be done."
Brewer Frank Khret, when seen yester-

day, expressed surprise wben Informed of
the proposed bill.
"Why, I attended a meeting of brewers

on Saturday," he said, "and no one there
had heard a word about the proposed bill.
It will be the biggest kind of a surprise
to the members of the association when
they hear it. I think," he continued.
"that the gentlemen who are pushing the
measure have got the facts a little twisted.
Tbey say that salicylic ackl Is used In
Uearly every brewery, or In a majority of

them, for e purpose of stopping f emen¬
tation. It ;ertalnly is not used in our
brewery, no do we use any other of tlio
acids named, and which it is clatir. ;ed are
to bo found i most of the beer brett red.

CAN TIB BREWERS COMI'IA'
"If it is thointention of the bill to com¬

pel the storlngof lager and ale for at least
six months in order to stop fermentation
I do not see hcrv any brewer lu Uie State
could live up to its provisions, I. do not
believe any brewer iu this city at least
has room euough. We have lu our brewery
beer that is four months old, V>nt thp-t is
our limit. We could not keep It longer for
want of apaco."
Dr. Ohas. Lockwood, of No. 84 West Thirty-

eighth street, who is a well-kuown author¬
ity on nervous diseases, and Is a member
of nearly all the medical societies, Is en¬
thusiastic over the bill. He has just fin¬
ished a special study of the subject, and
has prepared a paper whieh he will read
before the Medical Society at its next meet¬
ing.
"The Introduction of the bill," he said,

"is not only a good thing, but it has become
au absolute necessity. From the character
of tests made from samples of various
beers, I know that they not only con¬
tained adulterous matters, but many ingre¬
dients dangerous to life."

REALTY SALES OF THE WEEK.

Haifa Dozen Private Transactions Reached
Six Figures Each.

Less than half the volume of real es¬

tate business was done last week than
was handled the preceding week, or. at
least, the total showing in the way of
prices was scarcely half so great. It is
hardly fair to make a comparison of the
business done, for much is accomplished
during a week when it may not be timely
to make announcements. It can be regard¬
ed as largely accidental that so many
heavy deals were closed week before last,
driving the total of sales up to the $7,000,-
000 mark, and the fact that the record of
the past week Is so light in comparison
argues nothing to the detriment of the
market.
Three private sales alone, week before

last, aggregated nearly 3,000,000, while the
auction sale of one estate carried the total
for the four sales to over $4,000,000. Last
week, however, there was but one sale
that approached the half-million mark, and
the entire list of auction sales brought iu
an aggregate of but $865,829. This aggre¬
gate compares favorably with that for the
corresponding week of 1895, when the total
of auction sales reached $052,416.
Just half a dozen private sales reported

last week are represented in price by six
figures each. These are the following: The
sale to Louis L. Lorillard, at $450,000, of
the Mercantile building, at the northwest
corner of Fifth avenue and Thirteenth
street; the sale by Louis M. Jones to a
builder of the Knickerbocker Hotel prop¬
erty, Nos. :?7 to 41 East Eighteenth street,
at about $1S5,000; the sale by Solomon
Marx to a builder, at about $115,000, of the
four lots at the southwest corner of Park
avenue and Seventy-third street; the sale
to the Commercial Union Assurance Com¬
pany, at $100,000, of the five-story brick
building No. 60 V/illiam street; the pur¬
chase by the Dominican Fathers of ten
lots on Sixty-ninth street, and five
lots on Sixty-eighth street, east of First
avenue; the purchase by James H. Jones
of the easterly block front on the Boule¬
vard, between One Hundred and Twentieth
and One Hundred and Twenty-first streets,
and five lots adjoining on One Hundred
and Twenty-first street, and one lot ad¬
joining on One Hundred and Twentieth
street.

THEIR FUN ENDED SERIOUSLY.

On* Young Man Was Shot Dead and
Another Fatally Injured.

