DREIBUND PROLONGED SIX YEARS.

Friendly Relations Between Italy and Ger¬
many More Strongly Cemented by the

Meeting of the Monarchs in
Venice.Rudini Highly Elated.

Berlin, April 13..Premier Rudini has In¬

formed his Berlin friends that he Is per¬
fectly satisfied with the political results of
the Kaiser's visit in Venice.
The news that not only 'the friendly re¬

lations between Italy and Germany were

more strongly cemented at Saturday's meet¬
ing of the monarchs, but that the prolonga¬
tion of the Dreibund until 1902 was secured,
has been fully confirmed. This latest
agreement includes an offensive and a de¬
fensive clause.
It is learned on good authority, however,

that the Kaiser earnestly urged the preven¬
tion of further hostile movements, if pos¬
sible, even if it were found necessary on

the part of Italy to yield a point or two
In King Menelek's favor. During the con¬

ference, it is said, the Emperor expressed
some strong sentiments on the needless
bioodshed which followed General Bara-
tieri's hazardous expedition.

It was determined to push peace negotia¬
tions 'with all possible haste. Should these
fail to come to a successful termination,
the Duke of Aosta, brother of King Hum¬
bert, is to be placed in command of an¬

other expedition of much larger proportions
and better equipped than the first, which
will be sent against the Abyssinians in the
Fall.
The Vienna Fremdenblatt, a strong offi¬

cial organ, ignores Italy entirely in its de¬
scription of and comment oii the visit of
the German Emperor in Venice. It speaks
boastfully of the splendid military frater¬
nity of the two invincible bodies of the
German and Austrian armies, which guar¬
antees political success for the Dreibund.
Emperor William has decorated the Duke

di Sermoneta, Italian Minister of Foreign
Affairs, with the insignia of the order of
the Red Eagle and has presented his por¬
trait to the Marquis di Rudini.
The Duke di Sermoneta is an especial

favorite of the Emperor, with whom he
fraternizes on the most aittimate terms.
Whenever the Duke visits Berlin he is sure

to be invited to the.Sohloss, and vice versa,
the Emperor has for many years accepted
the hospitality of his Italian friend.

VON KOTZE UNPUNISHED.
German Public Demand a Severe Penalty

for Baron Von Schrader's Slayer.
No Honors for Duellists.

Berlin, April 13..Notwithstanding the
clamor of the religious and moral elements

represented by organs such as the Reichs-

bote, the National Zeitung, the Catholische
Volkszeitung, and other conservative jour-
naus, for the enforcement of the utmost

severity of the law against duellists, Baron
Lleberecht von Kotze has not yet been ar¬

rested.
Not desiriug, however, to outrage public

sentiment, the authorities have refused the

request of the friends of Baron Von

Schrader, who was killed by Von Kotze,
to allow his body to lie in state in the

Friedenskirche, an honor which would
otherwise certainly have been bestowed on

the late Master of Ceremonies of the Prus¬
sian Court.

HE INSULTED THE KAISER.
And Now Professor Quidde, the Celebrat¬

ed Bavarian Professor, Must Spend
Three Months in Prison.

Munich, April 13..Professor Quidde has
been sentenced to three months' imprison1
nient upon conviction of lese majeste.
The offence upon which the charge against

him was based was committed in the course
of a public speech, in which the Professor
made Use of language insulting to the Em¬
peror and the administration of the affaiis
of the empire. 3

Calais Fishing Boat Founders in a Violent

Calais, April 13..A violent gale has pre¬
vailed in the Channel to-day, rendering
navigation extremely perilous.
A fishing boat belonging here foundered

in the Channel this morning and six of her
crew were droiwned.

Canadians, Want no Zollvereln.
Montreal, Quebec, April 13..At a conven¬

tion of the Boards of Trade of the Province
of Quebec, held here to-day, to discuss
questions which are to come up at the com¬
ing meeting in London, of the Chamber of
Commerce of the empire, resolutions were
adopted favoring preferential trade be¬
tween Xireat Britain and her colonies, and
condemning an Imperial B'ederation or a
Zollverein, and declaring for the creation
of a tribunal of arbitration.

A REAL PARISIAN DUEL.
The Prince de Sagan and Playwright Her-

mant on the Field of Honor.
No Blood Shed.

