Twentty-four Engines and Two
‘Water Towers Battle the
Flames.

Loss of Between Three and Four Hun
dred Theusand Dollars in Two
Buildings

~O FIREMEN OVERCOME BY SMOKE.

A Water Tower Refuses to Work at a Criti-
cal Moment, and a “Fourth Alarm'
Is Otdered—The Grand Strast
Building Completely Gutted.

Fire was discovered in the basement of
the fivistory lron froot bullding at No.
78 Gramd stroet, at 8:830 o'elock -lust night.
Before the firemen got It under contrel
two firemen were seriously hurt and prop-
€ty valued at half a miillon dollars was
destroyed,

The Gand street building s connected by
archways and bridges with another five-
story Dbullding froutlpng on Green street.
The two are cecupled by C. A. Auffmordt &
Co,, commlsslon denlers In silks, kld gloves
and Imported dry goods and sales agents
for balf a dozen forelgn firma.

Shortly after 8 o'clock Frederick Kind
and haif a dozen other clerke were sort-
Ing samples on the first floor of the Grand
gtreet  building. Twenty minutes Iater
young Kind saw smoke curling upward
from the flooring. He ran out In the pas-
suge and started for the boller room, which
Is loented In the cellar dlrectly under the
“sarting room.” As he resched the land-
Mg of the stnlr he was confronted by a
solid wall of flame and smoke. Kind shout
ed fire and rin into the street. He turned
in an alarm from the box nt the eoprner of
Greene ahd Grand streets, and then ran
to the box at the cormer of Greeng and
Brogme streets. Then he returoed to the
burning bullding.  His fellow clerks had
disappeared. He dushed into the sorting
room and, grabblng up a number of sample
books, atarted to pluoce them In the safe,
which stood in the rear of the long, narrow
To0il,

Meanwhile the firemen had responded to
the firs: glarm, and the mien of No. 18
Company had dragged a Hne of hose lnto
the “morting room.”” The place was black
with smpke, and as the hosemen foreed
thelr way through the haze they collided
with young Mr. XKind., The brass nozzle of
the hose struck him on the hend and
koocked him down. He crawled towand
the enirance and ns he reached the door
& column of flame shot through the elavator
alaft and drove the firemen into the street

In/'five minutes the entire west wing was
blagihg, 1t looked #s though the eutire
block was doomed, and two more alarma
were turned lo,

Chief Bonuer arrlved on t{he soene Just
after the Tast alarm. By his orders the
firmien (devored thelr hiféntion’ to fle
draml street front. Twenty-four engloes,
4 number of trucks, aod the two woter
towers had responded to the “hurry call,”
but during the frst half hour of the battle
the fire fighters were badly handleapped.
One of the wiater towers wouldn't work,
antd It was almost a physical impossibility
to get near the front of the building, on
asconnt of the heat snd smoke.

It wa= at this stitgre that Company No. 12
managed 10 ralse a short ladder on the
Grand stoect side. Two of No. 12's men—
John T, Gallagher and James MeNplty—
monnted the Iadder, dragzing a hose be-
hind: them. FHalf way up a solid sheet of
flames burst from the second-story win-
dows of the burning bullding. With it
eitme a shower of broken glass and glow-
"4 embers. For an Instagt the two men

the lzdder were lterally bathed in
flame .ol smoke, They dropped the Hose
and siMd down the Iadder. When they
Innded In the arms of their comrades both
were unconsclous. Gallagher was badly
ent atout the face and shoulders by the
shower of broken glass.

The west wing and the first and fifth
floors of the entire bullillng were oceupled
by Franz Merz, denler in German dress
goods. The second ficor held the stock of
Hugo Bondy, desler In kid gloves and Im-
ported hoslery, and valued at $300,000.
Dexter & Lambert, importers of fine slik
goods, oecupy the third and fourth fSoors.

Brush sald the bill woudl be glven
Imnediate attention by his committee; He
sail he recogulzed the fact that 00 per
cent of the beer now belng sold In this
Stute was impure, Most of the beer was
a monace to the publie henlth.

“his Bill," said Dr. Brush, “ls o move In
: Germany was forced
to enact stringent laws In onder to proteet
her citizens from polsonous beer. The
abuse s more agrant in this country than
It aver was on the other slde of the water
My expertence leads me to ‘belleve that
some very declded measure Is necessary at
{his time. The bill introduced by Senator
Ford requires the brewers to torm out bheer
that will reach a certaln standard of ex-
eellenice, - The standard is the one now In
force in Germany, France, Brazil, and, 1
think, the Republic of San Dominge.

