APPEAL TO THE SYNOD PROBABLE.

Spirited Discussion Shows That the Presi.
dent's Brother Has but Few Fol-
lowers Now in St. Law-
rence Presbytery.

Watertown, N, Y., April 15.—Rev. Will-
lim N, CQleveland returned to Chaumont
Inst night, but before e went he filed with
the St Lawrenoe Presbytery bhere a pro-
test agalnst thelr aelion In custing him
from the piilplt of the Chaumoni Fresby-
terlan Churell,. By this action He deénion-
strated that, llke his brother, Presldent
Clevelnnd, he in a good fighter. His letter
of protest was read In the Presbylery to-
day: 1t follows:

“Dear Brethren: For the followlng rea-
song 1 feel constralned to protest against
the sactlon of the Presbytery in dipsolving
the pastorsl relation between myself and
the chumph In Chaument;

‘1, It is ngninst the will of the majority
of the congregation,

"2, It s against the wstrong pentiment
of the community at large.

“3. It involves the condonation of palpa-
ble offences against the Church.

*4. It turns over the church and oon-
gregation to the control of a party un-
worthy to rile and govern 1t, and withost
sultible lufluénce In the community.

5. It |s ngalnst the true Interests of re-
hginn and of the Church,

“These rensons, I think, frankly expross
my convictions, and may explaln my re-
fusul to assume the responsibllity of my
tesignation,

“WILLIAM N. OLEVBELAND."

A splhrited Qseuosslon followed, during
whlch It was clearly shown that Rev, Mr,
Cleveland had few followers [n the Pres-
bytéry, A majority of the delegates were
of the oplnlon that by allowing the pro-
test to be filed without some action belng
taken by the Presbytery that body would
be merely stultifying ltself, and that the
Bynod, to which the case will probably ba
appealed In June, would look with sua-
plelon upon such aectlon. Among ‘those
who took thls vlew wers Rev. Allen Maey
Dulles, of this elty; Dr L. M. Mliller, of
Ogdengliurg, and John AL Vance, of (Pots-
dam, members of the commlites who rec-
ommended Mr. Cleveland's dlsmigan] from
the pepstarate., The Presbytery disposed of
the matter by ordering the following state:

WALSH AND SON
CHARGED WITH FRAUD.

James Walsh Says They
Used His Money in a
Dishonest Way.

Claims That He Lost $23,000 by
Stock Purchases Which He Be-

lieves Wera Fictitious.
THE FATHER DISOWNS THF SON,

Claims That His Boy Ruined Him and
Weould Not Go Bail for Him.
Sensational Wall Strest
Case in Court.

James Walsh ‘and hlg son, Thomas J.
Walsh, who untll December last conduoted
4 bunking house at No. b Wall strect, were
arrested yesterday afternoon aml srraigned
before Magistrate Mott on a charge of
lareeny, preferred by Jamea Walsh, a
manufacturer of bags, at No. 116 Wall
ptroet.

Mr. James Walsh, who 18 in no way re-
lnted to the defendants, alieges that the
lutter bBave sol d500 shares of *“‘Distlllers’
and Cattle Feaders,” valued at §8,800, be-
longlng to him, and refused to pay over to
him the proceeds thereof,

The father nsked the Court iIf his exam-
inatlon conld not be set for some time dif-
ferent from that of hls son, as the latter
bad rulned him, and he did not wish to
have thelr examinations together. Ball was
Axed at $10,000. The father furnished the
required sum, but mnadeé no effort to relense
hia aon, The date of the examioitlon was
fized for 2 o'clock to-day,

The complainant stated that he com-
mmuced to do buginess with the defendants
In 1808, That he deposited with them sbout
$8,000, with which to buy and sell on his
eccoyqat untll the Fall of IRMY when he
bhad a credit with them of about $28,000,

At the time of the blg mlump In stocks
owing to the Venezuelan war scare Mr.
Walsh stated be bad ot the tlme 200
ghares of Bugur ‘“long,' whloh was draw-
Ing dlvidends at 1Z per cent. The com-
pininunt nlleges that at the same time he
gave Walsh & Son an otder to buy 400
shares of Bugar to cover his “eborts,” Hp
presumed this had been done,
