The meroury Jjumped up jand played
mround the 85 mark gleefully &nd with no
decent regard for precedents. A persplring
population. groaned under & merclless sun.
The past thres days have heen welcomed
#s & plessing, though somawhat abrupt,
smancipation from the cold grasp of Win-
ter, but yesterday the Innovation had lost
its novelty. Men sweat and reallzed prac-
tically a foretaste of the comling Sunmuner

It was pltifully hard on the toilers, those
who have not the glleviation of Spring
clothes and lced drinks. As for the gthers
they took It _half smllingly, allaving the
dlscomfort with & joke, To them It sug-
gested Coney Island, the roof gaiden, base-
ball and the Summer vacation. They blos-
somed out resplendent In light clothes and
all sorts of gny apparel, defylog the sun’s
rays and the humld ale.

The thepmometer In Manhattan Tower
stood at 85 degrees at half-past 2 o'clock In
the afternoon. This was one degree higher
than It reached on April 18, 1574,

It was the hottest Aprll dny ever reg-
Istered slooe the Weather Burean was es-
tablished io New York City. At midalght
of Wednesday the mercury was at 64 de-

But thers was less humidity in the alr
yesterduy than thers Nud been during the
bot days just previous. Only 08 per cent of
it was In the atmosphers, and that was a
blessing all were thunkful for. Bat In spite
of thls extreme and sndden rlse In temper-
pture Foreaster Dunn essures us that we
ghall not be deprived altogether of the
balmy days of budding Spring. He pre-
dlcta @ moderatlon 1h 4 few days that will
bring us back to'the proper starting point
and permit & proper graduation Into the
hent of Snmmer,

And the fAckleness of April's character as
a month was never mors thoromghly demon-
strated.

It was only about ten days ago that the
clty was sheeted up In a mantle of snow
and {cicles hung everywhere, People had
been on the lookont for the dilptory bliz-
sard and they thought it had comé nt Inst.
Yet, scarcely bad the slukh pisliod from
the sldewnlks when this season of mid-
summer heat arrived.

All through the middle reglon of the
ecountyy the same sudden !nerease In tem-
pernture has taken placs. At Boston it was
B84 deguees, at 8t Louls 73, at Atlunta €8,
at New Orleans 68, In Jacksonville 70, and
out in Chlengo, where the climate 15 most
objectionnlile, the mercury got up to 66
In the Northwest a fall of from ten to
twenty degrees hans heen ooted durlng the
samea period, and in the Dakotas and Wy-
oming and Montana it Is below freezlg
and there Is snow In places, But this Is
no ¢onsolatlon for New Yorkers. It ls more
to the polnt that Mr, Dunn promises a
change by Bunday.

as far as I know, eclipses all records for thesmonth of April
during April has there been four days of such contnuous heat.

Have had warm weather {n Aprll for three continuous days before,
nothing to squal the warm spell of this April.

all previous records for a simllar date, and yesterday we passed not

only this record by fourteen degrees,
day in April since 1870 by one degrec.

The highest previous records are

84 degrees on April 22, 1886, and 84 degrees on April 29, 1838, Yesterday's
highest point was at 2:30 p, m., when the mercury touched 86 degrees, af-

ter which it began to fall,
This nnusually high temperaturs

{s due to atmospheric conditions

which rarely occur. An area of high pressure has been resting over the
Bouth Atlantlo States, throwlng off warm alr In & northerly direetion,
Then, there has bean an area of low pressure which has passed over the
lgke reglons, and a second depression from Dakota has been moving to-
ward us, with warm air from southern latitudes, This peculiar combina-
tion acounts for the unusual heat, which Is by no means a sign that we

are in the mldst of Summer.

I expect the weather to be cooler to-night. We will have soms real
Bpring weather wet, and probably plenty of it, befors Bummer really

sets in.
