: MARSHAL YAMAGATA
CALLS OK COL, STRONG,

^Royally Received in the Gover¬
nor's Room at City

Hall.

Then the Mayor Reads a Speech, of
Which the Marquis Does Not

Understand a Word.

AFTER THAT HIS HONOR LOOKS WISE.

Yamtgata's Response Is as Much Greek to
Him as His Was to the Jap.Still,

It Is All Very Sociable, and
the People Cheer.

Japan's famous Field Marshal, the Mar¬
quis Yamagata, did not leave his comfort-
uble quarters at the Waldorf Hotel yester¬
day until it was time for him to accom¬

pany Secretary Job. E. Hedges to the
City Hall, where he was booked to shake
hands with the Mayor. This was at about
noon. The Mayor's secretary had pro¬
vided himself with a splendid landau, Into
which stepped the Field Marshal, Mr.
Kurino, the Japanese Minister; Mr."Tsud-
zuki, the Field Marshal's secretary, and,
last of all, Mr. Hedges himself.
News of the coming of the distinguished

foreigner had been widesj>read and a large
crowd was assembled In and about the
City Hall Park. It was the first opportun¬
ity downtown people had had for a good
look at the distinguished soldier from the
Orient, and they were prepared to make
the most of it.
A cordon of Broadway officers, each man

dressed In his best uniform, with new

white gloves and buttons shined especially
for the occasion, kept the crowd back from
the City Hall steps when at last the open
carriage was seen approaching. Those iron
hitching posts which usually fence off the
plaza had been removed and the landau
drove up to the wide stone steps. Every¬
body chcered and Mr. Hedges looked espe¬
cially pleased as he escorted the honored
visitor up the steps to the "Governor's"
room where, by the way, It was uncom¬

monly hot.
Mayor Strong was In waiting. Around

him stood the citizens he had Invited to

meet the gentleman from Japan. The gath¬
ering soon took the form of a semi-circle
with General Yamagata and the Mayor near

the centre. The Field Marshal did not

seem quite at home. In fact, he appeared
to be flustered. Mayor Strong produced a

typewritten document of formidable .pro¬

portions and began to read. The address
was shorter than the size of the paper
Indicated, but the reading took some time,
as the Mayor twice lost his spectacles and
his place. The Mayor's address was sub¬
stantially as follows:
Field Marshal Yamagata.As Mayor of the

City of New York, it Is my plcuseure to welcome
you to our Municipality, and to express a Yery

hearty wish that your stay may be accompanied
¦vrltli comfort and pleasure.
Our citizens will be gratified to feel that you

hare received pleasant impressions from your
visit here, and lam sure, regret that yo\ir so¬

journ With us is of such brief duration that It

prevents extending hospitalities which otherwise
they would gladly do.
There is no thoughtful citizen who is not fa¬

miliar with the rare intelligence and remarkable

progress of the nation which you represent, as

well as also with your own distinguished serr-

in behalf of your country.
There seems to me to be a peculiar fitness in

an intimacy between your country and ours.

The Jiistory of each Is marked by valor In arms,

advance in methods of administration and re¬

markable progress in the arts, sciences, and ex¬

tension of commerce. That such Intimacy may
continue and increase I most earnestly hope.
As Japanese enterprise has Invaded our bor¬

ders, so has American activity extended to the

Japanese Empire. The Increase of both will, I

trust, furnish indissoluble bonds of Intimacy,
binding our people firmly together in the best re¬

sults of all that tends to make a happy and pro¬

gressive civilization.
The> Marquis's secretary, Mr. Tsudzukl,

took the typewritten document and trans¬

lated It for the benefit of the gentleman
to whom It was addressed. The senti¬
ments were all reflected In the Field Mar¬
shal's mobile face as the secretary read.
And than he replied In Japanese, while
Mayor Strong listened Intently, precisely
as though he understood It. Of course, he
didn't, until It was subsequently trans¬
lated to him by the Obliging secretary Ju»t
as his remarks had been interpreted to the
Marquis.
The Secretary's English vision of the

