Nicholas Meyer, & palnter, of No, 087
Henry street, Brooklyn,  was: Instontly
killed by the fall of a scaffolil at the New
York terminnl of ithe Brooklyn Bridge
early yesterday. Johon ‘Nelson, apother
printer, was serlongly Infured.

The aecldent occurréd on
driveway a fow minutes after 8
o'¢clock,  The men were about o paint
the exterior wall of the stutlon butiding
and had attached the ropes of the scalfold
to the cornice und holsted the platform on
which they stood forty feet In the alr, to
1t prul:lt mmedintely uander the projecting
rool.

Meyer hnd fastened the rope st his end
and Nelson was sabout to ao the same,
when the rope slipped, letting that end of
the scaffold down. He realized his denger
and grasped the rope with both hands, but
the' friction foreed him to relense his hold,
and with n shriek he feil to the rpadway
below, Meyer fell at the same time, strik-
ing the granite block pavement on bls
head and was Instantly kilied.

A moment after the men foll the segfold
erashed down, striking the pavement with-
In 4 few Inches of where the bodles Iny.
A call was sent to the Hudson Strest Hos-
pital and the Eirgeon provounced Meyer
desd. Nelson was taken to the hospital
with a fractured left ankle and several
contusions.
