jThey Make a Monster Pro¬
test Against the Compro¬

mise School Bill.

Meeting Overflows the Aldermanlc
Chamber and Is Divided into

Outside Groups.
REVELATION TO HIS HONOR

-+ll« Remarks Delight the Schoolma'ams
Some of Whom at the Close of th«

Hearing Throw Bouquetg
at Him.

, The school teachers made a grand dis¬
play of force and unity against the Com¬
promise School .bill lh the City Hall yes¬
terday afternoon. They packed the Alder-
msnlc chamber, the halls and ante-rooms,
and continued to Increase In numbers until
th re were sufficient to fill two of the
CI y Court rooms and the Governor's room,
In which there were overflow meetings.T^Just before the close of the hearing a

nvaiber of the ladle3 plucked the roses

fr m their eorsages and threw them toward
ft i Mayor.

iVhen Mayor Strong entered the Council
C aaniber the young women arose and stood
t ivlng their handkerchiefs and clapping
t elr hands. The Mayor afterward said to
President Maclay:

'I thank you for this exhibition of force
. d Intellect of the teachers of the city.
J is a magnificent revelation to me. We

^ id Intended to have another hearing, but
e have decided that this will be unneces¬

sary. I cannot help feeling, after what I
have seen and beard here this afternoon,
that the public schools will, whatever the
result may be, go on increasing and pros¬
pering as they have done in the past.'
The speakers were all against the bill.

Matthew J. Elgas, president of the Teach
ers' Association, reiterated that the teach¬
ers were those chiefly interested. He said
a petition signed by 100,000 citizens would
reach His Honor this week, asking he dis¬
approval of the bill.
Miss Mary E. Tate, principal of Grammar

Scfaool No. 45, protested in the name of the
Female School Principals' Association,
against such a reform, which was really
a revolution.
"The chivalrous party attentions of the

Governor," she said, "extended to repre
¦entatlves of our sex, on the other side
of this question, caused this bill to become
a law. Now, then, who Is better fitted to
beoome our champion than our own non¬

partisan Mayor?"
Miss J. E. Rogers, Miss Sarah J. Hill,

Miss Mary. MoGovern, Miss Elida Will-
lams, Miss F. A. Griffin, Mrs. Emma Lan-
drine and others spoke against the bill.
Dr. J. M. Rice, who drew the old Com¬
mittee of Seventy bill, decried the "com¬
promise." Mi. Maclay read a long letter
from Frederic R. Coudert, protesting
against disturbing the Trustees and exist¬
ing school methods.
Half fn hour after the school teachers

"«rai-^.ircert the'ir argnmeat before t&e
i.ayor an overfed-dgetinjj was begun In
Fart II. of the City Court. Ex-Judge
James R. Angel presided. He told the
teachers they had his sympathy in their
fight.
Mr. W. L. Thornton, the first speaker,

said he thought if the bill became a law it
would place the entire school system at
the mercy of the politicians. John Dwyer,
president of the Male Teachers' Associa¬
tion, spoke against the measure.
Mrs. Clara M. Williams, of the Board of

School Commissioners, received an ova-
tion. She declared the bill was a flagrant
"£mpt at class legislation.
Dr. W. L. Ettinger. principal of Grammar

School No. 2; Teacher W. Griffin, of Gram¬
mar School No. 90; Joseph H. Wade, of
Grammar School No. 1, and Mrs. James
Pierce denounced the measure.
Resolutions were then read and adopted

protesting against the bill and urging the
Mayor to withhold his signature.
Another overflow meeting was held in

Part I. of the City Court. Ex-School Com
missi,oner Golden presided. Addresses
were made by Mrs. Leveridge, the School
Inspector, Lawson N. Fuller and others.
One hundred and eighty boys from the

yarious school districts in the city were

present. \

ZOO HAS TWO NEW KANGAROOS

Larger Than the Orainary, aud Wore Put
in Csntral Park Yesterday.

Two big kangaroo* ,one male, the other
ferns'* were added to the menagerie in Cen-

They are of the Bennett variety, a kind

much larger than most kangaroos, and are
valuable for bdth their flesh and hides. The
male Is dark brown, while his mate is of
delicate fawn color.
Like most kangaroos, they are extremely

timid, and the crowds which gathered about
the enclosure kept them in a constant state
of fear yesterday. This enclosure neces¬
sarily restricts their leaps, which, when
fleeing from pursuers, average about twenty
feet. The keepers want to place the
kangaroos In a larger enclosure as soon us
possible, so their remarkable leaping abili¬
ties may be shown. . .

STOLE FOR THE FUN OF IT.
LittU Frank and Herman Slezak Turned

Burglars After They Had
Played Truant.

