«chances for the All-Comers' wers more
fancled then they ever had beéen befors, he
was very unexpectedly defeatsd by Neel,
who, however, Is the best player the West
has yet developed.

In additlon to the above hls most notable
vietorles hinve been: 1833, first slhgles at
Baltltnore, first doubles with Wrenn at
Neweastle, first place In the Invitation tour-
nament of the Hrsex County Club, of Maa-
chestar; first singles at Norragnnsett, and
frst doubles with Wrenn at Lenox.

PATTERSON’S TALK

Where Shall the Four-Cornered Boat Race
Be Rowed7?—Make-Up of Col-
lege Baseball Teams

Certnin Harvard men say that the com-
mittes representing the colleges Interested
In the guadrangular boat race has practic-
ally, althongh not actuslly, declded In faver
of the course on Saritoga Lake., This com-
mittee hns met several times without reach-
lng nn agreement. At first the colleges were
evenly divided, Haorvard and Pennsylvania
faverlng Baratoga and Columbia and Cor-
nell the Hudson, at Pougbkeepsle, Finnlly
Cornell voted for Baratoga, but Columbia
held out, Had it not been for the fear of
Interruption From traffie, T have no hesita-
tion In saylng that the Mudson would have
been agreed upon from the very start, It 13
one of the finest courses In the Unlted
States. Pennsylvania at first voted for the
the Delaware at Torresdale, but this was
flutly objected to by the other three and was
dropped. Harvard's loitlal preference was
Springileld. This course was serlously en-
tertalned by the committee—desplte the fact
that the current there Is stronger than on
any of the four courses proposed—because
the shallowness of the water would preclude
encronchments by excursion ceaft, but was
abindoneéd beewtze there was no rallroad
track'along the river bank on which an ob-
gervation tealn conld ron,

It dnes pot seom as though the ohjection
to the Poughkeepsie course I8 well taken.
Thie awamping of the Pennayivinia shell last
year was not caused by the regular river
traffic, but by the Governor's tug, which
had been designated to nsstét in keeping the
course clear. Besaldes, it might have been
avolded bad the Pennsylvania men em-
ployed ordinary cautlon ln putting out thelr
bort. From the standpoint of the specta-
tora (consleting in the main of coliege people
who contribute the money required for the
malntenante of thé erews), the Hudson
River course 1s by far the best. It affords
an abgolutely unobstrocted view from Crum
Elhow, where the rnce begins, to the bridge,
just below which it ends. In this respect It
ia to be preferred to New London, where the
erews dre much further from shore, and
whete the observation train disappears be-
hind a long embankment during the earller
part of the mee, The course at Saratogi Is
good, but I do not see how ns satistaclory
rrrangements can be made for the specta-
tors. The Hudson River course, still view-
ing the matter from thelr standpolnt, s
further to be preferred as being more ac-
cesslble than any of the others. Suratoga
is much miore Inconvenlent for all of the
crews and theiv adherents, save possibly
Harvard, It will require three hours more
time ench way for persons coming from
polnts south of Poughkeepsie, and un addl-
tlonal expenze of weveral dollars, However,
the ruce seetns a little more llkely to!be
rowed it Sarotogn, as Poughkeepsle's only
chance of obtalning It rests on the succeas
of an sttempt by Columbla to have a bill
passed through Comgress restricting the
traffle at Ponghkeepsle during the day of the
contest. Senator HIl has Introduced such o
biil, and if It can be made a law the Hudson
will get the declsion.
