JUMPS MADE TO RULE

Morris Park Will Hav« a Stiff but Safe

Steeplechase Course When Altera¬
tions Are Completed.

A good many race-goers seem to share
with owners the Idea that jumpers are to
be asked to negotiate well developed young
mountains when the latest Ideas In jumps
are perfected. Hence many will be glad to
learn that when the improvements now be¬
ing made In the Morris Park steeplechase
course by the Messrs. Currie are completed
there will be no jump that any horse with
just pretensions to cross-country form need
look at twice, provided he has a fair artist
in the saddle. /
The course, when finished, will be very

like the famous Baldoyle steeplechase
course. It will be what is known in Ireland
as a regulation course, being according to
specifications adopted by Colonel Foster,
master of the horse to the Lord Lieutenant
of Ireland. Such a regulation steeplechase
course is much less difficult than the fa¬
mous Punchestown or any of the other old
courses In Ireland, but a modification of
this obstacles was found absolutely neces¬
sary. In recent years thoroughbreds have
monopolized the game to such an extent
that the fences had to bo made to suit the
Increased rate of travel.
Nine obstacles will be erected. There

will be a water Jump and two Liverpools,
each consisting of rail 18 inches high, ditch
or "grip" 8 feet wide, with one foot be¬
tween edge of grip and rail; thick-set hedge
4 feet 6 inches high, flanked by turf 3 feet
high ou the landing side. This will be
tapered or sloped so that If a horse should
not quite clear the hedge with his hind feet
he will still be able to go about his busi¬
ness.
The pig pec will be done away with, and

where it stood there will be a hedge or
single fly four feet wide at the bottom and
taporlng to about eighteen inches at the
top. The next obstacle will be a bank and
grip, the latter on the landing «ldc.
A new Jump will b<» placed on the rise of

the hill bei'cro crossing the withers bond.
Tills is much needed, ag a horse with an
extra turn of speed had altogether too much
of an advantage heretofore.
The jump after er'issin.q the withers

bend is what has b«en described as a
Liverpool, while the last obstacle is a four
feet six inches turf bank, four feet wide at
the bottom and tapering to about eighteen
inches at the top.
