
SENATE IN THE WAY
OF CHEAP CAR FARES,

Little Hope of the Nixon Bill
Leaving the Railroads

Committee.

Chairman Raines Does Not Favor
Rushing It Through Without

Hearings.
It Is Said That at No Time Was It

Intended to Make the
Measure a Law.

ITS VARIED ASSEMBLY CAREER.

There Is Said to Be a Loophole by
Which Companies Could Escape

Selling Thirty Tickets
for a Dollar.

Albany, April 21.The Nixon bill provid¬
ing for the sale of thirty street car tickets
for one dollar for use during certain hours
of Uhe morning and evening has been
passed by the Assembly, but Is likely to
die in the Senate Committee on Railroads.
As soon as the bill Is handed down by the

President of the Senate It will go to the
Senate Committee on Railroads. All sorts
of charges and reports are afloat concern¬

ing this bill. The charge most frequently
made Is that there was never at any time
an intention to make the bill a law. A
member of the Railroads Committee of the
Assembly several weeks ago spoke to a
member of the Senate Railroads Committee
in reference to the Nixon Three-Cent Faro
bill, and said the bill would soon be sent
to the Senate.
"All right, send the bill over to the Sen¬

ate," replied the genial Senator. "We've
got a morgue over there. We can lay out
that bill in good style."
The Committee on Railroads of the Sen-

ate consists of Messrs. Raines, Parsons,
Mullln, Chahoon, Wilcox, Brackett, Ballan-
tlne, Munzlnger and Featherson. This
committee takes the attitude that there Is
no time to give hearings and proper con¬
sideration to the bill, and from conversa¬
tion with the members this evening it be¬
comes apparent that the Senate Committee
has not the slightest Intention of reporting
the bill.

RAINES WANTS MORE TIME.
Senator Raines said he 'had not examined

the bill. He was given a oopy and read It
through slowly.
"Does it not strike you as peculiar, to

Bay the least," he said, "that so Important
a bill should have been delayed until the
last days of the session? This bill was In-1
troduced In the Assembly on February 13,
and yet It reaches the Senate now. In
other words, It has taken two months to
pass it in the Assembly, but the Senate
Railroad Committee is expected, or, rather,
asked, to rush it through the Senate In
five days. To do that we would have to
refuse all requests for hearings either for
or against the bill. I have not heard of
any great -demand for this sort 'of legisla¬
tion."
Senator Chahoon, a member of the Com¬

mittee, said: "I have not examined the
bill, but I have steadily voted against all
such legislation, unless It was proven that
the corporation was swindling the public.
I shall continue on that line."
Senator Ballantlne said ho did not know

whether the bill was good or not, t£at ho
had not read It and that he expected the
Committee would take it up on Wednesday
or Thursday.

THE BILL'S VARIED CAREER.
The Nixon Three-Cent Fare bill was In¬

troduced In the Assembly along with four
bills, all of which were presumably in
the Interest of the public and designed to
guard against the rapacity of railroads.
The bills resulted from an investigation
last Summer of workings of the surface
railroads of the State. Mr. Nixon is chair¬
man of the Investigating Committee and
Is now chairman of the Assembly Rail¬
road Committee.
Several public hearings were given and

the railroad corporations vigorously at¬tacked the bills. The Three-cent Fare bill
was amended and reprinted, reamended and
placed on the order of second reading;amended on second reading and sent to the
Committee on Revisions, reported from that
committee with recommendations and
placed on order of third reading and then
passed.
The charge has been made that the bill

offers ample opportunity.if made a law.
for the evasion of its provisions. Railroads,before they are compelled to sell thirtytickets for $1, must be earning enough to
pay operating expenses, repairs, malnten-
ance, interest and fixed charges, in addi¬
tion to a dividend of 5 per cent per annum
upon capital stock.

A LOOPHOLE FOR THE COMPANIES.
It would be comparatively easy for rail¬

road companies to so Increase their ex-1
penses that they could not find it possibleto pay a dividend of 5 per cent in additionto operating and repair expenses. The text
of the bill is as follows;-

No corporation constructing and operat¬ing a street or surface railroad or an de¬
rated railroad within any of the cities or
villages of this State, shall charge any pas¬
senger more than five cents for one con¬
tinuous ride from any point withlu anycity o rvillage, on its road or on any road,
line or branch operated by it, or under Its
control, or any connecting branch thereof,
within the limits of any incorporated city
or village. Not more than one fare shall
be charged within the limits of any such
city or village for passage over the main
line of any road and any branch or extension
thereof. f, y

Every such railroad company shall pro-
ride a transfer system by which the pay¬
ment of one fare shall entitle a passenger
to one conelnuous ride from any point within
such city or village on Its road or on any
road, line or branch operated by It or under
its control to any other point thereof within
such city or village, on any road, line or
branch operated by it or under its control.

