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RAILAOKDS COMPLY
WITH CYCLE LAW.

New York Central Wires
Agents to Accept Wheels
as Free Baggage.

Its

Trunk Line Association Decides to
Leave the Matter with the
Companies Affected.

LIVELY INTEREST OF WHEELMEN.

If Railroad Companies Test the Law the
Fight May Be Made Against Paying
Claims of Damages When
Bicyclas Ars Broken.

The Armstrong blll, eompelllng rallroad
companies to earry Dbleycles as personal
baggage free, and to check them without
cost thrpughout this State, whleh was
gned by Governor Morton on Monday
last, was the chief topic among wheelmen
yesterday. Although Chouncey M. Depew
and other rallroad persounsges had publiely
stated that the new law would be limme-
diately tested, and Ita arblirary provislons
combattad, it was announced yesterday that
the act, which went Into effect Immedi-
ately upon lts slgning, wonld be reapected.
The line chisfly affected s the New York
Centrsl. Posstbly the Long Isiand Rall-
road Compnny carries mors bieyeles belong-
Ing to New Yorkers than any other line,
but 1t lns for some tlme past treatad
them a5 passengers’ free baggage.

Such companies as have elther charged n
small fee or earrled bleyeles free have hith-
erto repudiated upon thelr printed tickets
all clalms for damages. The new law pro-
vides that they shall be llable to the same
extent as they are for trunks, porteman-
teans and other baggage. This is the polnt
which may sventually give rise to a case
testing the Jegalty of the bIlL

NEW YORK OENTRAL INSTRUCTIONS.

Mr. Gearge H. Danlels, general passenger
superintendent of ‘the New York Ceatral
Ralirond, sall yesterday: &

DEATH OF LEON SAY.

France Loses One of Her Most Noted
Econemists and Finan-
clers,

Parls, April 21.—f. Jean Baptlste Leon
Say, the celebrated French statesmun, dled
this morning, aged seventy yeirs,

Ton 8ay, the famous French economist
and fneneier, was born In Parls, on June
0, 1820, Hls fathoer, Momee Sy, wWas A
prominent meniber of the Liberal party
ander Odillon Barrot, and hls grandfather
wis Jenn Buptiste Bay, an Intlmate friend
of Lafuyctte.

The Say famlly were Protestants, They
were driven, {n the days of Louls XIV.,
from Nines, their homse, by the revoecatlon
of the edlet of Nantes. The Baya lved in
Genoa, untll through the revolutlon Leon
Bay's grandfather was enabled to return
Lo France.

Leon Say, after completing his eourse at

the College Bourbon, vislted England. Dur-
ing the revolutlon of 1848 young Bay was
enrolled in the Natlonal Gumard.
He was but & callow youth when he be-
gon  contributlng to the Jourmal des De-
buts, of which he finally becams proprietor,
Iti 1871 he was elected to the Natlotal As-
sembly, and the followlng year was made
Minister of Floance by &i. Thiefs. He
also acted In this eapacity In 1575, under
M. Buffet's adminjstration. Shortly after
thls he was mide Setnntor, and at the ex-
plration of his term, fo 1882, ho was re-
elected.

Duarlng the new ministry which was
formed under the regime of M, Dufaure

Leon  Bay agaln Dbegcame Minister of
Flnange,
In 1878 he presided over the Monotary

Conference, held In Parta. Ho retired from
the position as Minlster of Finance, which
he alsd held upnder President Grevy, In
1570, amd In 1880 was sppointed Ambassa-
dor to Hogland, In May, 1880, he betame
gresldent of the Benate, belng re-elected in

Tanna 1881, Durlng De Freyoloet's
Cabinet he was agiin made Minister of
Flnanee,

Leon Say took an actlve part agalnst the
Boulwagist  movement In IiBBB He suc-
eceaded Edmond About as a member of the
Amdams‘.
