Luid Siege to the Capitan’s Stomach,

In two minutes the breskfast be had or-
dered wos regnling tle pulate of the house
dog, and my interpreter was ordering such
& breakfast for three as that hostelry had
never served before, We lnid siege to the
Capltan's stomach and won him.

At first he was enveloped in arctie frigid-
tty, but under thé mellow Influence of the
pare wines that the Interpreter ssouted tho
town for, the old chap thawed out, and
iwhien the jewel of ab interpreter discovered
that he was & descendant of one of the
Capltan's college c¢hums our guest rose
‘up and embraced us as brothers: [ ) 0
| Before that breakfast was fulslied the
'Copltan hnd promised that Dygert should
_be “communicndo’” to us, and hnd sworn
I blmself the flrm friend of all Amerlcans
untll the end of time.

The rest 1s a simple story. We went to
the prison with the Capitan, and Dygert
was brought into the office; where T talked
with him ns long as I cared to, Not only
that, but onr friend allowed us to bring in
a photographer to tnke the prisoner's
ploture,

At the same time the note refusing Con-
sul-Genernl Willlams permission to gee Dy-
gert was reposing In the Consulnfe cofe.

Dygert's Deep Gratitude,

Poor Dygert! His eyes filled with tears
whea I clasped his hand and spoke klndly
to Wim In his own Ianguage, It was the
firat time In many weeks that he had
seen a friendly face. T had to walt until
he hed guiped down the choking feellng
in his throat before engaging hlm lo con-
versatlon.

Y80, sald the prisoner, ‘‘you represent
the Journal, do you? A newspaper man Is
the firat of my countrymen to come to me,
Where Is our Consni? I wrote to him,
and recelved only a cold reply. Why has
ke not tried to send somebody to me?”

I told Dygert that the Consul was a very
bhusy wan, and I hope the Récording Angel
wlll not Iy that up agalnst me. Then T
asked him bow a man lncommunieado
could send anything, even to the Cousul
of his country, Dygert would not tell me,
but the affeotionate way he looked at our
friend, the Caplten, solved the problem
to my satisfaction.

‘Is anything being dopne for me? Do my

friends Ih America know of my Imprison-
ment? In the name of God, tell me how
much longer 1 must remain In thls ae-
cursed hole!"
1 told him of the fght the Journal had
made for Llm; of the éfforts of Bepresentin-
tive Hopkins and Senator Cullomy of how
the State Department had been aroused
from! lethargy, and of how even Willinms
had been spurred to aetlon, though his ef-
forts 'amounted to nothing.
Aguln the tears trlck!eﬁ__dpwn Dygert's
ciiceks. T8 knelt down, closed his eyes
and moved his lips prayerfully.

His Foith in God Never Falled.

“You mustn’t mind my wenknm,’i' he
sald, when he arese. “T was brought up a
Christian, and somehow, éven In my dark-
est hours of despalr, when 1 was ready to
helleve that man had gone back en me for-
ever, my fulth In God never falled. T
thouglit of all the geod old minister back in
Ilinols had told me, and my mother's teach-
Ing came to my mind constantly. I
thought God was punishing me for some sin
1 had committed, and I bowed in resigna-
tlon to Hig will'™
+ T asked him how Americnns were treated
In Spanish prisons. Agaln his eyes rested
alfectionately on the Capltan,

“If 17 had not been for him,'' sald Dyzert,
“the torture would have been more than T
could heqr. That man wears a.Spanish uni-
form, but he has a Heart as tender ng & Wo-
man's. He does everything he can to make
the men in here forget they are In prison.
But, good ns hoe Is to them, he cannot make
them forget thelr misery.

Into a cell nlne feet long and twelve feet
wlide, with twenty-four other human beings,
who never step oitélde except to go 1o thelr
denth by the gurrote. You may imagine the
condition that finnlly comes to the cell, and
what a hell 1 18 to & man of refincment,
guch asg mysell.

Prayed for Execution.,
“"When the gunrds have come to take
prizoners to be execnted, I have af times
prayed God to let the authoritles pronounce
sentence of denth upon me, &0 that iy
turn might come next. That was wicked,
I know, but then living under sueh condl-
lions was so terrible, and I ‘tulir expectid
that 1 was to die Defore long. I caunot

duy I saw men whom I bellove were as In-
nocent as myself golng to thelp denth.
“Look at my lmage In that mirror! 1
do not recognize myself. See my gray hair;

Now there l&8 room for two Walter Dy-
gerts in this coat. I did not even have
anyhody to talk with, for nobody here

“T have read the 'Count of Monte Ctisto,’
and I cau reallze now, thongh I never did
before, what a truthfal lmagipation Du-
mas had to describe so graphically the
sufferings of Hdmond Dautes,
“Can you il me now if they are golug
to let me ont?"
I told Dygert that Marquis De Palmerola
bad promlged me thut he should be free
ns soon as the formalities conld be ar
ranged,
Again Dygert fell on his koees and
prayeil.

An Angel of Mercy,
“You don't know what an angel of mercy
you have been to me, my {riend,” he sald,
As I turned to go, Dygert knelt at my
feet, and selzing my hand, covered 1t with
kisses, as the tears streamod down his
foce.

Widespread Ruin,

Extensive Burning of Plantation
Buildings, Sugar Cane and
Even Entire Towns.

These Tactics, He Declares, Caused
Him to Proclaim the Patriots
as Bandits.

REITERATES HIS *NO-MERCY"” POLICY.

Spanish Atrocities, He Suggests, May Be
Only Retaliations for the Operations
of the Army That Is Fighting
for Independenca.

Havana, Aprll 15.—Governor-General
Werler's chief of staff glves the appended
list of wsets by insurgents, which, he gays,
eaused General Weyler to proclsim them
crimigals and threaten thewm with death.
General Werler autborlzes its publlication
“that the facts may be proven, uand the
world may see to what use the arms sent
to the Insurgonts are really put.” These
deeds are alleged to have been committed
within the week before the proclamation
was lssued:
