The officials st Ellls Island bellave that
Information they are sbout to raceive will
lead to the stamping out of a slave traflic
In young glrl immigranta, Many youug
women comlng to thls country *‘green’”
and without money recently have disap-
peared within a few weeks after landing,
Numerous cnsés have been reporfed Dby
relatives who have found the nmames of
kinswomen on steerage lsts and on the
books of the Immigration Office, and have
then been unable to locate the girls them-
salves. L

The discovery of the whereabouts of the
two girls detalned In the place of a New:
ark saloon keeper has sérved to open the
eyes of the Immlgration Inspectors fs to
the possible fate of many othiers who have
come from Hurope unattended.

Some days ago Dr. Joseph H. Senner,
head of the Immigration office, recelved a
letter from a business mnn in Newark in-
forming him that there were lmmigrant
girle In a plece kept by Adolf Eildlseh, at
No. Bf, Monroe street. John Lederhllger,
ong of thae chief clerks at the buread, con-
cluded to Investigate. He was advised to
tnke policeman with him, and was sccom-
panied by two officers In cltizens’ clothes
when he visited the place. Five women
were found back of the saloon. One wo-
man sald she was the wife of Killdisel.
The others explained they were servants
employed by him. The place was small—
only the barroom and one or two other
apartments, Tt was not very clean, and
there was nothing to Indicate that four
glrls were required to do the housework.
Besides, the saloon was glven 8 very bad
name by nelghbors.

TWO MISSING GIRLE FOUND.

The girls were asked when they had
been landing. Apolonla Kowallk, a Polish
girl, and Martha Klimovritz, & Lithusuian,
proved to be missing lmmlgrants, They
wera taken away from Kildiseh, who, it
was found, figured on the hooks as Adolf
Patkava. Apalonie admitted the naturs of
her situation In the place, No one was
found, except the saloonkeeper, whe eonld
converse with the other girl in her peculinr
dinlest,

Klldiseh, or Palkava, was questioned.
E_{p declared he had pald $3 for the Pollsh
girl, and $B for the Lithuamian, sod
thought he had a right to them. Ha de-
nied the charges made by the nelghbors,
Whe nasked where e bought the cotiple,
Re gitve the name of Wilkelm Budsynskl as
the man who had sold them to him.

The facts were reported at the Immligra-
tion Offlce, and the girls were taken to El-
Ha Island, whers they will be detained for
the present. Budsynski was forbidden to
go on the Island at i, his privileges. on the
floor helng forfeited. As he is o bonrding-

house proprietor this, in Itself, Is serious
punighment,
Budzynskl was seen at his boarding

house, No. 122 Cedar streef, yesterdy.

“Adolf Patakavh pald me for the glrls
not one cent,' declared the boarding mas-
ter. "“'What he pald me wae for the board
of the twao of them.
