An Inspection of the list of casualties be¬
low conveys but a faint idea of the horrors
attending the earthquake that struck the
Giants in the closing game of the series
with Nash's men yesterday afternoon. It
shook the overalls of Dad Clarke with two
tremblers, Connie Flynn lasted through one

convulsion, and Mr. Doheny almost collapsed
waiting for the shock which did not come.

The Phillies fattened their batting aver¬

ages wit^a vengeance. They employed no

hit a dnrun system, but slammed the bail¬
out in all directions. James Stafford was

kept busy chasing doubles and triples up
the alley between Burkevllle and the stand,
and the absence of a ladder was all that
kept him from going after Nash's homer
Into the village. When once the Quakers
got started, nothing could stop them, not
even the new infield cast.

ALL THE TALENT APPEARED.
It was a splendid opportunity for the

cranks to view the ^heretofore unseen talent
on the New York tefem. Irwin kept trotting
out batteries like they do the comedy teams
In the halls of vaudeville. And, after the
comedians had prformed their little turn,
the nexa duo came on, a la Tony Pastor.
The Giants turned loose a small earth¬

quake themselves in the opening chapters.
Like the unfortunate Dad Clarke, the south
paw, Willie McGill was made to pitch out

fults. He was Jolted off the slab In the
middle of the second round, Carsey taking
his place, after Gleason and George Davis
had- each found the gentle Willie for a

triple. Carsey was more effective, as the
Giants scored but one time after he went In.
Van Haltren and Gleason touched the Kid
up In spots, and singles by Stafford and
TIernan landed the last two tallies.

TIIEN CAME THE EARTHQUAKE.
With the start they got and the Infield

shake-up, It looked as if the Giants were

actually doomed to win. At the close of
the second round they stood 0 runs to the
good, but the earthquake set in. The first
five men up, starting with Clements, lined
out clean hits, and eached scored earned
runs before Dad knew exactly where he
was at. Sullivan and Delehanty Hied out,
and a single base on balls and a hit by
the pitcher filled the bases. Then Cross
knocked the ball into Stafford's alley for
a double and 3 more runs came In. Hall-
man's line fly to Davis ended the trouble
and Dad and Zearfoss retired In favor of
Flynn and Farrell.
This combination lasted one round. Flynn

w^s wild, hitting two of the Phillies on the
ankle bones. Nine men faced the young
left-hander, of which three made hits. A
fumble by Pfeffer of Thompson's grounder
after two hands were out was responsible
for the 4 runs in this inning.
Doheny and Wilson next obliged In the

role of sketch artists. Doheny was wild
at times, but he pitched good ball, never¬
theless. The Phillies had more respect for
his delivery, but five hits being made In
as many innings. Tlil§ colt could pitch
winning ball With anything like decent sup¬
port and a catcher of Farreli's disposition
to jolly him along. He has plenty of speed
and curves, and knows how to field the
job. Both his errors, were wild throws to
first on close plays. P

INFIELD IS STRENGTHENED.
The infield change will strengthen the

team If the men are allowed to remain in
their positions. George Davis on first,
Pfeffer at second, Fuller in his old place,
and Gleason on the third corner, is the
latest arrangement. Pfeffer and Fuller
both erred, but it must be remembered that
they have not yet opened the season, and
are therefore liable to be nervous. Shorty
worked the old hold-out trick on Brouthers
In the first Inning and caught him napping
off first base. Fuller is the best man for
short, and. Pfeffer, khen he strikes his gait,
will strengthen the guard at second base.
Gfleaaon can do as well, if not'better, at
third, and George Davis, when he has
broken in again at the initial bag, will be
an improvement on the other Davis.
What the team yet lacks is the ability

to hit the ball at the right time. Gleason
and Van Haltren awoke yesterday, but
some of the others are still asleep. The
hit and run system is all very well with a
team of hitters, but the efforts of a man
-wlio cannot find the ball to place hits in
response to signals will not win games.
The first performance of the iiew cast

Near the close of the baseball season of 1894 the New York team had
absolutely no chance of winning the pennant, but a possibility existed
that the Giants could finish second to Baltimore, which team had then
a commanding1 lead, and so figure in the first series to be played for the
Temple Cup. The chance was a bare one, depending upon about seventy
per oent of victories during the month of September, the concluding
games being scheduled with aggressive clubs mostly on the "Western cir¬
cuit. In this dilemma Rusie and Meekin were asked to pitch alternately
without relief, although both were worn out with a long campaign. They

how they pitched the team into the privilege of competing for the tro¬
phy that has become as highly prized as the League pennant itself. And
all of the faithful remember how the Giants won three straight games
of'the cup series, in spite of jeers, jibes, threats of violence and bitter
criticism on and off the field, right in the Orioles' own city, and riiade it
four straight and the cup at home.

