Imposing Ceremonies to Be
Held in Front of the Union
League Club, Brooklyn.

Army, Navy, State, Militia and School
Children Will Parade in

Honor of the Event.

ORATION EY GENERAL PORTER.

A Grandson of the D«ad General Will Un-
veii the Statue.The Grant Family,

Governor Morton and Others of
Prominence to Participate.

The Grant equestrian statue will be un¬

veiled this afternoon." Tbemagnlflcentbronae
and granite tribute stands In Grant square,
In front of the Union League clubhouse, on

Bedford avenue, between Dean and Bergen
streets.
All the arrangements were completed last

night by Colonel George R. Pierce, the
grand marshal, and the gentlemen associ¬
ated with him.

The statue Is to be unveiled by Ulysses S.
Grant, Jr., grandson of the great General
and son of Colonel Frederick D. Grant, and
it is expected that Mrs. Grant and every
member of her immediate family will be
present.
The programme fixed upon will be carried

out to the letter. The procession will start
from the Bedford avenue fountain at 2:30
o'clock and move up the avenue past the re¬

viewing stand, which is in front of the
Union League clubhouse.
The mounted squad of police, headed

by Sergeant Hamer, will lead the way.
There will be ten companies of blue-jack¬

ets and marines from the warships in port
and the Navy Yajd. The United States
Infantry will be represented by 300 men

and several batteries of the regular artil¬
lery will take part.
Two thousand Grand Army men, mar¬

shaled by General Isaac S. Catlin, will form
an Important part of the column. The
militia will turn out 3,000 strong. The

FOUND DYING iN THE ROAD

Fisherman Robbins and a Colored Woman
Were Either Hurt in a Runaway

or Waylaid by Thitves.

Amityvllle, L. I., April 24..Jacob Rob-
bias, a fisherman of this place, was brought
to his home to-day suffering from a frac¬
tured skull. A colored woman, who was

seen driving with him yesterday, was also
broughf here badly hurt. It is thought
that both will die.
The couple were found unconscious by

the roadsldo near Roslyn, last night, by a

brother of Artur Mayhew, who Is accused
of the murder of Stephen Powell, of Hemp¬
stead. Just how the couple were hurt is
not known. They have been unconscious
ever since they were found. Some people
thluk they were waylaid and robbed, while
others say the couple were hurt In a. run¬

away. The wagon in which they were

driving has been found badly wrecked
near Roslyn.
The couple left here early yesterday

morning for Roslyn. They were seen

driving toward that town early in the even¬

ing. They were both sober.
Late last night the horse walked Into

Roslyn with the badly wrecked wagon at
Its heelK About an hour later Mayhew
entered Roslyn and reported the finding of
the pouple.
Physicians were hastily sent to the place

and Robbins and the woman were brought
into town. The doctors .found that Rob¬
bins was suffering from a fracture of the
skull, at the base of the brain. His
shoulder was also hurt. The woman's
skull was also fractured, and there was a

deep cut in her scalp.

MICHELL'S POLITICAL
FENCES TORN DOWN.

Humiliated by the Rejection of
His Appointments by Com¬

missioner Lyman.
Said to Be a Complete Triumph

for the Worth-Buttling Fac¬
tion in Brooklyn.

MAYOR WURSTER DISAPPOINTED.

All tha Appointees Are Anti-Administration
Men.Intimated That Colonel Michell

May Find It Necessary
to Resign.

Colonel Henry W. Michell, the Deputy
Excise Commissioner, reared a unique little
political structure a few days ago. He
used all kinds of material, an dwhen he
had finished he stood across the way and
admired it/
'By jingo!" he is reported to have said.

"This Is a good piece of work, and I guess
It will please everybody, even if I do say
it myself."
He was referring to the staff of men

he had selected to assist him in looking
after Brooklyn's excise interests.
When Colonel Lyman, the State Com¬

missioner of Excise, heard what his deputy
had done, he lost his good temper. Then
he seized his broadaxe and demolished the
handsome political structure which Colonel
Michell had reared and admired. While
engaged In the work of demolition, Colonel
Lyman, It is said, was heard to say some¬

thing like this: "Who in thunder author¬
ized anybody in Brooklyn to even suggest,
much less appoint, my subordinates?"
A man who has always been very friend¬

ly to Colonel Michell is the authority for
this statement.
Colonel Lyman's action in cancelling

