ranged these details, Mr. Muhlhauser left
for New Brunswick.

He gave her many
presents and, according to her affidavit,
promised to marry her. Miss Tratek in¬
sisted some few weeks ago that Mr. Muhl¬
hauser should carry out his promise. He
told her that it was impossible. Mean¬
while he had become engaged to Miss
Hirsh, a handsome Jewess twenty years
old, who has a local reputation as a musi¬
cian and an elocutionist*. She is the daugh¬
ter of Philip Hirsh, a wealthy merchant
of New Brunswick.

HOLMES SPOILED IT ALL.

A Lawyer Working for the Prisoner Says
His Confession Defeated

Their Plans.

Philadelphia, April 27..Matters are rapid¬
ly shaping themselves for a final effort to
save the life of H. H. Holmes, the con¬
fessed murderer. Henry W. Bullock, his
Indianapolis attorney, practically admitted
to-day that his presence here was for the
purpose of asking the Board of Pardons to
change the condemned man's sentence to
life imprisonment. He is gathering evi¬
dence to show that the man, who has but
ten days to live, is insane. Holmes himself
is doing everything possible to make those
who come in contact with him believe this.

Mr- Bullock is awaiting the arrival of
Coroner Castor, of Indianapolis, before tell¬
ing how he proposes to go about his work.
J. Carroll McCafEery, wh was until a short
time ago working in the interest of the
murderer, declares that there Is no hope
of saving his life now, McCaffery was go¬
ing to make a plea for his client before
the Pardon Board, but Holmes himself up¬
set all the plans.

NINE OF HER CREW LOST.
Seven Survivors of the Wrecked J. S.

Campbell Rescued by the
Schooner Herman.

Charleston, April 27..The schooner Nor¬
man, Captain Gray, from Providence, R. I.,
which has arrived here, reports having
picked up at sea, April 18, at 9 a. m., in
latitude 40.15, longitude 72.35, seven men
in a dory, belonging to the fishing schoon¬
er J. W. Campbell, of Glaucester, Mass.
The J. W. Campbell went down in a

squall on Friday, April 17, at sea, 8 p. m.,
sixty miles south-southwest of Montauk.
The Campbell carried a crew of sixteen
men, of which nine, are reported lost.
The natnes of the men rescued are Gil¬

bert Williamson, Fred Peterson and Mikel
Henneys, Gloucester, Mass; Fred Mowrey,
George Mowrey and Willie McQuillen, Nova
Scotia, and Dan , last name not re¬
ported.

"ine Photographs Secured of the
Broken Arm of Major

George Cary.
Public Men and Eminent Doctors

View the Test by Professor
Stevens.

BENEFITS TO MEDICAL SCIENCE.

Method of Viewing the Interior of the
Limbs and Body Practically Illus¬

trated Within the View
of All.

A public test of the Roentgen ray was

made by Dr. Charles W. Stevens, of Co¬
lumbia College. In the surgery room of the
New York Polyclinic Medical School and
Hospital, at No, 216 East Thirtytfourth
street, last night. A distinguished audi¬
ence of over 300 was in attendance, and
the test was decided in every way eminent¬
ly satisfactory. Dr. Stevens was introduced
by Dr. J. A. Wyeth, secretary of the Poly¬
clinic Faculty.
In front of the lecture platform he had

his working apparatus so placed that it
was in full view of the audience. To his
right was a large white screen, upon
which, during his discourse, was thrown
by means of a stereopticon many of the
successful photographs of the human hand,
arm, leg and heart that have been recently
secured at the Columbia College. After
explaining the difference between the X
ray and the cathode ray Dr. Stevens pre¬
sented Major George Casy, of No. 142
West Seventieth street.
Mayor Casy, while rolling tenpins, about

a week ago, fell and suffered a fracture of
the arm just above the wrist. Since then
he has been a patient at the Polyclinic
Hospital. He is a man probably sixty
years of age, about six feet tall, with iron-
gray hair and mustache, and In appearance
strikingly resembles the late General Win-
field Scott Hancock. The Major served in
the confederate army, and still carries in
his left arm a bullet received in action.
The broken arm was set In splints, plas¬

tered and securely bandaged, and it was

through this combination of substance, as
well as the flesh, that Dr. Stevens made
the photograph that further evidenced the
marvellous possibilities of Roentgen's won¬
derful discovery. Seating the Major in a
chair the doctor placed his hand beneath
the powerful Crooke's tube. The. current
was turned on, and in less than four min¬
utes the broken bones had been perfectly
reproduced on the plate.
In the use of the stereopticon Dr.

Stevens showed results obtained in the
photographing of the bones, liver and heart
of adults, admitting, however, that it was
a much easier matter to secure favorable
results frlm Infants. He said that in one
year the developments from the X rays
would prove of a greater benefit to medi¬
cal science than any other discovery of the
ijasfuFyr

LIGHT ON A FAMILY TRAGEDY.

Analytical Report Shows That Arsenic
Killed Mr. and Mrs. Snyder.

Port Jervis, N. Y., April 27..The report
of the analysis of the viscera of Jacob
Snyder and his wife, the victims of the
poisoning tragedy which, occurred in this
village last March, was received here this
evening from New York.
Coroner Joseph Harding refused to di¬

vulge the entire report, excepting that it
would show that traces of arsenical poison¬
ing were found.
The resumption of the Inquest will occur

to-morrow afternoon, when the full report
of the analysis will be put before the
jurors.
