This Cup Will Be Halyard's To~day

To-day a solid silver loving cup, a magnificent specimen of the silversmith's
art, will be presented to the Harvard University Football Association,by the cadets of
the United States Military Academy Athletic Association, of West Point, N. Y.

The trophy stands about eight Inches In height, and measures about the same in
circumference. The cup has been entirely made at the works o<f the Gorham Manu¬
facturing Company, of New York, and it is valued at $300.

Three panels are artistically placed, and show a vivid scene of a football match
and other incidents of the game to perpetuate pleasant memories that have transpired
between Uncle Sam's cadets and the Harvard boys. On each one of the elaborately
engraved handles In a shield of enamel In crimson colors.

Directly overhead of the football scene Is the letter "H," which Is also designed in
crimson enamel, and on the panel to the left of the football picture is the followinginscription: Presented to the Harvard University Football Association by the United
States Military Academy Athletic Association, 1896."

This handsome gift will be handed over to Harvard In recognition of an event
which occurred last Fall. The West Point boys offered Harvard $250 as its guaran¬
tee for football games In lieu of gate receipts. Previously the boys In gray paid Yale
$300 under a like agreement. Harvard, howeveT, upon learning under what circum¬
stances the cadets would have to secure the money, courteously declined to acceptthe offer. Hence the testimonial of appreciation in the form of a cup, which Har¬
vard will be asked to accept to-day.

Striped Bass, Flounders, Cod,
Trout, Perch and Lowly

Begalls in Plenty.
Where, When and How to Fill the

Basket and Enjoy an

Outing.
SALMON SHOW IN THE HUDSON.

Nutmeg Stat* Experts Are Taking Shad
with the Fly and Big Fish Are Run¬

ning on the Regular Sea
Grounds.

Here is the menu that nature spreads
just now for the angler, if he will but use

the proper argument to Induce the ele¬
ment to yield up Its palatable feast. The
flsh now running are striped bass, floun¬
ders, cod, perch, blackflsh, cnners, ling,
begalls and eels.
There is scarcely an necessity for the

disciple of Isaac Walton to hang around
Indifferently at the regular spots where
the bounty of the waters is best procurable,
as the most auspicious time to catch the
flnny denizens is indicated by the follow¬
ing tide table:

Where? Well, almost anywhere; in the

bays and coves around New York, or out
on the broad Atlantic, In those wet wastes
that fishing pilots somewhat paradoxically
call "grounds." But here are some of the
"sartin sure" places:
Along the shores of the Hudson, around

Bpuyten Duyvil, is a good place for stiped
bass, while many old fishermen, armed
with basket, tackle and bait, believe that
the old powder dock opposite the Wee-
hawken ferry and the fishing shed north
of the pavilion Pier No. 1 are the onlyplaces where bass are "dead sure."
The best bait at present in clear weather

Is white worms, and the most approvedtackle Is a six-foot leader, having a spoonthree inches from the hook, while on cloudy
or rainy days many successful anglers pre¬fer shrimp for bait.
Flounders are plentiful along the Sound.

This fish, of one dimension, breadth, ap¬
pears early, stays out late and seems al¬
ways hungry, for he bites at dirt worms,clams or sand worms without any appar¬ent preference. The best tackle for him Isrigged with No. 2 or No. 3 hooks, with afive-ounce sinker.
The flounder is also very much in evi¬dence around Jamaica Bay. and one suc¬cessful fisherman, after half a days' fish¬ing yesterday at the Runt, near RuffleBar, oame ashore with eighty fish, thetotal catch weighing 155 pounds. He saidhe used clams for bait, but several of hisenvious associates remarked that his baitwas silver.
GOOD BATCHES IN THE HACKENSACK.
In the Hackensack River striped bass and

perch are plentiful, while quite a few shad
have been caught at Little Ferry withsmall nets, and on "Wednesday a party ofsix anglers caught four bushels of flsh inone day's outing.The fishing steamers which take am¬bitious anglers out to sea and who^gt&.BS Sgfmrentiy have" mythical communica¬tion with cod and other big flsh, have be¬
gun their Summer excursions, and the A1Foster and a new steamer, the Henry Morri¬son, will soon make dally excursions to the

Long Branch, Seabrlght,lhe Farms" and Cholera Banks. If theirsanguine officers are to be believed theywill never return without a full cargo offlsh ballast.
Off Liberty Island the fishing is alwavsgood and at present striped bass is thebest flsh caught there, one weighing nearlyten pounds being landed last Tuesday after¬

noon by Pete Reill.v, while "Sailor Dan "

the Battery boatman, the same dav landed
a seven-pounder and Billy Disch and GusKlrby hauled in big cods the same day.

BIG COD RUNNING.
Captain Sam Morrow, whose boat carries

many fishing clubs to "The Banks," said]that while the fish have not been "bltin"
very smart," he had been down with apaity, and when the prow of the vessel hadbeen turned toward the city the day's catchwas forty-two, mostly cod, weighing on an
average from fourteen to twenty pounds.lhe States Island fishing resorts have notyet been patronized to any great extentand the amateurs will probably not gothere in very great numbers until about thefifteenth of the month, when sea bass will.begin to run.
