The
Hemarn published the s t of the populati
of the State by counties twanty-four hours befors
the pensiration bore friit, and hence this griping
Qisplayed in another place in the drgus:—

‘“"Baperintendens Porter, of the Consus Bureau,
now has the opportunity to turn the lsugh on the
New' Ypmrx Hematp, Through that newspaper's
profound igunorauce of the method in whico reap-
portionment bills alwayas bave been framed, the
Hynarn allows New York city oaly thirty members
of the Adsombly. According to the Porter census,
a8 & matter of fact, it should allow the meiropolis
thirty-two. The errorof the HEmarp even & child
would detect, for the olty's population is just one-
quarter of the State's and to the end of time one-
quartsr of 1498 will bo thirty-two, not thirty."

New York ought to huve thirty-four members of
Aussmbly, but not on the census returns sxolu-
slvely published on Wedneaday last In ths Azrano
and {n the Afgus to-day. On those figures the elty
is entitled to only thirty by the only falr method
of reapportionment.

CUNBTITULTTONAL LIMITATIOXS,

It iz true that New York's population is one-
quarter of tha population of the whole State. It
woulll svem to & bitter demooratic partisan as if
thet wonldl entitle the olty to one-quarter of the
158 Assmblymen, or thirty-two members, 1§
wonld but for ope alight cbatruction—the State
conetitution, That stands o the woay.

it says that each eounty, no matter how small
in sige or population, muet bavs one membor at
Jeadt, and that the total number of members muat
ubt exceed 128, If you start off by glving New
York one-quarter of the members use It has
one-gaurter of the popnlation, und Kiligs the samo
p‘rbfgﬂton of mepmbers that its populstion benrs
to the teial popniation, and keep on in that
way, you won't have members enough to go round
without doing the rankest kind of injustive to the
counties *'up the State,”

The Heparp, in outlining the reapportionment,
Sl it without party bias.

The Tribune at onoe  telegraphed to Governor
Btopme asking for Glenn the protection of the law,
it belng fearad his arrest and detention were but s
part 1& a scheme to harm bhim for having de-
nounced MeBride us a cold blooded murdersr in
the despatch sont to Chicapo. Governor Fifor was
algo telegraphed to knd asked to use hisinfluence
with the Governor of Mississippl in securing rair
play for Glenn,

President Fish, of the Ilincls Contral road, tele-
graphed the company's attorneys st Winoas to
tule up Gilenn’s onse and procure bail for him at
the ient posaible %. Gienn's despateh to
the Tmibune was rather sévers upon the Bherif,
Mayor and citizens gonaraily of Carrellton, aud
characterized the killing of the Pustmaster am
simply o cold blooded asssssination.

SMILING AT HIS WIFE
- -HE SHOT HIMSELF.

Peculiar Suicide of Corporal Cassidy, of
the Nixty-ninth Regiment, at
His Brooklyn Home.

LIFE ENDED WITH THE YEAR.

He Was in Excellent Spirits and Joking
When He Pulled the Trigger
of His Rifle.

The suicide, by sbooting. of John Cassidy, n
eorporal in the, Sixty-ninth regiment, at his home,
No. 126 Norih Bizth street, Erooklys, ih the pres-
snog of his wife and child and a friend, Thomas
Meyer, a fow minnutes before the advant of tha new
year, which was reported in the Henaup yesterday
was made the subject of investigation hy Coroner
Lindsay during ths day,

Caesidy killed himsslf with s rifle, plicing the
muzzle of the woapon agsinst his abdomen and
pulling back the bammar with hls toes,

He waes twenty-aeven years cld and was con-
slderad n crack marksman, There is no known
motive for the sniclde. Cassidy bhad been merried
nesrly three years snd lived with his wife and their
child on the third floor of the houss No. 126 North
Bixth street. He wua a tlusmith, smployed in
Vogel's tin works on South Ninth street, snd his
domestie life was of the happlest kind,

He left hia apartments eariy on New Year's Eve,
and about ten o'clook at night met Thoman Meyer,
who waa & groomsman st his wedding He in-
vited Meyer to his houss, telllng him that he was
going to get his wifa to prepare a little feast in
honor of the New Year.

