to a close. General Miles is here, preparing the

It is definitely known that considerably more

perate and as fine fighting men as there are In the
world, are in a strongly fortified camp near the
mouth of the White Clay Creek. Thoy are led by
experienced chiefs and cai be depended on to give
a good account of themselves if a general fight
takes place. Every day brings additions to their

r ranks from the friendlies at the agency, and there
Is a well defined rumor that bands of fightiug men

»re on their way to the camp from other agencies
knd from the British possessions.
General Miles' plan of campaign is said to be

;o completely surround the enemy, enmmon them
io unconditional surrender, and in case of a refusal,which is almost eertain, wipe the rebellious

now and bitter cold it was evident that they did
not relish General Miles' order.

All communication with the railroad is cut off,
except to the officers over the military wiro. There
has bocu no mall service since Sunday, and no one

except Indians to carry telegrams to the railroad.
General Miles sent out a telegram warning settlers
along the railroad.

It is tho general opinion among army officers here
that a decisive battle will be fought within the
next forty-eight hours.

ALMOST EKPKATED THE CUSTEE MAKSACUE.
It is evident rrom the testimony of officers and

men that the Seventh barely escaped the tragic
fate of Custer in the battle of White Clay Cr.-ek.
The troops had passed the Catholic Mission and
were dismounted in the Big Valley, one and one-
half miles wide, just beyond the school. At the
end of this valley is a narrow canyon not ovor
seventy-five feet wide and three hundred yards
long, opening into a small, circular park. It was
the object of the. Indians to draw the troops into
this small valley. The soldiers were getting ready
to make a nish on foot for the top or the hill
when the cry arose that they were surrounded.

Soon the hills began to swarm with braves, and

Before the enemy couid rally from their confusionthe boys in blue withdrew slowly and

sullenly to Pine Iiidge. The enemy are busy stealinghorses and cattle in every direction.
While the blizzard made the old men, women and

children suffer, it will have little or no effect on
the young bucks and warriors, [t is believed that
Little Wound's was the head that planned and directedthe battle, as it showed more generalship
than had been displayed since Bed Cloud's fighting
days.
Old Red Cloud sent in a letter last night claiming

that he was a prisoner, and begging tho soldiers to
coma and save him. This is corroborated by
friendlies, who say that when the stampede took
place Monday old Red Cloud's wife began to throw
things into tho wagons, and said she was for war
and would go out even if her liege lord remained
and fought on the other side.

ALLEGED theacherv op INDIAN SC'OtJT8.
Much has been said about the treachery of the

Indian scouts. There are cases enough to make
every one fear these scouts when away from the
agency, but they are not distrusted as a rule.
Captain Taylor denies emphatically that any of his
men turned against the soldiers, but says they
fought bravely with them, and many soldiers confirmhis words.
Captain Jacob Jackson, of tho Seventh cavalry,

had a narrow escapc, however, from some
who wore the police uniform and soldier
soout fur overcoats and capes. The Captain
had a squad of twenty men chasing
fugitives a mile or more from Wounded Knee,
when half a dozen trailers or hostiles, disguised in
police and scouts' clothing, rode up with a pleasantgreeting, turned, cantered off fifty yards,
wheelad, and without warning opened fire. At the
same time fully fifty more Indians appeared over
the crest of the hill and started for the little band,
who retreated to the creok, firing as they wont.
Captain Benton, who escorted the wagon train of

the Seventh cavalry, says Charles Haywood was in
advance of the train, which arrived within a mile
and a half of Pine Hide*, wlisn three Indians,
dressed as soldier scouts, rodo up. They spoke to
poor Haywood in full sight of the troops guarding
the train and then shot him down in cold blood,
'ihe troop took prompt and instant revenge.

