The more than dramatic interest always (

attaching to great Continental co'd spells is j
heightened by some recent researches of M. (

Camille Flammarion, which we reprint to-day
from the European edition of the Herald. (
In a comprehensive study of two late se-

vereEuropean frosts, the astronomer of :

Juvisy finds that the curve of lowest tem- (

perature does not run, as most people would ^
expect, from south to north, but makes on ^
the map tho most curious inflections, some- }
times vertical, sometimes horizontal. Thus t
it sometimes happens that Nice is as cold as ;

Christiania, Norway, though the latter is
eleven hundred miles nearer the North Pole. ^
The discovery of the law by which the j

atmospheric machinery produces gigantic 1
"cold waves," and thus makes long, icy ^
winters, would be as important to humanity (

as Professor Koch's lymph, if the former
discovery should enable meteorologists to ;
give timely warning of intensely rigorous |
seasons. ]
How to account for the erratic curves of

temperature and to predict a cold winter,
are problems which the French astronomer
leaves to meteorologists to solve. Before
great frosts can be predicted the causes of i

tbeir birth and distribution must be care-

fully ascertained. ^
Strange as it may seem the birth of a cold j

wave is due to a movement which begins,
not in the far North, but on the other side
of the Equator, while the South Pole
glistens in the light of its "midnight sun."
From November to March the accumulation
of solar heat expanding the air of the
Southern Hemisphere drives much of it
across the Equator into theNorthera Hemisphere,which it enters through the channels
of the southeast trade wind. Reaching
the belt of northeast trudes and rising
up to high levels of the atmosphere,this air, expelled from austral
regions, rushes northward nnd eastward
as a powerful, dry, upper current, gradually
descending to the earth in high latitudes.
But since the globe contracts more and more

the nearer we get to the Arctic area, the
current, arrested by friction with the earth's
surface, becomes congested and banked up,
forming what is called an auli-cj'clone.
Hence it slowly gravitates back to the southwestward,just as the Gulf Slream, after
flowing on top of the ocean into high latitudesas a northeasterly current, returns to

lower latitudes, largely as aa under current,
in a reverse diroctiou. It is tlio southward

come intensely chilled, as the burning sands ]
of the Sahara, in a few hours, by nocturnal
radiation through dry air, become piercingly

Thus the main facts elicited by M. F.am-
marion's interesting researches become intelligible.
Wny it is (as shown by his map) that the

recent zero temperatures formed so near the
Europeau coast as Paris.as also happened
in December, 1870 and 1879.can be similarly
explained. Places situated as near to our
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Pacific coast as Paris is to the Atlantic clo
not have such intense cold because the
Rocky, Blue and Cascade mountains prevent
the southwestward return of the dry frostbreedingcurrent into the valleys of the
Columbia and Eraser rivers, while there is
no mountain wall affording similar protectionto the valley of the Sjine.
There are strong reasons for believing

that the prediction of abnormally cold wintersin Europe and America can be made
upon the theory that great frosts result from
exceptional pulsations of air out of the
Southern Hemisphere at periods when the
sun's photosphere is considerably disturbed.acondition, which, as Professors
i'oimg, Langley and other astronomers conaludo,is accompanied by an increased radiationof solar heat. It will probably be found
that the severe cold spells in our hemisphere
usually follow extraordinary hot spells in
the Southern Hemisphere. The most intense
sold ever registered in the United States was
63.1 degrees below zero, Fahr., January 1,
L885, at Poplar Hirer, Montana. The Desemberprevious was marked by a mean

:emperature slightly exceeding the normal
it stations in Australia, and Natal, South
Africa, which furnish regular meteorological
reports.
With occasional weather cablegrams from

the southern continents and tropics, and observationsof the feathery cirrus ice clouds
which seem to mark the flight of the upper
"blizzard"-breeding current all the way from
hot to Arctic latitudes, there is no reasonwhy European and American meteorologists,keeping an eye on solar changes,
should not now forecast the great cold
surges a week or more before they debouch
3n the northern continents. The predictionwould be rendered more certain if duo

some days before the "cold wave" forms
temperature on the continent becomes unseasonablyhigh, because cyclonic eddies are

generally developed in the overhead current,and slight offshoots from it, descendng,serve to warm the lower atmosphere,
precisely as the fohn wind descending from
Mpine summits warms the Swiss valleys and
nelts their snows.
