small stoge wai erected In the schoolroon and
to the right of tlie stage and cpening uponit was
& room usad gs o dressing rooui or greenroim by
the children, who bad lor wooks past bam pre-
preparing fur and looking forward to théevent
which was to result in sueh a terrible finale.

Inside this drossing room, just befora fae dia-
sater, a crowd of Joyous cllldren wera galiered,
all the ;:l_rln uf thit party belng in Ught, gauzyatiire,
and many of them coversd {n addition withevtton
waonl, used to represent suow. In addition leveral
of the children carried, danjling on stieksabove
their heads, Hghted Chiness lanterns. The 'ablau
wivant then preparing was Intendod to syobolize
the winter frolics of thy “mummera’” In dayi gone
br. The parents and frionds of the childres were
aseembled in the seboglropm, forming s kappy,
chatting andionee, propared to ndmire and ayplaud
everything saild or dong by their, dear onas.

Srddenly ghriaks of torror isauned from the little
dre=aing room and the audience sprangiualarm
from thair sents, thoe mals portion of the issom-
blage muking a rush for the schoolroom stagi. The
gentlomen ware horror siricken to ses a numbear of
children rush upon ths stage with their cosiumos
on fire. In 4 tmomeont the air wae filled with orios
of terror from thoe children and ladles in the at-
dience, many of whom knew thalr Hitle danrhters
to ba in dangar of theit death, Eeveral ladles
falnted, thus addlog eousllerably to the eonfu-
wlon,

The gentlomen prompily seized the byrning

—Ahildign. theow them uponthe stngo and smothared

the fnmaes which envelopsd iholr garments with
ourtsing, mate;, window blinds—anything they
eould sy hands upon in  the emergency.
Baveral of the gontlemon torn off their
oconts snd used them to save tho lives of the panic
stricken ohildren. While the little ones wera
belng rescued shrioks of terror and groans of
agony rang threughout the building, the horrors
of tha disuster belog almont Beyond description,
but eanily luagined by paronts. Finally, sufforing
ahildrom, ta the number of about twenty, wera
taken to the Wortlsy Infirmary, while others wars
attended to at thely own homes. Up to the present
thers are four dealhs pecorded os the résult of the
disuster and saveral of tle Injured olifldron nre
not expected to recovar. 1

Al Investigation fnto the canse’ nf the disaster
rhows that while the children were gathierad in the
dressing room propueatory to making thele appear-
ances an the stags, oro of the Nttls girls, who was
playing with » lghtod Iamp, scoldentally set fira to
ter clothes. She nttered a ory of terror, tried to
gxtinguish tho dames with hed hands and rushed
toward a {oor lonpding to the stage, Iler
ery and tha sight of the fames
panie. smong the other ehildren, who also
made a rush for the door mentioned, The
resitlt was that a orowd of ehildren wore
ernshed aronnd the ehild, whose clothes wera al-
rondy in finmes, snd thareby ignited the clothing
of twenty or thirty other children, The parents of
tho ftijured sud dend childran sevorely censurethe
pétipla who bad the manngement of the batsar for
not taking precsutions fn the dressing room to
avold kuch i disnster as the otie whioch has just
plunged Wortiay dnto gloom.

Ap-
purently the iofents were in a starving eon-
dition, In spite of the fuot that the poor children
wars lmmaodistely given the best of medical atteu-
tion, snd that they were removed to healthler sur-
roundings, It ls feared thot some of them will die
fromn the effoats of the course of negleet and star-
wation to which they have been subjected by the
WOman.

Mra. Rooves, In any cass, will be prosscuted to the
full extent of the law, ana should one of the chil-
dren din, thse charges of murder msy be mads
against the 'baby farmer.”” ‘The police are doing
their utmost to find the parenty of the unfortunate
infants, Should the search of the authorities prove
suceessful furtber arrests will follow.

This information 18 based on personal assurances
given by Lord Ballsbury to 8ir Charles Tupper,
Canadian High Commissioner st London, and to Sir
John Thompeon, Canndinn Minister of Justice, last
autumn and offipially remswed &inece then by

Beyond tho fact that the number and atrength of
the vessals on tha Pacifio station will be materiaily
augmented with & viow to any foreible mensures in
contemplation by Mr, Hlaine, it fs impossibie
to obtaln at present any informstion respecting
tha arrang=ment to be made by the Admiraity for
tho protection of British vossels and eeal fishers
in Beliring Sen.

Ordera to flve ware given
and at the first discharge Toledo and two of his
comymaiond fall mortally wounded, Other con-
epiretors wern at the rear of the barsacks, with
the intention of selzing the extensive depot of
rifles and ammunition stored in the fort, ang, un-
nwars of the futs of thelr leader, procescoed (o the
aecomplishment of that objeot, but with & similar
fallure, 5

Pierols, with a fow followers, was at the farm
of Hanta Heatrice, near the Exposition, awaiting
the sigoal to apreach, which was to have been tha
firing of acannon. Defeat was so immediate that
no signsl oould be glyen, and the ax-Diatator was
agaln disappointed.
