The warrant for lils arreat was issued by Judge
Androws, of this eity, Miss Tofls was Jeft the in-
coma of $11,842 84 for lifatlme, the proparty to ba
dlvided nt her death nmong other relatives, Anrol
Griswold and Shaw were named as exscutors,

Griswolll died {n 1830, but bafors his death he ro-
nounced his trust and Shaw became sole executor,
taking pomsassion of the maseis on Heptember 28,
1880, An accounting to the Surrogate of Albany
cuunty, on November 11, 1885, siiowed the estats to
amount to §12,309 18. Of this snm Miss Tufls waa
entitled to an incomo of £65a month. ®he ¢laima
to have recelved from Hhaw only about $300 and
that ho still owes hor £5,000 finpald income from
tho estata.

Mr, Woodrufl also eald that the grain businsss
was not sonsidersd o ths organization of the new
comipany, which would look ehisfly to the increas-
