REINFORCEMENTS FOR THE HOSTILES,

Nearly a Thousand Young Warriors, Fully
Armed, Have Left mﬁndlng Rock
for the Bad Tnnds.

. PmwE Bmoex AcENox, B, 1., Jun, 8, 1801.—That soma
of the forces under Geners Carr bave bean in
battle with the hostile Indiansthere s every reason
to beliove, but ss yat definils news of the fight
and its result has not been revoived here. At tho
mo#t, the army officers hers believe, & has besn
wimply & skirmish, in which but a few men on
nither side were engaged.

An Indizo soout brings In the regorcthat the en-
gagemeut ook pluce on Grase (freek, n Hitle stronm
which rises about sight miles north of here and
empties Into the White River,about twenty miles
north of Wounded Enes, whire Monday's Dbattle
betweéen the Sevenih cavalry and Big Foot's band
occurred, A band of Cheyeuns hostiles, ho snys,
chuarges camp of some of feneral Chrr's Indlan
seouts, and aftor s sharp fghtdrove them In, &fll-
ing several of them, Regulass csmo up, bowever,
and the hostiles weres drivenback with some loss.

It s rogarded 8 strange hees that General Milas
hau zeceived no officlal reportof the fight,

Beports of trouble and dimension i the camp
of the bostlles continue to cone in bera from the
spies and seouts. Red Cloud ind his men are said
to be stiil in the mind to come back to the ngeney,
and Hicking Bear and the olhar hostile chiefs
khreaten to shoot down the firs man who attempta
to leave the camp. How much truth therse is in
thess reports is problematicl.

PREPARING FOR JEFENCE,

Dotachments of troops {rom various points east
and scuth of here are arrivisg, snd the agency la
pow sufficiently garrizonod towithstand an attack
from the hostiles should one be nttempted. Com-
pauias of Infantry bave fortilsd themselves east,
west, north and south of the sgeney on hills eom-
manding & good view of the sirrounding eountry,
and 1t would be impossible fo! the hostiles to ap-
prosch without belng discorered. Rifle pits and
board shelters are being bullt for this pioket line,

It is understood that thete will beno torward
movement of the military forges until Sunday
night or Monday, or until Red Cloud and his fol-
lowers are given an opporfinity to break awsy
from the hoetile camp und refury hare,

Ohtef Hump and another Injian cnms in to-day
trom Cheyenpe Agency to renfer the goviroment
ol mssistance possible durlng the present crisia.
Black Henrt visited the hostilocamp lest night and
returned with four Indlsn :bildren whom he
rescued from the hostiles. Black Heart was sent
out by Major Burke.

THE WOUSDRD DOING WELL.

The wounded in the fight Inst Monday and Tues-
duy are doing well and in the morning thres
wounded officers and gighteer wounded soldlery
will ba removed to Fort Kiley, San,, for treatiuent.

Conflicting reports were recelved lLere as to the
number of Indians killed atd wounded in the
ekirmish north of the sgency Juesday, one report
eaying that the Indisns did not bave a man
wounded or killed. Indinns who werein the hos-
tile comp since the fight teil & differsnt story nnd
say the Indians suffered severely in both killad
and woundaod.

Une old squaw, who escaped from thore yester-
day, saye there wers s heap desd’ apd that npearly
every other tepss has & wododed warrior in ik
This story bears out what the eavalry officers and
oavalrymen said of the loss on fhe Indian side. Ac-
cording to what the officers say who werein the
battls Tuesday the Indiuns kad about twenty-
thres killed, but the exeet nutcher of wounded is
notgknown.

Lisutenant Taylor, of the Niuth envalry, who is
In eommand of the Indiun spouts, s doing
good work with his men, sad their mnseful-
oesd in the Plruuunt. eampaign cannot be over-
patimated. 'he principai difiouity tbhat the
Heutenant hes to contend with liss in
the fact that in a fight it is a hard [matter to pre-
vent the woite Soldiers from shooting his scouts,
88 many of the hostiles bavp obtained blue
clothes, It (s not koown where they seeured the
blus ¢iothing, but they undounbtedly wear them
for the purpose of perplexing the soldiers during
battic,

INDIAN $COUTH RHOULD $% MAREED,

These facts sbow the mecessily of providing
these loyal soouts with some distinguishing mark
that ounnot be counterfeited by thoe hostiles
Lisnteuant Taylor is an experienced officer and
the cxoollent disclplino of soouts duritg the brisf
period since ho began training tham speaks highly
of hik ability as an oficer and & soldler.

