The Behring femn Correspondenc-,

President Harrison has at last awnkened
to the importence, urged by the Herarp, of
laying the Behring Sea matter before the
people.

The correspondence was sent to the Houge
yesterdny, The latest expression of views
on the subject is Lhe letter of Secretury
Bleine to Sir Julian Pauncefote dated De-
cember 17,

1n this the Secretary undertakes to main-
tain the right of the United States to monop-
olize the seal fisheries on the basis of the
Russinn cession. In our opinion he sigually
{ails for the reason that the claim cannot be
substantiated on that basis,

As the Hgrazp Lin§ already shown, it mat-
ters not what right Russia in terms sold to
the United States, or wha! right Mr, Blaine
may think we got from Iussia. In real
estate lInw a grantor can convey no betier
right than he bas himself. Even a war-
ranty deed is not conclusive proof of fitle.
A defeet in the seller’s title is a defect in
the buyer's. The sume principle lolds in
the law of nations. HKussia could not con-
vey to us and we could not nequire from her
any right greater than her own, Henge the
eruecial guestion is not whet she actuslly
eaided to us but what she bhad the right to
concede,

Mr. Blaine says she ceded the control of the
geul fisheries in the open waters of Behring
Sea, Admit that she Jdid. Back of that is
the vital guestion whether Russia hal any
right sither to ¢xsrcisge or convey exclusive
jarisdiction over the high sens orany part
thereof. Nor onn that right be acquired by
exercising it for a serica of years without
molagtation, as Mr, Blaine argues, Iint os
vmatter of fact, both England and the United
patis protested against the Rassian elsim
coptrol,
he papers now given to the public only

serve to empnsize Mr. Bluine's inabuity 1o
maintain the clum be  advanced nnd his
mistaks in refusing to submit the guestion
to fair arbitration. To pnt forward a claim
to monopoly beyond the three mils limit
without being prepared to show either thut
Behring Sesa is a closed sen or that na-
tional control may be asserted on the high
seas was simply to invite diplomatic fail-
ure and national humiliation, A tyro
in  international law or diplomnoy
ought to know that such a claim cannot be
succeasfully meintained by erguing that the
acts of the Canadinn sealers are *“agoinst
publie policy” or that the seals are ours be-
cause they breed in our waters, Mo plead
“eomity of nations” is to ask a favor rather
thon demund a right, while to base the claim
on tha Hussinn cession is to nssume that
Russia bad a right on the high sess never
conceded to any nation. Nor is the claim
strengthened by eiting the vaine of the seal
fisheries and the danger of their exterming-
tion. If they are notours their preserva.
tion is to bs sought by international means,

Mr. Blaine bos not found this & promising
field for Dbluff, jingoism or a *‘vigorous
foreign poliey.”” He hos failed not only to
muintain his eluim over lis diplomatic
adversary, but aslso to convingce Uis own
countrymen of its soundness, We foney
that both My, Blaine snd Mr. Harrison now
roalize this, and the mistake of not having
accepted just arbitrution when it was
offered,

Fortunalely it is not yet too late for arbi-
tration, snd we are confident that this is the
best if not the only way out of the muddie.
We think the people will not enly ap-
prove bat demand fair and just arbitration,
by which we do not mesn arbitration with a
gupranty beforehand that Mr. Blaineg's claim
sball be sustained.

Indeed, Mr, B aine himself now opens the
woy to this by an offer which shows a dis-
position to cowe down {rom the high horse
ho has been riding and which gives promise
of an amicable settlement of the dispute.

Upper New York.

The most significant snnouncements and
suggestions in Mayor Graot's message benr
upon the improvement of New York beyond
the Harlom,

‘Lho new Washington Bridge is openand s
magnificent span is soon to take the place
of the rickety Mucomb's Dam structure,
The municipal anthorities, the Mayor an-
nounces, are co-operating to the best of
their ability with the federal government in
pushing the Harlem waterwny improvement
from the Sound to the Hudson, The im-
mediate improvement of the lands taken
for parkways in the annexed distriet is
recommended by the Mayor—grand thor-

- oughfares which will connect the great system

of new pavlksand epeniupan vast territory
now devoted to farming parposes that will
immediately become valuable for building
sites.”

