Cotillion, fourth
choioe, 6 to 1, beat her opponents in the second
race of one mile. Mabel Glenn, 1 to 5, almost
spread-eagled her competitors in the third contest
of five furlongs, and though she carried tho top
weight won like the grand filly that she is.
The fourth race, of one mile and a sixteenth, was

the upset of the occasion. There were four
scratches, but A1 Farrow, Gendarme, Jack Rose
and Salvini faced the starter. A1 Farrow and Jack
Rose ruled as favorites.even money, straight, and
1 to 4 place being the figures. The Al Farrow
syndicate played him in the strongest possible
manner, deeming the race a sure thing for
him. The Jack Rose people were almost
as confident and backed him to win thousands.
Salvini was 10 to 1 on most of tho boards end a few

LAST BFAfON'B RESULTS AT THE DISTANCE AS

COMPARFD TVII H THO<-E OF 1889.
When in 1871 Fadladeen and Salina in successive

days ran a milo in 1:43 the racing public marvelled
at tho performance, and many predicted it was an

exhibition of a rate of speed that a quarter of a

century might equal but never excel; and when
six years later Ton Broeck accomplished his feat of
reeling off a like distance in 1:30% few there were

who doubted that the great son of Phaeton had
hung up an unbeatable mark. In 188!>, on twenty
different occasions, horses beat the time scored by
Fadladeen and Salina, but although 1:40 was once

beaten, a small margin saved the day for Ten
Broeck's figures. It remained, however, for the
past season to take precedent over other years, as
not only was a new record for this popular distancemade, but no less than three horses beat tho
time scored by the horse whose fame was sufficient
to warrant his appreciative owner to orect a handsomeand oostly monument over the spot where
his ashes now mingle with the mother dust. No
less than 143 times was 1:43 beaten during tho past
racing season, while forty more times itp equal was

hung up irom the timer's stand.