Danbury, Conn., April 12..Of a party of
four young men who started out for a

night's fun last night one is dead and an-

other mortally wounded. Thgy were shot
by William Flltvcroft, who was guarding
the door of a resort In Wildman's lane.
The dead man Is Frank Ketcham, twenty
years old, who came to this city a short
time ago from Farmlngdale, N. J., where
his parents are said to be prominent peo¬
ple. eKtcham's companions were Charles
Young, Willis Tomlinson and Thomas Mo¬
ra SCO.
When Young and Morasco knocked at the

door they were denied admittance by Flit-
croft, who appeared with a gun in his
hand. It was an old-fashioned shotgun,
and the men laughed at It, but backed
away to n respectful distance and began
teasing Flitcroft. He told them to go
away or he would shoot.
"Shoot, but if you do, shoot straight,"

Ketcham cried in derision.
Flitcroft fired into the group at a dis¬

tance of fifty feet, and Ketcham and his
companions ran toward Main street. He
rfau only a short distance before he told
Tomlinson that he was shot. He asked
Tomlinson to help him along, then both
fell, eKtcham dead, and Tomlinson ex¬
hausted from the loss of blood. Their com¬
panions jumped Into a passing wagon and
drove to the police station, leaving their
dead and wounded companions by the
sidewalk. Police and physicians were sent
to the place. Tomlinson was taken to the
hospital, where he is in a precarious condi¬
tion to-night. Ketcham was shot through
the heart, and four heavy shot went
through his left lung. The physicians say
that it is remarkable that he lived a mo¬
ment.

GAME AND POULTRY DEMAND.

Quail, Snipe and Duck Favorites in the
Markets for Table Delicacies

A large business was done at tbe game and
poultry stalls of the markets on Saturday, with
quail, snipe and ducks chief in demand. Stock
of nearly all kinds of game is in fair supply,
and poultry is being received iu larger quanti¬
ties than at any time this season. Quail are
much called for at $3.50 to $4 a dozen; English
snipe at $1.50 to $2; yellow-legged snipe, $2 to
$2.75 a dozen. Corn and saud saipe. are now in
the market in fairly good supply, and sell readi¬
ly at $1 a dozen.
Blackbirds are worth 50 cents a doaen; good

reed birds, 75 cents a dozen, and fancy reed
birds, $1 a dozen. Golden plover is in some¬
what better demand, but s;oek rather light;
sales are made at $3 to $4 a dozen. Grass
plover and upland plover oring from $3 to $3.50
a dozen; prairie chickens, $2 a pair; partridge,
$1.2& to $1.35 a pair; ptarmigans, #0 cents a
pair; woodcock and dow 1/irds, .>1.00 a pair; Eng¬
lish pheasants, $2.50 to $3 a pair. Cunvasbr.ck
ducks head the list at $3 to $4 a pair; red
heads bring from $1.50 to $2.50 a pair; black
ducks, $1.25 a i>air; mallard, $1 to $t.2o a pair,
and common, $1 a pair. Teel and widgeons sell
very freely at 50 to CO cents a pair, incubator
broilers are sellingf rcetjr, in poultry line, at
$2 a pair; common broilers can he had at $1.25
a pah'. .

1'hlladelphta Spring chickens are selling at 23
cents a pound; Spring turkeys for roasting, 20
cents; AVinter chickens, 25 cents; fowls, IS
cents; capons, 22 to 25 cents; slips and geese,
20 vents; wild turkeys, SO cents, and ducks, IS
to 22 cents a pound. Jersey turkeys are In
larger supply than for somo time past, and soil
freely at 20 cents a pound. Jersey roasting
chickens bring IB to 18 cents a pound; ducks,
20 cents, and fowls, 13 cents a pound. New
York State turkeys, for boiling, cun be had at
10 to 13 cents a pound; fowls, 12 to 14 cents,
and chickens, 10 to 18 cents a pound. Philadel¬
phia white squabs are much called for, aud sell
easily at $3 a dozen. Dat'k squabs are rather
quiet, and bring from $2 to $2.25 a dozen, i'ig-
eiHis are coining iuio market in fairly large
quantities, and now sell at $1.80 to $2 u dozen.

In tho way of fish, roe shad continue to be
ehler iu demand and large sales are made at 40
to 00 cents each. Buck shad, although in g<K>d sup¬ply, are not much called for, although some
sales are made at 20 to 25 cents each. The
slock of shad i-oe keeps well cleaned up, although
large quantities come into the market dally;large roe bring 13 tr> 25 cents a pair. Live col¬
tish is also selling freely, \vhole fish at 10
cents a pouod. Halibut brings 18 cents a pound;haddock, 8 cents; strlpod bass .15 to 20 cants;lobsters, 15 to 22 cents; fresh-caught salmon,20 cents; pomp«no, IS to 22 cents; weakiiaU,15 cents; kUigfifih and sheepsliead, 18 to 20
cents a pound. White perch are fairly plenti¬ful, but rather quiet, worth 15 cents a pound;yellow perch are in prime condition and easilysell at 10 con is a pound. Pickerel are in mod¬
erate supply and move fairly well at 15 cents a
pound; live carp at 20 cents; fresh German carp.15 cents; blueiish, 12 to 15 cents; sea bass, 15
cents, and smelts, 0 to 12 cents a pound.