Paris, April 13..Duelling in France is a

perfectly harmless amusement and, indeed,
a v«ry healthy exercise, so nobody here ex¬

pected either the Prince De Sagan or Abel
Hermant to be injured, when they met

this morning on the fleldo f honor at Saint
Ouen, because the former believed that the
latter had injuriously reflected on his fami¬
ly in his new play, "La Meute," at Re¬
naissance. j
The public was not disappointed. Four

balls were exchanged at twenty paces with¬
out result. Still the duel is the talk of all
Paris.
Everybody knows the Prince De Sagan,

the supreme judge of elegance, who, since
the fall of the empire, displays at all so¬

ciety functions his eyeglass and his ennui.
Indeed, the eyeglass, with the thick, black
rim, and the black ribbon gives him a crit¬
ical, speculative air.
This aged beau of sixty-four, with pink,

infinitely wrinkled complexion and very
white hair, with head slightly sunk between
the shoulders, is the pel-fection of courtesy,
and a great favorite with all the ladies.
From his ancestor Talleyrand, he has in¬

herited his cardonic gestures and skeptical
curl of the lip. I

Paris society will have lost one of its
most characteristic and sympathetic figures
when his slim, frock-coated form, his little
old pink and white head, his flat-brimmed
silk hat, his eyeglass and red ribbon of
honor are no longer seen at premieres and
at races. Ho is the president of the Soci-
ete des Steeplechases at Autend, and at
his club in Rue Royale.
Herman is a mild-mannered man, with

a fine bloriHe moustache, a genuinely re¬

fined Parisian. He is only thirty-four years
old, but has already founded a special
school of novel writing, due chiefly to his
powers of analysis. He is excellent, piti¬
less, original and realistic In his character

drawing, having frequently lashed the
weaknesses of society. He has often been
in trouble and this is not his first duel.

OFFENSIVE IRADE REPEALED.

By its Terms Missionaries Were Barred
from Asia Minor.

London, April 13..Mr. Curzon, Under-
Secretary for Foreign Affairs, stated in the
House of Commons to-day that the British
Vice-Consul at Mush had telegraphed, un.
der date of March 27, that the local authori-
ties, by virtue of an irade, required all
foreign missionaries to leave Asia Minor
immediately by the way of Alexandretta.
Sir Philip Currie, the British Ambassador

to Constantinople, Mr. Curzon added, had
made representations to the Porte, and had
learned that the irade did not refer specifi¬
cally to missionaries, but applied to all
persons involved in seditious movements.
No missionaries conforming to the laws
would be molested.
The United States Charge d'Affaires at

Constantinople, Mr. Curzon also said, had
since been informed that the irade had
been repealed.

KNIGHT FOR REVENUE ONLY.

coachman Mackill Sues Sylvia Gerrish for

Defending Her from Injury.
Sylvia Gerrish, the actress, appeared in

the City Court, Part IV., yesterday, be¬
fore Justice Conlan, to defend a suit
brought by Bernard Mackill, her former
coachman, to collect the sum of $500. This
amount, Mackill alleges, is due for saving
her, on several occasions, from the assaults
of her husband. He makes no pretence to
gallantry, and says specifically that his
prowess was exercised for the purpose of
revenue ouly. When the actress was in
peril, he says, she offered him $500 to pro¬
tect her. The plaintiff alleges that he fur¬
nished the protection required, but that
he never got his reward.
Miss Gerrisli was accompanied to court

by Hears* G. Hilton, Jr., the son of ex-
Judge Hilton, and in spite of this the case
did not come to trial. After impanelling
a jury and getting everything arranged
to proceed, a dispute arose between coun¬
sel for Mackill and counsel for Miss Ger¬
rish as to the length of time the trial
would consume. Counsel finally agreed
that it would take a whole day.
Justice Conlan, on this representation,

dismissed it from the short cause calendar
and ordered it back to the general calen¬
dar. where it may rest a year before com¬
ing to trial.

GREEKS GLAD AT THE RESULT.

Consul-General Botassi Gratified to See
th« American Athletes Victorious.

No person in this city Is more pleased
over the results and success of the Olym¬
pian games held during the past week
than is D. N. Botassi, Greek Consul-Gen-
eral in this city. Mr. Botassi said he was
pleased for two reasons.that the Amer¬
icans have come out victorious in so many
events, and because lite had an Important
part in arranging for an American team
to go to Athens.
When the games were first proposed the

Consul-General communicated with the
New York Athletic Club, but that organ¬
ization was not prepared to send a team
so early in the season. Then he com¬
menced to lose hopes for the success of his
plans. In answer to a letter which lie
sent President Patton, of Princeton1 Colv
lege, he received a favorable reply,and his
heart was gladdened. Yesterday' he \ent
a letter ofcongratulation to President Pat-
ton.