This gun, which the inventor claims is superiox to the pneumatic dyna-

& gun for throwing high explosives, was shatteréd by the explosion of a
projectile In it yvesterday at Matinecock Polnt, Long Island, after-it had been
fired successfully five times with projectiles filled with nltro-glycerine. The
gun I8 fired by means of compressed air and gas, which is formed by explod-
Ing smokeless powder in one of two large tubes which run parallel with the
gun barrel on elther side. Into the sixth projectile, which waa about fif-
teen Inchkes long by five inches In ‘dameter, were poured some four pounds

of powder unknown to the army and naval experts present. A fuse was put

in the end of the projectile Instead of an oak plug, &s would have been the
case if the shell had been empty. For some unexpiained reason the shell
stuck In the gun barrel, &nd in a gecond the fuse exploded the powder in
the projectile, and the gun at that point was shattered to fragments,

A team of horses attached to n two-seated
whgon, oceupled by S, F. Smithers, &
banker and broker, at No. 37 Wall street,
and Mrs., F. O, Gosterhoffer, of No. 68
West Ninety-second street, took fright on
the cross drive opposite One Hundred and
Fourth street, and dashed madly eastward,

Bergeant Hagan, of the mounted sqund,
saw the rubnwuy and gave chinse. He had
Just stcceeded in overtaking the team and
in seizing one of the horses by the bridle,
when a conch driven by Tony Resler, of
No. 132 Avenuve A, was tonrned sguarely Iu
front of them, Resler having lost all pres-
ence of mind when he saw the runaway
approachlng.

The velilcles came together with a crash.
Sergeant Eagan was thrown from his horse
and the animal was knocked down. The
officer clung: to the runaway's bridle, how-
aver, nnd was dragged for two hundred
rards, when he was forced to let go. The
Hght wagon, In striking the coach, broke
an axle, end the pecupants were thrown to
the ground. y

Mr, Smithers sustnined a fracture of the
collar bone and was tiken In the Park am-
bulanee to the Presbyterlan Hospital. His
resldence - 15 at No. 507 Madlson avente,
Mrs, Gosterhoffer was palnfully . éut snd
brulsed and was nlso taken to the hospltal,
but later in the evening was removed to
her home. Sergeant Hagan recelved severe
brulses on the hip and kuee, and was slso
Injured about the hend and shoulders, but
not serlously.

BILL FOR- SUNDAY
SHAVING MAY: PASS

McGraw's Measure Likely to Re-
ceive the Indorsement of the
Assembly To-day.

Barbers All Over the State Can Work
Till 11, and in First-Class
Cities Until 1.

PURPOSE OF THE BILL DEFEATED.

It Originally Provided for Clesing All Bar-
ber Shops on Sunday—Supreme Court
Declares the Present Law to
Bs Constitutional.

Albany, N. Y., April 14.—The McGraw
Barber bIll Is a special order in the As.
sembly to-morrow, with every prospect of
lts' passage there.

The blll, as orlginally Introducesd, pro-
vided for the closing of all barber shops
in the State on Sundhy. It was Introduced
In deference to & sentlment prevalling In
Brooklyn agninst the present Inw, enacted
lnst yenr, and to the effect that New York
and Saratogn are privileged to keep their
barber shops open until 1 o'clock in the
afternoon, while In all other parts of the
State they are 1o be kept closed.

The orlginel McGraw blll, durlng Its

courde In the commiitees in the House, was
amended to such an extent that the
primary purpose of the blll was defeated.
The amendmefnts provided that barber
shopa In cities of the first-clnss might be
kept open untll 1 o'clock in the afterncon,
while In #ll other purts of the State they
wmight be kept open untll 11 o'clock In the
moroing on Sunday.
“The blil in this shape falled of passage
in the Assembly the other day, only fifty-
nine votes belng Tecorded in Its favow
The vote by which it was lost was recon-
sidered, and It was made & specinl order
for to-morrow. Durlng the last faw days
the friends of the bill have been active,
and they clabm they can obtaln the neces-
sary mnjority when the vote I8 reached
now.

The Court of Appeals handed down a de-
cislon to-day holding the prekent Barber
law constitutionnl, The st was tirought
to test the constlitutonallty of the law
which dlscriminates in favor of New York
and SBaratoga (n the matter of opetling bar-
ber shops on Sundiy. The opinlon in the
case wos handed down by Judge Vann, Al
of the Judges except Judges Goay and Bart-
lett concurred In the (eclsion. Judges Gray
and Bartlett have each written a dissenting
opinion.

The appeal was taken by Henty J. Hiv-
nor from a judgment of the Court of Spe-
clal Sesslons, i New York Clty. Havnor
wak fined $5 for haviig shaved a muan after
1 o'elock ot Bunday, June 9, 1595, In New
York, 'The judgment of the Court of Spe
cial Sesslons was afficmed by the Appellate
Division.

Hayvnor's contentlon was that the law is
unconstitutional, on the ground that it is
class Jeglslation. Judge Vann's oplutor de
olazes that the 8% I yuesiion does not
reacis beyond the 1lmits of leglslative power
in depriving any one of liberty or property
within the Oonstitution’'s meaning. Judgs
Vana also overruled the allegation that the
law Is clozs leglalatlon, and woaffirms on
this polnt the statements given in the opin-
lon of the Appellate Disislon.

Judge Gray in his disgenting opinion says:
“Regarded as an esercise of pallee power,
It eaunot be justified aselther necessary
for the good of soclety or as conduelve to
its swelfare, and it 4s violatlve of constitu-
tiona. privileges In that It restralns unduly
and ureqaally the IMlerty of those engaged
in # favinl basmess."