IMeld Marshal's remarks was as follows:
Your Honor.It is with a peculiar fitness that

this meeting takes place between representa¬
tives of this great city and our country. Your
expression of good will I return with the moat

heartfelt cordiality. I take this opportunity to
express my great pleasure In meeting such an

august personage as yourself, the representative
of the greatest American city. I see with grati¬
tude and profound Joy the Increasing Intimacy,
historical and commercial, between our country
and the United States, an dthe welcome af¬
forded me to-day In the light of a testimonial
of the people and yourself, cannot but make my
sojourn here doubly agreeable. X hope most
sincerely that the friendship between America
and Japan may go on growing and never cease.

I thank you for this welcome, and wish In addi¬
tion to express my great pleasure In meeting
the heads of the different city departments."
The city officials were then presented to

the Field Marshal. Among those given a

personal Introduction were Colonel Fred
Grant, General Horatio King, Comptroller
Fitch, President Jeroloman, of the Board of
Aldermen; Commissioner Waring and
Colonel Pllmley. Mayor Strong took Ya-
taagata's arm in his and led the Field
Marshal around the rooms, showing htm
the portraits of George Washington, Com¬
modore Perry and the Governors. ,

When the distinguished Japanese drove
away In the landau the crowd on the prom¬
enade gave loud cheera. General Yama-
gata removed his hat and bowed repeat¬
edly, apparently keenly appreciating tha
token of general esteem. So much interest
was taken in the man that part of tha
crowd ran after the carriage for a blook o*

General Yamagata remained in his rooms

at the Waldorf during the afternoon, but
Major Oshima put on his splendid uniform
and paid a visit to the Navy Yark, WheTe
he Inspected the Terror and the Chicago.

RECH HELD FOR MURDER.

Indictment Found Against the Man Charged
With Strangling His Wife to

Get Her Insurance.

May's Landing, N. J., April 16.."Not
guilty," answered John Rech, in a clear
and firm voice when brought before the
bar of the Atlantic County Court this
morning to plead to the indictment found
against him for the wilful and premedi¬
tated murder of his wife.

another notorious prisoner. Prosecutor
Samuel E. Perry presented the indictment
against Rech.
Throughout the trying ordeal, Rech re¬

mained perfectly composed, and during the
reading of the Indictment, kept his eyes
steadily upon the prosecutor. When he
entered the court room he gazed anxiously

to the court house to see him, as If still
afraid that there might be an attempt to do
him harm, but there were no signs of any
such intention, and as soon as he had
made lils plea to the indictment, he was
hurriedly taken back to the Jail.

Fashionably dressed women whom Com¬
missioner Strauss declared eAglneered the
"Pink Tea" School bill through the Leg¬
islature, filled the aldermanlc chamber yes¬
terday In support of the Compromise School
bill. Mrs. Lorlllard Spencer, their leader,
sat In an Alderman's chair, dressed In
black. But bright and varied colors were
worn by her friends.
There were Mrs. Schuyler Van Rensse¬

laer, Miss Schleffelln, Mrs. Robert Adee,
Mrs. Wlllard Parker, Mrs. J. S. Sellgman,
Mrs. J. J. White, Mrs. Lillian Betts, Mrs.

Field Marshal YatnaQata's Reception 1ft City Mall.
The distinguished Japanese warrior drove from the Waldorf Hotel with

Mayor's Secretary Hedges, and was welcomed in the Governor's Room by
Colonel Strong, who read to him a beautiful address, not a word of which
the Field Marshal understood until it was translated to him. Then Yama-
gata spoke in Japanese, and it was the Mayor's turn to do the pretending.
There was cordial handshaking all 'round.