Frank and Herman Slezak, tbe two lads
who ran away from their home, No^ 1422
Park avenue, on Sunday last, and were
found by their parents on Friday night In
the custody of the police of the East One
Hundred and Fourth Street Station,
charged with burglary, were arraigned In
the Harlem Court yesterday.' The boys
had robbed the grocery store of Henry
Schwanewede, of No. 152 East One Hun¬
dred and Sixth street.
Frank is twelve years old and his brother

ten. They are small for their age and do
not look like bad boys. They cried a great
deal as they told their story yesterday.
"Mother started us to Sunday school on

Sunday," Frank said, "but we didn't go.
It was a nice day, and so we thought we
would play. We stayed out so late that we
were afraid to go home. Herman knew a
boy who lives oa the top floor of No. 04
East One Hundred and Sixth street, and
we Went there. We didn't wake the peo¬
ple up, but lay down lu the hall and slept
until morning. We had some pennies and
bought something to eat on Monday and
slept in the hall that night. We didn't
have much to eat on Tuesday. We loafed
about Schwanewede's grocery and looked
at the cakes and things, but they wouldn't
give us anything.
"That afternoon we hid down In the eel-

lar of the grocery and stayed there until
after they shut up. Then we went up¬
stairs and got all the cakes and crackers
we could eat. We fixed up a big paper of
crackers and prunes and hid It down in the
cellar where we could go and get at it.
We also opened the cash register and got
$3.99. We had a good time buying candy
and ice cream on Wednesday and Thursday
.and slept in the same hallway at night.
Our money gave out on Friday and that
evening we hid In the cellar, so that we
could go upstairs and get some more.
The grocer came down and found us before
he locked up.
"Nobody to!d us to do It and nobody

went with us. We didn't leave home be¬
cause we were not treated well. I would
not do it again if they would let me go."
The father of the boys was In court. He

is a tailor. He said he had done all he
could to bring the boys up right and he
was willing to have them sent to an insti¬
tution. They were sent to the Catholic
Protectory.

NEWTHEATRE FOR HARLEM

Magnificent House to 8# Erecied at Once
at On# Hundred and Forty-second

Street and Third Avenue.

North New York is to have a theatre and
roof garden that will cost $400,000. It Is
to be built on the south side of One Hun¬
dred and Forty-second street, extending
from Third avenue to Alexander avenue.
Its projectors are William E. Seltz and
Clarence W. Gayior, who have purchased
of George F. Johnson the'site for this new

theatre, paying $100,000 for it.
The plot has a frontage of 92^ feet on

One Hundred and Forty -second street, 113
feet on Third avenue, 100 feet on Alexander
avenue, and a rear llue of 143.39 feet. J.
'B. McElfatrick & Son have been commis¬
sioned to draw the plans.

It is the intention to erect a modern the¬
atre building, the material to be brick,
stone and terra cotta. There will be an
auditorium for the legitimate drama, a
music hall, a cafe, a roof garden, lodge
rooms, reception rooms, business offices,
aud stores on the ground floor.
Mortimer M. Theisa, the sou-in-low of The¬

atrical Manager H. R. Jacobs, has taken a
lease of the building, through Broker David
H. Scully, for a term of ten years, at an
annual rental of $30,000, with the privilege
of a renewal for a second ten years.
Work will 'be commenced as soon as the

architects can complete the plans, and the
theatre will be thrown open to the public
by January 1 next.

J. WEST ROOSEVELT,S WILL.

A Clause Providing for Settlement of a

French Marriage Contract.
Dr. J. West Roosevelt's will, filed for

probate yesterday, leaves his estate of
$65,000 to his Widow Laura for life; at her
death It Is to go to his three children,
Oliver Westcott Roosevelt, Nicholas Roose¬
velt and Laura D'Oremieul Roosevelt.
At the death of th® Doctor's sister-in-

law, Anais Julia C. P. Roosevelt, of Paris,
his remainder in interest in a trust is also
to pass to his widow. He directs his ex¬
ecutors to pay out of this remainder any¬
thing that may be due under a marriage
contract made on one side between
Charles Victor Cotelot and his wife, Maria
M. Cotelot, and on the other side by Cor¬
nelius Roosevelt and liis wife Anais Julia
C. P. Roosevelt and Marguerite Roosevelt.
None of the lawyers or relatives of the

deceosed would discuss this last provision
of the will when seen yesterday, save one
ot the distant relatives, who said it merely
referred to an ordinary French contract
of marriage. ^ .

Funeral of Baron De Grimm,
Funeral services over the remains of

Baron Constantin de Grimm, the well-
known cartoonist, were held yesterday at
the German Masonic Temple, in Fifteenth
street. The Temple was crowded with
the friends of the deceased. Representa¬
tives Of the various German-American so¬
cial and military organizations in the city,
and of the Press Club and the German
Press Club were present. Addresses were
made by Dr. Friederich and Joseph How¬
ard. Jr. The remains were Interred In
Greenwood Cemetery.