Every surface railroad and elevated ro.
within any of the cities and villages of this
State shall sell tickets as low as thirty for
one dollar, which tickets shall be god between
the hours of C and 8 In the forenoon, and be¬
tween the hours of 5 and 7 in the afternoon
of each and every week day, whenever the
gross earnings of an ysuch road from pas¬
senger traffic are sufficient to pay operating

expenses, r. 1 ..s, ma. 4t uierest and
fixed charges, together wi_ ha dividend of
5 per centum per annum upon its capital
stock; and shall provide reasonable places
along Its line where such tickets ma,y be ob¬
tained, but shall not be required to sell the
same upon its cars.

In the event'of nny disagreement arising
between the municipal authorities and any
such railroad company upon the subject of its
gross earnings being sufficient for the pay¬
ment abovo referred to, either may apply to
the State Board of Railroad Commissioners
for a determination thereof, upon written no¬
tice of ten days, and thereupon the State
Board of Railroad Commissioners shall pro¬
ceed to Investigate such subject, and shall
ascertain whether the gross earnings of such
road are sufficient to make the payments
above referred to.

In making such Investigation it shall have
access to the books of the company, shall ex¬

amine the condition of its road, the method
or means of propelling its ears and the ma¬

chinery used for such purposes, and may ex¬

amine under oath any necessary witnesses
and compel the production of any books,
documents or papers by it required, and its
determination sholl bo final. A second or

further application shall not be made to teh
Board of Railroad Commissioners until the
expiration of one year thereafter.

Any railroad company refusing to comply
with any written requirements of the State
Board of Railroad Commissioners in this
respect shall be liable to a penalty of fifty
dollars for each refusel, to be sued for and
recovered by the person to whom It has re¬

fused to comply with such requirements. The
Legislature expressly reserves the right to
regulate and reduce the rate of fare on any
railroad constructed and operated wholly or

In part under such chapter or under the pro¬
visions of this article. This act shall take
effect on tho first day of July, 1896.

REVENGE OF A HUSBAND-
Man Who Had Wronged Him Fatally

Wounded and the Brother Shot to
Death by His Side.

Montgomery, Ala., April 21..Sheriff Rob¬
ert H. Kennedy, of Dallas County, this
morning shot and killed Percy L. Wood
and possibly fatally wounded Mardls L.
Wood, all of Selma, at the union station.
The participants belong to the best families
in the State, and are widely known, not
only in Alrbama, but in adjoining States
by reason of their prominence in politics.
The three came here to attend the Dem¬

ocratic State Convention. The trouble
grew out of the friendliness of M. L. Wood
to Sheriff Kennedy's wife. Both the
Woods are sons of Judge P. G. Wood, of
Dallas County. M. L. Wood has lgured in
politics in Alabama for vfteen years. In
1895 'he was nominated by the Democratic
party to Congress from the Fourth Dis¬
trict. He resigned, and Gaston A. Robbins
was put in his place. Mr. Wood is also a
member of the State Executive Commit¬
tee. He is now holding a commission as
internal revenue collector at New Orleans.
Last February Mrs. Kennedy went to

New Orleans, ostensibly for medical treat¬
ment, but in reality, it is alleged, to meet
M. L. Wood. The husband was informed
and he went gunning for Wood, but the
latter hastily returned to New Orleans.
Divorce proceedings were begun by Ken¬
nedy.
Last night the Woods came here fro New

Orleans and Mr. Kennedy followed. Friends
of both parties knew trouble would result
and efforts were made to get M. L. Wood
out of the city. He missed the train last
night, and intended to leave this morning,
and went down to the depot for that pur¬
pose.
Kennedy drove up in a carriage with a

shot gun. Mardis Wood was standing on
the platform talking to his brother. Sheriff
Kenedy jumped from the hack and started
toward them, blazing away at Mardis, the
load of buck sho ttaking effect in his left
shoulder. At the next crack of the gun
Percy Wood, who attempted to pull a
pistol, fell. Mardis then drew his pistol
and fired twice as he started across Com-
erce street in a run.
Kennedy loaded his gun and shot twice

more at Mardis, and as Mardis ran across
th.e street, his pistol was dangling In his
wounded hand at his side. He got behind
a telephone pole and, resting against the
post, took aim and fired twice more at
Kennedy. At this moment several railroad
men ran toward Kennedy and attempted
to take his gun away, but he drove them
back. Kennedy then walked slowly toward
the post behind which Mardis had taken
refuge. Wood from his rest on the side
of the post fired twice more. Kennedy re¬
served his last loads until he got to the
middle of the street, and he then shot
the last two. one of them taking effect
in Wood's shoulder, and the other in his
wrist.
Immediately after the shooting Mr. Ken¬

nedy entered the carriage and drove to the
jail, where he surrendered.
Later.Mardis's right arm was amputat

ed at the shoulder, and the left hand at
the wrist.