Rothfuss drove the ball
safely over Battam's head, and Wright
scored the first tally.

ERIE LIMITS
CYCLE CARS.

Two Trains on That Railroad
Will Not Take Wheels

as Baggage.
Other Complications in Transpor¬

tation to Perplex
Bicyclists.

CHARGES TO JERSEY DESTINATIONS.

Baggage Chtcks Will Be lssu«d Free to
New York City, Yet Charges Will

B# Made from Suff«rns
to Passaic.

Middletown, N. Y., April 23..The Erie
Railroad has issued an order to agents
in the State of New York to accept bi¬
cycles for transportation between points
in New York State as baggage, and to
check them in same manner as other bag¬
gage upon presentation of a regular pas-
suge ticket.
Only one bicycle will be checked for any

one passenger and will not be carried
on ttains No.- 5 and No. 8 without a sue-
cial order from the general baggage agent.
Bicycle tickets will be sold as before to
points in other States. Passengers going
to points ofl the Erie line can check bi-
cycles to junction points only.
Under this order wheels cannot be

checked to points in New Jersey or other
States entered by Erie lines. For in¬
stance, any one desiring to check a bicycle
to Passaic from this city wi!l be allowed
to check to Sufferns only, and from that
point the passenger will have to pay the
bicycle ticket rate to his destination
Bicycles can be checked to New York¬

er ity, however, as the new order states that
wheels cannot be checked to a point in the
htate short of the name on the ticket
shown for transportation, if such place is
in JNew \ ork State.
There is some question as to the right

of the company to exclude bicycles from
trains No. o and No. 8 if the passenger
nng0^g first Stopping place named
on the time table.Binghamton on No
5, for instance.

THE GIANTS^NEEP RUSIE.
TO ALL RACING CYCLERS.
Attention Is Again Drawn to the Charges

Made by the L. A. W. Rac¬
ing Board.

The new rules of the League of American
Wheelmen Racing Board, to which we al-1
luded at length in yesterday's Journal, em¬
brace several i-adical departures from pre¬
vious ideas, and altogether must be con-1
sidered an improvement on those which
were in effect last season. ,

Among the more prominent features of
the new code, in addition to those alreadv
noticed, are the following:OtBcial referees will be necessary at all
national circuit meets, but it is not likelv
that any one man will follow the entire
Une" chairman and members of the
Board, liandicappers in their respective
States, and the chairmen and members of
division Racing Board will be ex-officio
omcial referees.
In records against time, the flying start

only will be considered, and in competitive
records the standing start is specified. An¬
other clause referring to records reads as
follows:

_

"In unpacSfl events, or during unpaced
record trials, there shall be no pacing or
indicating devices, and only the rider mak¬
ing the trial shall be on the track."
This is aimed particularly at such a cir¬

cumstance as existed in Hamilton's much-
discussed unpaced mile record, when he
was assisted up to the tape at the start
of his effort.
In order to have other than a single pace¬

maker in a race, meet promoters hereafter
will have to apply to and zbtaln the consent
of the member of the Racing Board in
oharge of the district. This will prevent
many of those straggling finishes caused by
quadruplets last season.
The referee is invested with authority

to tine professionals, if in his opinion they
deserve it, for objectionable actions on the
track. A professional is designated as any
rider other than an amateur, and in 110
case, except where a permit is given, can
the first prize money be more than $100.
The method of scoring a team race has

been changed so that only the positions
count at the end of the distance. This is
a rule which should have been revised sev¬
eral years ago.
"All species of gambling games by riders,

trainers, attendants or any other persons
ar^ positively forbidden about the training
quarters and grounds of tracks accorded
sanction privileges by the Racing Board."
Something of this sort has long been need¬
ed, and the evil of gambling has aroused
the ire of almost every trainer who has
handled a rider of prominence. There are
several instances of promising youngsters
who have gone wrong because of time mis¬
spent in gambling which should have been
used for sleeping or training.
Recently there has been some talk that

Fred J. Titus, now under suspension, might
compete in the Irvlngton-Milburn road
race. A portion of the rule referring to
road racing reads as follows "An ama¬
teur also loses his status a^ such by
competing on the road under anv condi¬
tions that would professionalize in track
racing." In clause B, referring to suspen¬
sions, clause 2 reads as follows: "Riders
are notified that to compete against any
rider who has been suspended will render
them liablo to the same penalty." These
statements would seem effectually to pre¬
clude any suspended track rider from com¬
peting in road events open to riders in
good standing.