Colonel Mlchell's four appointments and se¬

lecting men after his own heart, is regard¬
ed as a great triumph for the Worth-But¬
tling element, and consequently a terrible
setback for the faction that regard Mayor
Wurster and Commissioner Willis as the
real Republican leaders.
The Mayor had set his heart on securing

a place for Oscar Knapp, a young man

who has been of great service to him in a

political way, and Colonel Michell selected
him as auditor, but Colonel Lyman's broad-
axe has upset His Honor's calculations.
Mr. Knapp was dropped by Colonel Lyman
and his place was given to E. S. Mellen, a

brother-la-law of Lou Payn, the Republican
war horse who advises doubting Legislative
Thomases how to vote on certain ques¬
tions. Mellen lives In Washington, and
has charge of the document room of the
House of Representatives.
Republican politicians were amazed when

Colonel Michell announced his appoint¬
ments a week ago, and they stormed Colonel
Lyman with protests. "Where do we come

In on this scuffle?" asked Messrs. Worth
and Buttling.
Colonel Lyman put himself In communi¬

cation with Mr. Worth's friends, and the
result was a batch of appointments that
surprised-**^ Wjjrs'tert'tes ~ar 1
This is the list:

one of the Worth leaders In the New
Utrecht Ward. He Is a member of the
County Committee.
Johii M. Ward, counsel, Is chief clerk In

the Comptroller's Office. He is George W.
Palmer's second lieutenant and a Worth
man.
E. S. Mellen, auditor, Is credited to the

Twenty-first Ward and Lou Payn.
The special agents, who will receive $1,-

200 a year, are:

man, backed by James M. Fuller, the
brewer.

He is a poor man,
although he has been In politics nearly
thirty years. He says Colonel Lyman had
to do what he has done for the sake of
harmony.

A COIUCI CHOIR
' TOJJIGIZED,
Commissioner Burtis Has a

Scheme for the Kings
County Penitentiary.

Believes There Is Excellent Musical
Talent Among the One Thou¬

sand Prisoners.

SWEET SINGING BAD WESTERN MEN.

From Among the Desperadoes and Moon¬
shiners Mr. Burtis Expects to Select

a Chorus.Only One Cornetist,
but Plenty of Organists.

If the plans of Charities Commissioner
Burtis meet with the success which he con¬

fidently expects they will, the convict in¬
mates of the Kings County Penitentiary
will not be deprived of the stimulating and
at tlie same time solacing influence of vocal
and Instrumental music at the Sabbath day
religious services in the prison chapel.
From as long back as the oldest settler in
and around the penal institution can re¬

member, or carefully treasured records
show, there has been no musical accom¬

paniment to the services except such a&

was supplied by volunteers from the outer
world. The zeal of these volunteers lasted
long except on stormy Sundays, and on

such days it sometimes happened that the'
choristers who came were not sufllclently
In number to make a harmony when they
sang.
So that the convict charges of the county

shall have music whether the weather be
threatening or agreeable, Commissioner
Burtis has decided that from the 1,000 con,
vlcts in the gra.v-walled building, he will
select a choir of at least sixteen and pos¬
sibly twenty voices.

"All that Is needed just now," said the
Commissioner last night, "is that same

competent instructor will come out to the
Penitentiary every day for about a fort¬
night and give two or three hours on each
visit to trying the voices of those convicts
who feel that they are competent to join
the choir. His servjces must be voluntary,
of course, and I ani confident that within
a few days the examination of choir candi¬
dates will be begun. Yes, some of the ell-
gibles are what are known as bad men

from the West. Those moonshiners from
Kentucky, Tenhessee and the Carollnas
and also those men from the Far West
who were went to serve their terms here
with blood-curdling records as desperadoes
are really as nice felllows as I ever talked
with. They're as mild-mannered aa the
proverbial lamjb. We have got plenty of
talent, that I'm sure of, although not one

voice has been tried as yet.
"By the way, I've decided on another ex¬

periment to benefit the convicts, and that
is to make up an orchestra from the talent¬
ed instrumentalists among them. You
know there are organists, and god ones,

too, by the score serving sentences here.
My plan is to make up a string quartet
and the material Is there for it. There Is a

cornetist confined there, too; only one, but
he Is a No: 1 p!.tyer< ami he vri!I probaJy
lead the choir at the Sabbath services. Yes,
I have heard that theatre managers de¬
clare that cornet players make more

trouble for them than do all the other
musicians, and it does seem strange that
with such a record we should have but one
cornet player and so many organists out
there in the Penitentiary.
"I am having a platform built for use

as a choir enclosure in the chapel, and it
will hold twenty persons. Chaplain Bass,
I see, has entered a protest against the
convict-choir plan. He evidently fears that
the intention is to do away with the vol¬
unteer singers, but in that he is mistaken,
for they will be welcome, no matter how
efficient the convict choir may prove to be.
This plan of encouraging the inmates of
the Penitentiary to display their abilities
in the musical line Is not In the least
chimerical. It is thoroughly practical, and
is, I am quite confident, sure to be a grati¬
fying success."