They renched the house at elaven o'clock and be-
gon a friendly argumoent ns to what was best to est.
They d upon sges, and Mrd. Cassidy lofts
the housa to gat them., When she was gone Meyaer
went ufter s pitoher of bear, The men were drink-
ing the beer when Mra, Caszidy returned, and shes
immediately began frylng the sausages,

DELINNBATRELY §HOT REIMSELE,

While Meyer was sitting st the kitchen window

Cassldy got up from the Jounge and went Into his

bedroom for his vifie. e took n number of blank
cartridges and  begin to empty the shells of the
composition wadding and ot, which he stuifed
into the barreiof tho gun.

A few minutes before midnight Mra, Casaidy sadd
sha feast wius roady. cneld-yﬂpnz the ritfle ugminst
the wall and took the shoo oft his right foot, He

leked up the rife again nnd, whils amﬂlnﬁ. fhm-
ag the barvel ngaiugt his abdomen, he deliber-
stely foroed back the hammmer with his toos and let
it go off. There was a loud report and Onssidy fell
f!‘ﬂllé n‘;;a"lnu.nse to the floor, elrisking “My God!
od1*
re, Cassidy and Méyer ran out of the room and
Policeman Breanan, of the Bad-
ford avenus station, heard the nrine and when he
reached the room (assidy was dead. Mra, Oasaidy
wos 80 exelted that she was unable to give an in-
telligent aocount of the shooting, and Meyer aldo
seemed d ounded.

KILLED BY A DUMMY ENGINE
AX UNESOWN 3MAN GROUND TO PIECES IN
SOUTH BEOUELYN,

An unkmown man was killed Isst night,

between halfipmst eight snd nine o'clock,
on the duvmmy rosd which ruos from
Twenty-fifth street, South Brooklsm, fo Fort

Hamilton. The exact spot whers he was siruck
could not be determined. The firstintimation that
an aceldent had occurred was the fnding of blood
on the front wheels of an engine when it arrived at
tha depot at Twenty-f{th street and Third avenue

at nioe o'clock. The engineer, who saw the stalns,
then looked it pmong thes running gear and found
there tha upper half of & mun's body fasteneua
Letwaen parts of the machinery.

Both arma were ont off at the elbows and the
body at the chest., The face wus gashied slmost
beyond possibility of recognition. The dead man
lLiad ‘black bair snd whiskers and portions of a
blick coat and veat clung to the remaine

The dupmy rosd Lo Fort Hamilton {5 four miles
long and unlighted for the grenter part of the way.
There nre many unguuded oroesings also, The
dummios are boxed in and the raflvoad people pro-
fessed to be at s loss to kpow how the body could
have got in tha pl where it was found. It s
thought that the mian wus lying down fu the middies
of tha track,

Tle Brooklyn police were searehing for the rest
of the body last night.

rgmn LIVES IMPERBILLED AT THE RAILROAD
CROBSINGS IN JERSEY (ITY,

The platform of & bobtall car was torn off yester-
day morning at the Newark avenus crossing of the
Pennsylvanis Rallroad (o Jersey City. The oar was
one of those on the lne running between the
Fonnsylvania and Erie raflrond depots and ferrios,

The crossing Is om che buslest thoroughture in
the oty and fs guarded by four fiagmen. An in-
coming express tikln was approachiiag at 4 much

more rapid rate than the men calonlated, and
thinking the horse oar could oleatr the rails he
gﬂu the signal to the driver to go akead. Ths

river saw his danger when he resched the conire
of the ralis and whipped up his horss. He sue-
ceeded In getting the body of the chr out of the
way of the pilot of the train, but the rear platform
was struck and torn away. The platform was not
ocoupied and no ome wes hurt.

A dounble ear of the Hoboken line, crowded with
nasengars, hnd & nArrow ageape st the sgme cross-
ug s few hours earlier. The rear platform was

prazed by an sxpress train.

This is the most dangeronus of the many perilons
crossings in Jorssy City. When the rallrond vom-
puny bagan the construction of its elevated road
Tor passenger’ tracks the gated wers removed from
tho crossings and flagmen were stationed st them,
Tho fiagmen ars Bot a8 protective as the gutes,
and many pedestrians ave been killed or
maimed.  The acoidents wers so frequent that the
Board of Aldermen requested the company
to rastore the gates, A fow days ago Mayor Cleve-
land wrote to the company demanding that the
force of guards at the crossings be inorcmsed or
that the company should comply with the ordi-
nanos which Iimits the speed of tralns in the elty
ta six miles an hour,

The company has promised to run {ta
trojus over the elovated rosd mome t
month,