PICKING UP THE WOUNDED.
A party of Indian scouts visiting the scene of

Monday's battle found nine Indians who were
wounded in the fight still alive. Two of them had
been taken to a log hut near by and were being
cared for by a squaw ttiat had remained behind.
The other seven, aii of whom wero found lying in
gullies remote troni tlie battle field, had survived
the blizzard without any attention of any kind.
Two were bucks and the other five wero squaws.
There was scarcely enough lifo left In any of the
seven to pay the scouts for bringing them in, but
they did so, and they are now n?ith the others in
the Episcopal Church.
In addition to the nliie adults found, two tiny

Indian babies, neither of them over three months
old, were found alive. Each was beside the dead
body of itH mother. They were well wrapped up,
but that they survived the fearful weather of the
last forty-eight hours seems & miracle. The little
lnnoeects were brought to the agency, and found
frionds in the wives of somo of iho Indian scouts.
Of thirty-five wounded Indians brought in after

the battle, nearly all of whom were squaws and
children, not one has as yet died, though many of
then are badly mangled with bullets.
Tho rear guard of the party of charity doing

scouts that went out on their search for wounded
'ndiaus wero forced to cxchauge several shots with
some of the roving hostiles. After the late battle
the Indian scouts went over tho field and picked
itp all the disabled hostiles they eould find before
the troops were compelled to hurry in here and
protect the agency from tho uprising that occurred

previously described. The Indian scout that

yesterday by his comrades under command of
Lieutenant Taylor, Kev. Mr. Cook presiding.
The snow storm that has been raging for twentyfourhours has ceased. The weather is warmer,

aud as a result the vigilan1. outlook for a surpriso
by the hostiles. which was allowed to lapse during
tho war of the elements, has been resumed. None
of fie wounded soldiers are any worse, and most
of them seem a little better.

A 1USCHEU KILLED.
Heport has reached here by courier that a foragingparty of Indians from the main camp on White

Clay attacked the ranch of Douglass Points, a few
miles to tho west, last night, killed him and drove
away his four hundred head of cattle.

Francisco have already arrived ana six more aro
expected to-night.

The frienalles, who are camped on White ClayCreeksouth of the agency, robbed the abandoned
tepees of Little Wound, Two Strike and Red
Cloud's camp. All day long their wagons loaded
with plunder streamed from the abandoned camp.

These
regiments have been under orders to move at

desertion of the Pine Ridge and Rosebud agencies
by the apparently friendly Indians within the past
few days it was thought that their presence would
not be necessary
With the addition of these two regiments General

Miles lias now at his command about all the troops
that, can be spared without endangering the lives
of the settlers in the Indian Territory and other
sections of the country where Indians are located.
It would be possible to send a few more light batteriesof artillery with Hotchkiss guns from the
East, but as the crisis will probably be reachod
within tho next forty-eight hours thoir transportationoould not be accomplished in season to be of
any service.
In round numbers General Miles has at his

command about ten thousand officers and men, or
nearly one-halt of the entire army. The actual
fighting strength will, however, fall much below
this number. The following are the regiments
comprising this, tho most important command
General Miles has held since the war:.The First,
Second,Third, Fifth, Seventh, Eighth, Twelfth, Fifteenth,Sixteenth, Seventeenth, Twenty-first and
Twenty-second rogiments of infantry; the First,
Sixth, Seventh, Eighth utul Ninth regiments of
cavalry and four batteries of artillery.
No uneasiness is felt on the part of tho officials

of the War Department as to the ability of this
force to quickly overpower and disarm the treacheroushostiles when tho final strike is make, but
they do not conceal their fears of the loss of many

Those officers now in Washington who are familiar
with the Indian oountry are convinced that the
Indians who have deserted the reservations, anjticipating the movement, have cached large quantitiesof provisions at convenient points in the Bad
Lands and are admirably equipped with rations,
blankets, guns and ponies for a long campaign.
General Schofield this morning received a telegramfrom General Miles, dated at Pine Ridge

Agency, January 1, saying that 3,000 Indians, men,
women and children, and including about six hundredbucks, are now encamped in a section of the
Bad Lands, about fifteen miles from the Pine Ridge
Agency, and there is almost a cordon of troops
around them. General Miles announces that he
hoped to be able to induce the hostiles to surrenderwithout a struggle.
The spot where they are encamped he describes

as somewhat like the lava beds of California, where
the Modccs made their final flcht. it is an excellent
position from an Indian standpoint, but there are
now no avenues of escape, all having been closed
by the troops.
Genera] Miles says the Indians have gathered

some cattle and provisions and appear to be determinedto make their fight for supremacy at this
point. He says he will make another effort to get
them back to the agency without bloodshed, and in
order to do so he has established a regular Blege
around their stronghold.
General Schofield says there is no truth In the reporttelegraphed from the West that General Brooke

had been relieved from his oommsnd at Pine
Ridge. General Miles, he added, has charge of the
campaign, and as it has progressed he has stationed
himself at th6 most convenient points for general
communication with his forccs. Genoral Brooke,
who has been on the field, while General Miles has
been manoeuvring in this way to get to
Pine Ridge simultaneously with the bulk
of the troops, has now left that point
for some other place on the scene of action, and
probably has charge of a section of the forces.
General Kuger will probably remain at St. Paul in
command of the vast region north of the trouble.
His services there are more valuable than they
would be at Pino Kidge.
Secretary Proctor had an interview with the