One of the sad Incidents of the pampaign was a
poalal oard recelved at tho Post Qifice hero yeater-
day from the father of Hospital Bteward Pollook,
who was killed in the Wounded Knes battle Monday.
The postal reads:—*“If yon bave not written par-
ticulars of the bastle write us qulekly how you
are.” The poutal was written Tuesday bafors the
writer learned that his son was among the sluin.

FATHER UBAFTS DOING WELL.

Tenlled on Father Crufts lest evening and found
him aitting up in & chilr aod able to converse
quite freely, aithough not to any great length., He
now ssems to bo out of danger, very njuch to the
surprise of even hia physlclans. He i in the
Cuthollo #chooi house here st the agency, and is
recpiving all the atiention pecessary.

The body of Miller, one of the government
herders hare, who has been missing for some threa
days past, has been found several miles west of the
spency riddled with bullets,

A suall detachment of troops has been sant to
the scene of Monday’'s battle onm Wounded Enes,
where many bodies of the [ndians slain remain
at. These will be either buried on the ground or
{muuht to the agency.

HOPES TO AVOID A FIGHT.
GENERAL SCHOFIELD DOEB XNOT BELIEVE BAT-

TLE W1 H |HE HOSTILES NECESSARY,
Wasurwaron, D. €., Jan. 3, 1801, —General Scho-
field this morning recsived the following telegram
from (Glenernl Miles dared Pine Ridgs, January 2:-
“There is s report from the Imdian camp this
morning that Hed Oloud and Littie Wound are de-
termined to como in with thelr following. Their
lives bave beon threatemed by the hostiles, who
sre determined w0 go to war, There is also
& report from tho ssme source of st engagement
batween ths Tndians and the eavalry, in which
quite s number of soldiers wers killed and mome
Iudisns. If this I8 oorrecy it is probably on the
lino of the White River. Goneral Brooke now has

command of that liue snd will give the necessary
direotions.*'’

General Scbolield snid after this telogrsm had
been givan out that nothing additional had been
repeived up to the presant time. *“I think that thia
deapatoh throws a favorable Hght on the situation,
We ure still enpouraging General Miles and hoe i&
encouraging us, and [ stil} have hope thet we shall
yei be abla 10 get the Indinns into caep withoot &
fight.”

The Commissioner of Indian Affairs to-day re
ceived from Indisn Agent Royer the following
tolegram dated Fine Bldge Ageucy, January 4:—
“Number two and thres day school bulldings snd
Eplscopal Church, all located on White Olay Ureek,
n' distunes from the agenoy, burnsd by hostilo
Indians, I=asc Miller, & white mun and former
lrragular employé oo bea! herd, was killed by hostila
Indisne yesterdsy tem miles morth of ugency,
About 3,000 men, women and oulldren, oampad near
the moith of Grass Creek, fifteen miles northeast
of agency, who are hostile and refuss to come into
the agency as requested by the miiitery, are com-
mitting all kinds of dopredations and liviog off our
ngenoy beet herd. Little Wound, Big Road, Hed
Cloud anid thelr peopls are wmoug them, and it ia
reported they want to como into the agency, but
Two Strike, Short Bull, Kicking Bear and their pso-
ple object, sud say they will kill the first one that
staria to the ugency.”’

South has also ingreassd in & very encouraging
manner.

Yot while we are highly gratitiad at the progress
made, we cannot 2loss our eyes against some pain-
fol fapts. Although she school bouses are multi-
plylng nod teachers are making their way iuto the
remote districts of every State In the Unlon, still
there are vast numbers who are repeiving no in-
struction whatever. Lasl year there were 1,103,000

perdons of schoul age who wsttended no school
The number of illisarates is incressing rather than
docrousing. Childran are belng boru faster than
they oun be educated,

Large numbors of teschers have but a meagre
¥nowledge of the branches thay are attempiing to
toach and do not wnderstand wyen the first prin-
oiplss of glving insiruction,

Again, there id snch & scarcity of skilled laborersa
along the celored peupls and such & demand for
skillod labor a3 to pesire us thet much yet remsing
to be done bafore our work is falrly entabudshed,

In visw of these appalling facts we appesl to tho
public for more cortajn aud hearty supyort In the
proggoution of the education of this portion of
the Amerigan youth.

As i meawure of protection sgalnst the ovils of
an illiterwio aod dexradad citizeuship, we belleve
it the duty of Cuongroes to provide national ald for
the public scbhools of the Btutes to, beapplied in
proportien of the {lliteraecy in tuose Stuten.