Here is a vast area inviting settlement—
an attractive site for g new city. The new
aqueduct affords an unsurpossed water
supply for it. To it may be extended our
improved police, fire, public works and
bealth service. But one thing ls wanted to
set in motion all the forces that will canse a
new city to spring up, and that is rapid
transit,

This, then, ns Mayor Grant says, is the
groeatest need of ths meiropolis—the most
important matter that confronts the munie-
ipal aunthorities, And with equal truth
does he ndd that **when a system of rapid
transit is complete snd developed and the
streats and avenues of the upper portion of
the elty nre opensd a populstion more
then equailing that contained within the
limits of tha city nt this time can be readily
and copveniently accommodnted.”

Give us rapid transit and the groater New
York will follow.

!iucha: Consumption Cure Under Fire.

It is significant that foreign experts and
American physicinns who lave wvisited
Berlin and clinically studied Professor
Koch's treatment of consnmptives have ex-
pressed favorable opinions of its therapentic
yulue in phihisis, while the oriticisms snd
disparagements of his work bave come
mostly from doctors who have stadied it
only on paper, or have had no personal ex-
perience in subjecting it fo adequate tesis
in hospitsl practice,

The fact that, the constitunents of the
lymph huve not yet been made known ren.
ders it impossible for any doctor to speik
nuthoritatively as to its curative power in
consnmption. But the report of cases in
the New York hospitals in our local columns
to-day indieates that patients suffering from
pulnionary tuberoulosis have already de-
rived marked benefit from the new treat-
ment,

Ten dnys ogo tha Medical Record said:—
“It must be conceded that Kool's lymph has
shown no special remedial power against
pulmonary tuberculosis,"” 'Thisdoes not ap-
pear to be the opinion of the American ex-
perts who have rocently been to Berlin, and
hence bave bad the ast opportunity of see-
ing the lymph experiments in phthisis.

The lymph has been on trial in New York
scarcely four weeks, nnd hence no American
plhysicinu can bs competent to determine
from aotual observation that it has no specinl
remedisl power ngainst pulmonary tuber-
onlogis. Dr, H. P. Loomis on the 3d inst.
reported in the Record six cuses of the
dread disease, which he has been treating
with the lymph at Bellevue Hospital from
nine to twenty days, and in this short time
thore was nt least a slight improvement in
almost every cnse, A few months hence
perhaps it will be possible for those physi-
cians who have persistently employed the
Koch treatment in pulmonary tuberculosis
to form a relinble opinion of its curative
value in that malady.

Yon can settle down on one fact—namely,
that the apportionment in New York State
will not be bused on Porier's fraudulent
consus.

Il Porter wants to cheat this eity out of
two hundred thousand people asd Breoklyn
ont of fifty thousand more—a total of a
round quarter of a million—that is his busi-
ness. If, ng we have always maintained,
that censug was (nkeéa in the interest of the
republican bosses and for the purpose of
suppressing any additional representation
to which democrata are entitlad, why, the

républicau lepders who suceesdinlly ployed
the irick must answer to the people at the
next election,

But to suppose for a single ingiant that we
shall adopt Porter's bumbug census is some-
thing more than preposterous. We shonld
then be guilty of condoning his offence and
deprive ourselves of one Stats Senator and
at least four Assemblymen. Our growth en-
titles us to these five additionu]l members of
the Legislature, and it is not the habit of the
men in this section to take anything less
thon the full emount which is due,

When the Legislature meets its first bnsi-
ness will be to order an enumeration of the
inhabitants of this Stats, After that has
been done we will have a reapportionment
on the basis of figures which we know to be
correct. Porter may undercount us, but we
shall not follow sunit and undercount oui-
selves by accepting his aggregntes,

Not'a bitof it. Weare bound to nceept
the fodeml census as the basis of national
representation, beeause the republicans of
Congress nrs in the mnjority and bave re-
fused to give uafair pluy, but we do it under
protest. For Btate representation, however,
weo must have our own figures or there wiil
be trouble,

It is to be hoped that Governor Hill will
stand firm in thiz matter.