STOCK MARKET MB
KUBLTIO WHEAT.

Stagnation in the Railroad List
While Dealing in the

Cereal Is Brisk.

Manhattan Elevated Railroad Stock
Shows More Buoyancy Thar,

Any of the Others.

CITY THREE PER CENTS NOT WANTED.

An Explanation of the Failure of the Re¬
cent Municipal Loan.No Prospect
That Success Would Crown An¬

other Attempt.
There have been no developments

of Importance during the past week, ex¬

cept the Government Winter wheat crop
report and the action of the wheat mar¬
ket. The situation In the 3tock market
Is so full of uncertainty that trading has
fallen to the point of stagnation, and no

activity can be expected until President,
Cleveland makes clear his attitude on the
Cuban question, and some positive estimate
can be made of the prospects for the new

crops.
In wheat there is an entirely different

situation. The market was advanced too
rapidly during the week, and reacted un¬

der heavy selling at the close, losing about
one-half of the gain made during the early
half of the week.
The statistical position of wheat favors

higher prices, and the most strenuous ef¬
forts on the part of the professional bear
operators cannot prevent the market from
reaching eventually the level warranted by
the supply and demand for the «ereal. In
New York City thero is practically no cash
wheat, as engagements have already been
made against the few hundred thousands
held in store. Chicago wheat cannot be
delivered on New York contracts, as It Is of
a different grade. The amount of cash
wheat in all storage and elevator centres
of the country is less than it has been at

any time in a decade.
The supplies in other countries Is also

small and the crops in the Southetn zones,
notably Argentina, New Zealand and Aus¬
tralia, have been failures. Europe, con¬

sequently, will have to draw more largely
upon American stocks than is usual In the
Spring season. Large engagements for
Spring wheat have already been made in
the Northwest by Europe, and the opening
of navigation will see a comparatively
heavy movement of wheat which has al-
ready been worked for export. Exports
have been limited recently by the small
stock of wheat at the seaboard. England
and the Continent have made acceptances
of wheat for both May and June. The de¬
mand for flour is also increasing, and the
millers will draw more largely upon the
supplies of cash wheat during the next two
months. The elevator people recognize
this situation, and the curious spectacle
lias been presented during the week of
sales of July and purchase of May options
by the elevator companies.
The world's shipments of wheat to

Europe, it is estimated, fell 2,000,000
bushels below the weekly requirements,
and this deficit of shipments Is likely to
become larger rather than smaller with
each week. All of these factors foreshadow
a" uctieaVe Jlr life" ..u^
svheat, a high premium for cash wheat over

options and the Inevitable working of
prices to a much higher level. Until these
factors begin to work, any advance in
prices will reflect only future possibilities
and leave the market temporarily at the
mercy of bear operators, who base their
operations on the improvement in the con-
aition of the wheat crop, which they be¬
lieve will result from the copious rains
that have fallen since the Government sta¬
tistics were compiled on April 1. It Is to
be sincerely hoped that the condition of
svheat will improve and that every possible
favorable kind of weather will bless the
wheat, region. An average percentage of
77,1, as reported by the Government, would
be disastrous, as the acreage planted last
Fail must have been reduced by the in-
clement weather since December. The
much-needed Alius unfortunately cannot
produce all of the good effect hoped for.
Moisture cannot make wheat grow when
the seed has not germinated, and the open
Winter in the first months of that season
must lvive killed the seeds In many of the
Autumn sown districts.