Policeman White's Salary Withheld.
The salary of Policeman Timothy White,

of Long Island City, for April has not
been paid by City Treasurer Knapp. The
latter was informed by ex-Alderman Joseph
Cassidy that White had been illegally ap¬
pointed and that if he was paid his salary
the City Treasurer would be held liable
White was in the City Hall when Mayor
Gleason was thrown out three years ago
He refused to obey Captain Woods and
was placed on trial and dismissed. When
Gleason came into power, White was ar¬
raigned before the Gleason Commissioners,
bis case was reopened, he was acquitted
and assigned to duty, while Captain Woods
was suspended.

Babylon, L. I., April 13..Because the

town of Babylon voted to grant licenses
at the Spring election, lipid last Tuesday,
Pastor Long last night in his sermon took
occasion to talk to his congregation about
it.

S. DYER TRIES
TO STRANGLE REBSELE,

The Alleged Wholesale Baby
Murderess of London

Attempts Suicide.

Uses Her Shoelaces Tied in a

Knot Like That on the
Drowned Infants.

Had Previously Been Committed in
Bristol as Insane After Seek¬

ing Self-Destruction.

POLICE AWAKE TO THEIR DUTY.

Highly Incriminating Evidence Discovered
in the Woman's House.A Strong Net

Is Being Slowly but Surely Woven
Around the Prisoner.

London, April 13..The alleged wholesale

baby murderess with the suggestive name

of Dyer attempted to commit suicide at

Heading to-day. She tried to strangle her¬
self with her shoelaces, tying them into the
same knot and putting it under the left
ear precisely as in the case of each
strangled infant found on the Thames.
The woman is now watched so closely

that suicide is" impossible.
It is further learned that the murderess

formerly attempted suicide by drowning at

Bristol, where she was committed as an

insane person.
She met the old woman, nicknamed

Grannie, her accomplice, while in the Bris¬
tol infirmary. The two went to Heading,
where Granule is now assisting the police
in their investigations.
According to the latest rumors perhaps

thirty to forty babies were murdered dur¬

ing the course of her business career in

Heading.
The baby clothes found in the house

weigh nearly three hundred pounds. A box
has also been found, which emits a hor¬

rible stench. It evidently had contained

an infant's body, which afterwards was

conveyed to the Thames.

Slowly but surely the police are weaving;
a strong net around Mrs. Dyer. While
the constables are still combing the bed of

the river, others work every loose end of

the threads.
Thus far they have sccuted a brown paper

In which one baby was wrapped, which has
been identified by a railway clerk, who

swears that it was the covering of a par¬
cel delivered to the prisoner. Proof has
also been obtained of one journey of Mrs.

Dyer which began with a baby and a

carpet bag, and which ended with the bag,
minus the baby, which was presumably
disposed of in the Thames.
In every case she exacted from the

mothers a lump sum down.

Thirty to forty bodies of infants have

been fotfnd in the Thames within Lon¬
don limits. All undoubtedly have been

murdered; perhaps not all by Mrs. Dyer
and her male accomplice.
The editor of the St. James Gazette says

that it is clearly time that somebody was

waking up about this matter; that it is

not pleasant to think that wholesale child

murder on a Hei'odian scale is going on

right in our midst without public attention
called to it or without the police apparent¬
ly thinking it worth a special report.

VENEZUELA IN FIGHTING TRIM.

FATAL PURSUIT AFTER SEALS.

Three shoremen are known to have per¬

ished while pursuing seals on the ice.

Operating on Cameo's Leg.
An unusual operation was performed

at the City Hospital on Blackwell's
Island,'late Saturday afternoon by Dr.
A. M. Phelps, assisted by tlie hospital
staff. Francisco Cameo, 37 years of
age, an Italian, of No. 119 Mulberry
street, sustained a severe fracture of
the tibia and fibula six months ago, but
the operation then performed was un¬

successful, and Cameo was removed
to the City Hospital. Silver wire was
twice Inserted In an effort to heal the
fracture. Necrosis had set in, however,
aud these efforts were unavailing.
Cameo was stretched on the operating

table, the old wound was reopened, and
and the necrotic bone carefully taken
out and the ends freshened and cleaned.
A dog was then chloroformed, and
killed, and the bones of one of its fore¬
legs removed. A section of bone was
cut Into small pieces and these were
packed closely into the space that had
been occupied by the diseased part.
The limb was then encased in a plaster
cast. It is expected inflammation will
quickly set in, and that new bone will
then begin to form. In ten days or two
weeks the cast will be removed, and
if the operation proves successful the
man will be able to walk in about two
months. The diagram in the upper part
of the picture shows where the- bone
was grafted on.