Lawyer John O. Reed, made an applica¬tion to have the trial postponed until theSeptember term, claiming that there wasnot sufficient time to prepare a defense.
Prosecutor Perry objects to the delay,and on Thursday next, a formal argumentwill be made before the judge, and a daywill then be set for the trial, or a post¬ponement granted. Rech anxiously pacedhis cell while waiting for news from the

court room as to the. success of his attor¬
ney in gaining a delay.
Harry Curriden was also arraigned. Hepleaded not guilty to an Indictment charg¬ing him with the murder in the first degreeof William Collins during a fight at At¬lantic City, and Thursday next was set forthe trial. Barney O'Nell pleaded not guiltyto three indictments, charging him withmurderous assault. Antonio Yallardno, In¬

dicted for the murder of Charles Roller at
Mammonton, ill be tried early next week.

Van Sindren, Mrs. Erhardt, Miss Choate,
Miss Emerson, Miss Ely, Miss Bangs, Miss
Lawrence, Mrs. Frederick Stimson, Mrs.

ranged. This Included Ellhu Root, ex-May¬
or Hewitt, Joseph Larocque, Stephen H.
Olln, O. B. Hubbell and a dozen others.

Abram S. Hewitt stepped up beside May¬
or Strong and In a vigorous speech of forty-
five minutes' duration he declared It his
judgment that the day of the school trustee
was over and that he could well be dis¬
pensed with.
He denounced the statement of President

Maclay that the compromise bill was a

dangerous attempt at centralization of
power.
Here Mr. Hewitt paused and gazed

earnestly at the Mayor, whose eyes were
wandering over the chamber at the beauty
and wealth of color before him.
"Mt. Mayor," he said loudly, as though

to recall Mr. Stress's attention to the
speech, "when I heard Commissioner
Strauss say the curriculum of our schools
was peerless I could not help thinking of the
petition yf the four hundred teachers to
have that curriculum revised. Yes, It Is
peerless. It requires too much of the teach¬
ers. It ds a burden to the children. The
teachers were- right In saying the system
was overloaded. It is not eduoatlon. It Is
a system of 'cramming' which develops the
memory at the expense of the reason. The
thanks of this community should be ex¬
tended to the four hundred teachers."
Then 'the ex-Mayor said he did not regard

this Mil as an Ideal measure. It had de¬
feats. It might be too expensive. But
amendments could be made to It. As
l/t was, it Twas a step In advanoe. It placed
the care of the school property in the hands
of oompetent architects.

ELIHU ROOT'S ARGUMENTS.
Ellhu Root said It was peculiarly neces¬

sary that the most skilled Judgment be ex¬
ercised with regard to education. Excellent
men, as many of the trustees were, mer¬
chants, artists, business men, pursuing their
careers without any special attention from
the rest of the world, they were without
the necessary training and experience which
the public demanded of those who have
charge of the education of children.
Joseph Larocque went over the work of

the Committee of Seventy In the cause
of the public schools. He thought the
compromise bill would prove a great ad¬
vantage. It would Inaugurate a system su¬

perior to that now existing.
B. Ellery Anderson told of a young

woman who came to him and begged him
to try to defeat the bill because the In¬
stant It became law every Roman Catholic
teacher In the public schools would be
dismissed. He showed her she was In er¬
ror. "Who wants the old volunteer Are
Department back?" he asked. "In every¬
thing there Is growth and evolution and
our great system of education must mark
time with us and take part In the general
progress." And then, as though addressing
the 400 teachers Mr. Hewitt had referred
to, he said:
"Ladles, you need not to fear for your

rights, for they rest in the hearts of this
community."