OBJECTS TO "TUTORS."
Mr. Roosevelt Don't Want Patrolmen Who

Have Paid Money for
Coaching.

Information that cannot be verified has
reached President Roosevelt that there are

a number of men In this city who have
opened training schools to prepare would-
be policemen for examination for admission
to the force, and that these teachers ex¬

tort large sums of money from the candi¬
dates upon promise or hints of certainties
that they will get appointments.
President Roosevelt said yesterday that

the Police Board would try to keep the
candidates of such men from securing ad¬
mission to the police force. "We have
rfeard," he said, "that these 'coaches' de¬
mand that their pupils pay $100 or $200 In
advance for tuition. The candidates doubt¬
less adhere to the old idea that money is
necessary to get on the force, and it is
such men that we wish to keep out."

672 De Kalb ave., Brooklyn, ,

QUEER WANDERINGS
OF cusors BRIDE,

Mrs. W. Norman, of Scarsdale,
Admits That She Harbored

the Runaway.
Says She Spent HerTime Till Night¬

fall Roaming in the Woods
and Along the Bronx.

SHE WAS A STRANGER TO THEM.

Her Evident Refinement Induced Them to
Take Her as a Boarder for a Short
Time.The Young Wife Now at

Her Parents' Home.

The house In which Hans Clason's bride
stopped during the period of her strange
absence from her young husband has at
last been discovered. As was told yester¬
day, the bride of ten days, whose strange
disappearance from her Staten Island home
caused such a profound sensation, was

found by her father and husband at Scars-
dale.
Scarsdale Is a station about twenty miles

from the city, on the New York Central
Road. The village of Scarsdale exists In
name only. There are not enough houses
in the place to even entitle It to the name

of a hamlet. Within a radius of a mile of
the little frame station there are not a

dozen houses. Most of these habitations
are occupied by laboring people. Several
miles back from the station, however, are

a number of handsome country seats.
How Mrs. Hans Clason, who was so re¬

cently Miss Constance Zentgraf, came to

go to this Isolated spot, and where her
place of concealment was while there, were

mysteries until yesterday.
The young woman had been seen wan¬

dering about In the woods and along the
banks of Bronx River, near Scarsdale sta¬

tion, but where she came from and where
she spent her nights none of the country
folk knew. Her appearance in that vicin¬
ity and her strange movements began to
cause considerable comment among the few
farmers and teamsters who met her during
her lonely walks. The few with whom she
came in contact always remarked: "That
young woman Is in trouble."
Her efforts to avoid people could not be

mistaken. "VVilth bowed head and slow
steps the young bride spent most of the
daylight hours during the period of her
seclusion In traversing the woods or gazing
into the turbulent waters of the Bronx.
The fear was expressed that the pretty
and pensive stranger was contemplating
suicide.
When Inquiries were first made of Mr.

W. Norman, who owns a pretty villa near

Scarsdale Station, all knowledge of the
young woman was denied. The family said
they had never known Constance Zentgraf
and did not know Mrs. Hans Clason.
Afterward when Mr. and Mrs. Norman

were confronted with positive proof that
the young woman had been seen stealing
Into their house from the grounds to the
rear, they were obliged to admit that Mrs.
Hans Clason had stopped with them ater
her flight rom her husband and rlends.
When Mrs. Norman saw that It was no

longer possible to conceal the fact that her
house had been the harboring place of the
fugitive bride, she said:
"Yes, the young woman came to us on

Saturday afternoon. She said she wanted
a quiet boarding place and asked me to
take her in. I noticed that she was hand¬
somely dressed and had a sweet, refined
face, and I finally decided to keep her for
a few days.
"She did not give me her name, but gave

me to understand she had come out from
the city. Somehow I became possessed
with the notion that she was a school
teacher who had come to the country.
"Soon after she said she would take

the room, she started out from the house
and did not return until dinner time. At
the table she had little to say, and abso¬
lutely nothing about her.-;elf. After supper
she again started out for a walk, and did
not return until bedtime.
"Sunday she wrote a letter, and went to

the station to mall It. I suppose It was the
letter she sent to her husband. She was

away from the house most of the day Sun-

The only news obtainable yes¬
terday from the family was that Mrs.
Clason was at home and was 111.