HER FREEDOM WAS BRIEF.

Mrs. Ford Sought in Vain to Escape from
the House of the Good Shepherd.

Mrs. Annie Ford, the young wife of a

brass finisher, living in Greenpoint, was

committed to the House of the God Shep-
held In January last, at the request of her
husband, on account of her Intemperate
habits. While in the institution she made
two attempts to escape, the last time
jumping from a second-story window. Her
left leg was broken by the leap, and she
was removed to St. Mary's Hospital, where
she was confined until yesterday morning
She left the institution, telling the sisters
that she was going home to her mother
It was not known at the hospital that the
patient was a prisoner, and no attempt
was made to detain her.
After Mrs. Ford's departure word was

sent to the police and a policeman was

dispatched to No. 70 Greenpoint avenue,
where Mrs. Ford's mother lives. A search
of the apartments was made, and she was
found concealed under a bed. The officer
returned her to the House of the Good
Shepherd.

DIES IN A FACTORY YARD.

Former Democratic Leader's Unfortunat#
End in Wiliamsburg.

John Whltford, who was at one time a

ford had been dissipating heavily, and in
consequence has not lived with his famllv
since 1880 It is supposed that lie went
back of the factory some time Thursday
lor the purpose of passing the night there
and death cainie while he slept.
He was at one time constable of the

Eighteenth Ward, and later was appointed
to a place In the City Court of Brooklyn,
where he remained for nearly forteen
years. It was during that time he was
looked upon as a political leader and se¬
cured many places for men of the ward
through ex-Boss McLaughlin. When he
lost his court position he took to drink
and since then had done odd jobs, earning
Just enough money to buy a drink and
lodging. His wife lives at No. 218 Manser
street, and when notified of his death
took charge of the body.

SAYSHARADA WAS CRUEL.

Pretty Japanese Woman Brings Suit
Against Her Husband for

$5,000 Damages.
Mrs. Mlna Harada, a young and attractive

Japanese woman, has brought an action
through her lawyer, John J. A. Rogers, of
Brooklyn, against her husband, Teinasuke
Harada, In the Supreme Court, Brooklyn,
to recover $5,000 damages, alleging brutal
treatment. Harada is the manager for the
American house of Herokashi & Co.,
wealthy importers of silk, at No. 51 Greene
street, New York, and a member of the
firm. The principal establihment Is in
Toklo, Japan.
Harada was educated at the expense of

the Japanese Government, and eighteen
months ago was sent to this country to
manage the New York house. Shortly af¬
ter his arrival he induced his wife to come
to America. When she arrived they went
to live In a fashionable boarding house in
Lexington avenue. There they remained
for some time, when Harada changed his
residence to the Hotel Castleton. Staten
Island, and later went to Bay Ridge, and
finally to the Pierrepont Hous^, lu Mon¬
tague street, Brooklyn.

It is alleged that Harada made these
changes In order to get his wife away from
his friends, because his associates were
unmarried, and In consequence his wife
was a burden to him. On this account he
endeavored to induce her to return to her
native country, but she refused. Harada
then, it is alleged, began to abuse her, and
struck her on several occasions. It is also
alleged he denied to his friends that he had
been legally married.
The alleged cruelty resulted In Mr. Ha¬

rada leaving her husband, and she brought
an action tor separation. As she had no

proof with her in this country of her irtar-
riage, the action was brought as his com¬
mon law wife. This action wa finally dis¬
continued and the present suit brought for
daanages, with a view at the same time of
proving the marriage.
The defendant has entered a general de¬

nial of the alleged brutality.

Powell
died from the injuries he received. May¬
hew a short time before the murder was
known not to have had any money, but on
the Sunday morning after the crime he had
a large roll of bills, which he gave a family
named Tolliver to be given to his wife.