President on the Indian campaign this morning.

SITTING BULL NOT MURDERED.

The official report of Indian Agent McLaughlin,

at the Standing Kock Agency, North Dakota, in referenceto the killing of Sitting Bull, has been receivedby the Commissioner of Indian Affairs. It
is dated at Fort Yates, December 24. In it be
says:.

"Sitting Bull had two log cabins a few rods distantfrom each other, the wagon road passing between,and ten policemen entered one of the
houses and eight entered the other, so as to make
sure of finding him. They found him in the larger
building of tho two and announced the object of
their mission, which was that he was their prisonerand was to accompany them to the agency.
The polioj also took possession of two rifles and
four hunting knives found in the house.

"Sitting Bull said, 'All right, I will go with you. I
will put on my clothes,' and then sent one of liis
wives to the other house for some clothing that ha
desired so wear. He also requested that his favorite
horse be brought from the stable and saddled tor
him to ride, which was done by one of the policemen.While dressing Sitting Hull caused considerabledelay and commenced abusing the policemen
fer disturbing him, all of which abuse they bore
patiently.
"During this time his followers began to congregate,and when he was dressed and brought out of

the house the followers had the police entirely
surrounded and pressed in close to tho house.

THE TIGHT.
"Sitting Bull then became very much excited

and positively refused to go with the police
and called upon his followers to rescue him.
The police forco in the meantime were
reasoning with the crowd to let them pass out
unmolested and at the some time gradually
forced the Indians back so as to get Sitting Bull
away in safety. Lieutenant Bull Head and
Sergeant Shave Head stood one on each side of SittingBull, with Second Sergeant lied Tomahawk behindhim to prevent his escape.
"At this juncture, with the excitement at its

height. Catch the Bear and Carry tho Kettle,
two of Sitting Bull's main supporters, dashed
through tho crowd and Catch the Bear fired and
the ball struck Lieutenant Bull Head in the right
side. Bull Head then fired at Sitting Bull, the ball
striking him on the left side between the tenth and
eleventh ribs. There was no exit, sitting Bull
also received a gunshot wound in the right
cheek just below the eye, and Sergeant Shave Head
was at the sam3 moment shot by Carry tho Kettle,
and all three fell together. Catch the Bear, who
shot the lieutenant, was immediately shot and
killed by Private of Police Alono Man, and tho
fight then became general.in fact, a hand to hand
conflict.thirty-nine policemen and four volunteers
against aooui one nuuureu anu iuty inuians.
The police soon drove the Indians from
around the building, then charg.-d and drove
them into the woods about twenty rods distant,
after which the police returned to the building and
carried their dead and wounded into Sitting Bull's
house and held the buildings without further
casualties from about half-past flvo to lialf-pant
seven A. M., when the cavalry command of 100
men, under Captain E. 01. Fechct, came in Bight,
when the ghost dancerx, who wove liitl in the adjoiningwoods, fled up Grand River, but after going
up a short distance turned south across the prairio
and through to the Moreau River and Cherry Creek,
on the Cheyenne Paver Reservation.
"A fact worth motioning is that during the fight

a number of women of the Sitting Bull faction attackedthe police with knives and clubs, and the
latter in every instance disarmed them and put
them in one of the houses under guard until the
troops arrived.

NO MURDER.
"In contradiction of the statement which is goingthe rounds of the press thai Sitting Bail was

murdered and that the shooting was commenced by
the police everything proves to the contrary. First,
the clear and corroborated statement of Red Tomahawk(also of Bull Read, who detailed the facts to
me botore his death), and socond, the presenco on
the scene of the rescuing party armed with guns of
all descriptions, the Winchester in tho majority."