We would renew the expresslon of our confidence
in the work of the higber education of the nesro
now golng ou in the varions schools established
for that purpose.

(f the needs of the schools it says:—*'A form of
endowment that s greatly needed and that will
ylold speedy and abundant fruit, is of scholar-
shipt. There are many young men and women who
sre almost up to tha stindard of self-supjors, who
would be greatly helped by & scholarsbip of small
Inoome,

“We smphasiza the lmportance of industrial
training sohools for the ecolored youth, and ave
doing all that Is possible with the racilities pro-
vided for its promotion.

“We have watched with unabated Interest the
advanoing provisions made by some of the Southern
States for the common schools within their
borders, But with all the wsdvances made
many States wre atlll far below tha idesl
stundard, Inm this conneetion we desire to Im-
press  the fundsmental prinoipls underlying
the Amerioan puble s=chool aysitam, namely,
that the property of the Htate must sdueats the
ohlidron of tha State, and any disoriminstion
agoinst any olass on the busis of sither religion or
race ls revolutionsary and subversive of the prinel-
ple on which the system is founded. We inalat
that no basis of divislon of funds Is aquitable sax-
capt thit which regards numbars alone.

“"We appeal to the publie fur justice in bahalf of
our rising yonng men and women, wlio have shown
themeae/ves competant to Al stations of trust and
hunor, We ask that suoh persons be not diserim-
{nated againat on the sepore of eolor when other
conditions are equal.’

STILL HELD BACK.

Mr. Harrison Gives No Intimation
of When He Will Lay It
Before Congress.

SIR GEORGE BADEN-POWELL'S REPORT.

He Favors Regulation of the
Fishery for the Benefit of
All Nations.

Bo far ns the publio known, the corroapondsnce
may not be published for weeks. It will be five
wieks next Mondsy since tho President diselossd
in his message that "the diferencs baotween tha
two governments touching the fur geal guestion in
the Behring Sea is not guite adjusted, ns will be
#esn by the correspondence, which will soon be
luid before Cungress."

Beaders 0f thes Hupaun know that seven months
ago thera wae flad at the Stute Department a threat
from the British government of such temor that
President Harrison was compellad to order another
member of his Cabinst to revoke orders Issusd for
guidance of the revenus vessels in patroiling the
waters of Alaeka, or involve the nation in publie
bumliliation or war. When this becames kunown
through the exclusive publication in the HrrALD
ofjall the facta & report suddenly became current
ip Washington in officfal and diplomatic chaunels
thar the rteagon for the blunder amd its conse-
quences were due to President Harrison's inter-
ferenoe with the Behring .Sea negotistions, for he
had taken them out of Mr, Blaine's hands.

It was not only gossip of the olubs and legations,
but was printed, widely ciroulated and vndenisd
until President Harrison vebomently branded it as
& falsehood malicicnsly invented to injure his ad-
minigtration. By whom ke did not appear to care
to know. At that time the President also took oc-
ecasion tosay thet unless Congress did someathing

COrrawa, Ont, Jan. 8, 1861.—Tha report which
8ir Jeorge Buden-Powoll has submitted to Lord
Salisbury on the Belring Bes seal fishery more
thanu confirms all that has bean contended for by
this government. Sir Geprge finds that seal life in
Bebring Sea has not diminished sinece Canadian
vessels bagan tu engage regularly in tho seal fishary,
and that the methods of marine sealing thus far
pursued afe 0ot in themselves wasteful nor dan-
gerots to the parpstulty of the Indusiry.

He deems it important, Bowever, &8 & messure of
precsution that some internationsl regulstion of
tho fur seal fishery sbhould be sffected. This reg-
ulation he would not confine to ilehring Sea, but
would extond to sll the publio waters whera the
fur soal oongrégates or through which it pashes to
its propaaating or hiberoating grounds.

He takes lsaue broadly with Mr. Blaine's agser-
tious that the nature and hablta of the seal snd
tha inseparable conpomitants of marine sealing
neoessitnte n restriction of seal killing to opers-
tions conducted at the rookeriew. He declares the
seal fishory to be an industry of too grest a value,

and ths right of all uations to participate
in it nunder roper regulstion to bs too
clearly establisled to justify a surrender

to Mr. Blaine's extracrdinary and unsupporied de-
mands.

He Intlmatos that an abandonment by the British
government of the right of Her Majesty's subjeots
to engage in the fishery would simply resuitin
leaving a wido open door for the fishermen of othsr
pations whoss governments might aot be found so
complaisaot as our own.