THE OUTLOOK NOT BRIGHT.
The full storage will not b£ known for

several weeks, but it is difficult, foi the
Most sanguine experts to foresee a laige
Winter wheat crop under any contingency,
An average wheat crop is yet a possibility,
is a shortage in the Winter wheat crop
(vill stimulate a larger acreage of Spring!
svheat. With the meagre data now at
jand, It is impossible, by putting the most

'.¦osy aspect on the situation, to calculate
jpon a Winter wheat crop which will not
fall at least 100,000,000 bushels below the
average, and this is perhaps too sanguine
»n estimate.
The heavy speculation in wheat will not

begin until the country people come to
.ealUe the extent of the damage. The roar-
let is still in the possession oC professional
speculators, and its current movement is
iependent to a large degrqje upon the ma-

lipulatlon of the professional element. A
arge contingent, of operators in Chicago
ittempUng to depress the market.
Wall Street is bullish on wheat and there

was a struggle for the mastery of the mar¬
ket last week between Ncvt York and Chi¬
sago. The tide of battle fluctuated, being
In favor of New York In the first half of jthe week decisively, and partially in favoi
Df Chicago in the latter hr.if of the week,
Nov.- York Is counting upon the statistical
position and Chicago upon the fact that
the public is not now giving generous sup¬
port to the market. There ar^, of course,
some operators in Chicago working for
liiglier prices. But these men apparently
ilded the reaction in the market la the
last half of the week, probably with the
j-icw of accumulating a bigger line of long
ivheat before actual conditions force higher
prices.
One reason for tho stagnation in the

stock marl et is tbe fact that a number of
the largo tiad< rs on the Stock Exchange
aave turned their attention to wheat,
which at present affords more inviting op¬
portunities for active trading.
In slocks only those affected by special

nfiuences have been dealt in. Manhattan
ivas really tho feature of the week, aud
tvas helped by various reports, all of which
lugured bettor possibilities for the prop-
?erty. With such a strong advocate as the
Mayor of the city, the extensions of tho
jy&tem to tho ferries and new territory
;vlll undoubtedly be accomplished. Whether
.he. permission will be secured to use the
Brooklyn Bridge is more doubtful, Such a

schemo would largely Increase the busi¬
ness of the Manhattan Hallway, as It would
attract a material percentage of passengers
living In Brooklyn who now use the cable
roads to reach the Bridge. If the permis¬
sion Is obtained, a close traffic alliance with
the Brooklyn Elevated Company will en-

t;ue, and perhaps a consolidation of the
systems on both sides of the river. All of
the officials of both systems deny that
ouch a consolidation is under consideration,
but it is certain that the project has been
discussed and is under serious contempla¬
tion. Negotiations are at a stage where it
Is easy to deny the consideration of the
scheme without too great a violation of
conscience.

TIIE LOAN THAT FAILED.
The failure of the 3 per cent loan put

upon the market recently by New York
makes questionable the probability of any
new rapid transit 9ystem at present. The
bonds authorized by law must be issued at
15 per cent, and with United States bonds
selling above the 3 per cent basis it is folly
l'or a municipal corporation, even as great us
New York, to attempt to float a $55,000,000
3 per cent loan. The Increase In the bonded
debt and expenses of the city government
have Impaired to a certain extent the credit
of the city. Thi> 3 per cent bonds were
floated also in 3W5, when times were letter
and J. P. Morgan had tbe Government bond
syndicate contract upon his. hands and
could not afford to permit a municipal loan
to fall. A Morgan syndicate t^ok the 3 per
cent loan in 1S95 as a matter of self-pres¬
ervation, all participants in this syndicatebeing heavily interested in the Government
bona syndicate.
The prospects of any Immediate rival to

the Manhattan is for tbe reasons enumer¬
ated extremely remote. The rapid transit
law will have to be amended before the
underground road can be built, and there
are doubts on the part of mauv financiers
whether the rapid transit bonds could be
floated at 4 per cent. Some go so far as to
predict that this loan could not be floated
at any rate which would not be too high to
be sanctioned by a proud city like Now
York.

FIRST OF THE PEACH CROP.

Delaware Trees Are in Bud and Promise a

Phenomenal Yield.
WIlmiDgton, Del., April 12..Not since

1875 has there beeu In the month of April
such a flattering prospect for a big crop
of Delaware peaches. The trees are all in
good shape, and loaded with buds. Ten
clays or two weeks of warm Spring will
be necessary to bring them to bloom.
In Mllford and Cedar Creek there are

over 500,000 trees in bearing. In 1803
there were 550,000 tx-ees, but only about
two-thirds matured fruit. This year all
promise to mature a full crop.
In 18«)3 thirty-seven solidly loaded cars

were shipped from Milford in a single
day, and for two weeks twenty-five cars
or more went every day. This year the1
crop .promises to be a third larger than
then. Should the immense crop promised
break the markets, however, this would be
too high an estimate, as .growers would
let the fruit rot in the orchard rather than
ihip and get nothing in return.