DENOUNCED AS A TRICK.
Stephen H. Olln denounced as a fraudu¬

lent trick the sending of an anonymous
circular to school teachers, which stated
that under the new superintendents the
teachers would be In constant terror.
As a matter of fact, he declared, the pow¬
ers of Inspectors would be exactly as Mr.
Strauss had Intended them to be In the
Board of Education bill. Teachers need
not fear on that score. Mr. Strauss and
his friends had threatened Governor Mor¬
ton with the crown of martyrdom because
he ventured to suggest to Senators what
he considered to be the line of duty.
The speech of Commissioner Hubbell

was mainly a refutation of the statements
of Messrs. Maclay and Strauss. Had It
not been for official terrorism, he said,
seventy-flve per cent, of the teachers would
have petitioned the Mayor to sign the bill.

had repeated a statement that the schools
could be defended at the point of the bay¬
onet, and said: "Mr. Mayor, I know of a

better weapon than either the sword or
bayonet for this defense; that Is the pen
with which you can sign this bill."

The chief objec¬
tions to It, In her Judgment, were central¬
ization of power which Its operation would
entail, the absence of civil service rules
in the selection of teachers. Its utter dis¬
regard of the principles of true democracy
in excluding the people from taking an
active part In school government, and the
increase in political patronage it gave to
either party In power.

Strange Scene In the Chapel Filled
with Prisoners and Crip-

EIGHTY PERSONS RECEIVE THE RITE.

With All the Solemnity Usual In a Cathe¬
dral the Ritual of the Roman

Catholic Church la
Observed.

It was confirmation day on Blackwell'a
Island, and Archbishop Corrigan held ser¬
vice In the white-washed chapel, which
was filled with men and women from the
workhouses, the Almshouse and MetropoU-
tan Hospital. It is only once in two or1
three years that the service is celebrated
on the Island and the fact that an Arch-
bishop administered the sacrament made
yesterday s service peculiarly Impressive!
to the 6lck and the aged, who have found 1

refuge in the city institutions.
Shortly after 3 o'clock Superintendent

Dunphy, of the Workhouse, and Terry, of
the Almshouse, met Archbishop Corrigan
at the foot of East Seventeenth street, and
escorted him on the steam launch Wickham
to the Island. "W ith the Archbishop were
Father Newey, his secretary, and Father
Hart, S. J. They were met at the Island
by Father Blumensaat. chaplain of the*
island; Father Ryan, S. J., of Ward's Isl¬
and, and Father Schleuter, S. J., of the
City Hospital. General O'Belrne, one of
the Commissioners of Charities, was also
present, and the entire party were driven
at once to the meeting house.
In the big meeting room, with Its broad

gallery and white-washed walls, fully 1,200
people were packed, and a hush fell upon
them as the Archbishop and the attendant
priests Issued from the chancel. The choir
sang \ ene Sancte Spirltu," and never sore¬
ly was there such a choir. It consisted of
William Dubois, blind; Mary Shea, blind;
Mary Palmer, footless. The organist, Paui
Fisher, is a poor old life-wreck, who drifted
ashore at the Almshouse.
In the front pews sat the eighty per¬

sons who were to receive confirmation. On#
was paralyzed and next to him was a
cripple, who had lost both limbs.
The Archbishop was clad in cape and

stole of cloth of gold, wore a golden mitre
upon his head and carried a golden crosier.
He gazed In silence for a few moment*
upon the gray-and-brown clad men, t>«
women In their coarse dtess&a and their
sun bonnets of blua. Then he spoke and,
with infinite kindliness, told them of how
Chirst had chosen poverty as his lot. In
simple language he then explained the
meaning of the sacrament.
The first man-ni parlytlc.was lifted bo-

tore him; a tottering old man came next,
and a priest and a matron had to help him
as he was too weak to stand alone.. Then,
one by one, the procession of sad-faced,
gray-haired men and women walked or*
.were carried before him.
The women who received the rite were

clad In white veils and white kerchiefs, £ I
and their dresees, either of blue, for the
Almshouse, or striped blue and white, for
the Workhouse, were half covered by great
white aprons.
Meanwhile the choir sajig "O Salutarls"

and "Regina Coeli," and the archbishop
prayed again. Then began the journey
homeward to the wards. Again was there
hobbling and creeping; again did the In¬
mates tenderly help each other, and then
the Workhouse men swung oil in gangs and
the ambulance and the wagons and the
stretchers took their loads.
