SOME CHIEFS READY FOR PEACE

They Visit General Miles with Red
Cloud's Son and Talk About

Returning to the Agency.

SHOT BY FORSYTH'S OWN GUNS.

His Men Were in Range of Them
at Wounded Knee and Awful

Slaughter Resulted.

Pthb Ridge Agency, S. D., Jan. 6, 1891..Big Road,

Little Haws, Jack Red Cloud, Ha Dog, Left Hand
Crane and the other chiefs wno carna in yesterday
from the hostile camp and held a conference with
General Miles in the evening and this morning returnedto-day to the hostiles. Their principal demandwas that troops be removed from here beforetheir followers came in. The talk during the
ounoil was very plain on both sides, and a thoroughunderstanding was reaohed.
Jack Red Cloud dropped into the Herald headquartersa few moments this morning before his

departure. He said the Indians belonging at this
agency were anxious to return and live in peace,
but that they were prevented by the Brule or RosebudIndians. He declared that his people would
make a fight to leave the hostile camp, and that his
father. Red Cloud, would be .brought away from
them at all hazards.

HIS SINCERITY DOUBTED.

There are many here who doubt Red Cloud's sincerityIu the maitor, and insist that he eould have
come before this had he been determined to do so.

Jack Red Cloud had with him a small oanvas sack,
which he brought in for the purpose of getting his
father's mail from the Post Office and taking it out
to him. This would indicate that Red Cloud does
not expect to be here himself for several days.
The news sent the Herald last night of the small

band of Indians who passed east of hero, going
southward early in the morning with a troop of
cavalry in pursuit, showed that the savages were

already beginning to desert tho hostile village,
This is the usual thing in Indian warfare. As soon

as tho prospects become favorable for a "showdown"on the pait of tho troops many of the Indians
who bad been loudly boasting of their desire to
tn«::t the soldiers and die fighting them take advantageof the first opportunity to escape. Then
they sxieuk to their own reservation, scatter in twos
and threes, and live on the outskirts until all
trouble has blown over. If it comes to another
fight with the Indians the hostiles' strength will be
weakened to a certain extent by Indians of this
class, who are the first ones to create trouble and
nag their brethren on to warfare, when they gracefullyget out from under and let their dupes do the
fighting.

THEIR POSITION STRENGTHENED.

The military position here lias been greatly
strengthened by the construction of earthworks
north, south, east aud west of the agency. Two
Indians who came in to-day from the hostile camp
say that all the Indians from this agency who are

now there will return, but on account of having
many wounded with them they must be given
time, as it is impossible to travel fast.
Medical Director Dillas Bache sent word
out with the delegation of hostiles who
came lu yesterday that if their people would send
the wounded Indians here the government would
care for them. The proposition pleased the Indians,who said they would tell their people of the
kind offer.
Lieutenant Gresham, of the Twentieth cavalry.
who pursued the Indians mentioned in last night's
despatch, returned to camp here during the

night, not having been able to overhaul the enemy.
The tale bearers, who are responsible for a great

deal of the present trouble, are again busily engagedin carrying the most barefaced lies between
the military here and the hostile camp. The latest
tales they have circulated in the camp of the
iavages ia that the military have disarmed and
killed all the friendly Indians who remained here
after the stampede a week ago. Of oourse the
leaders of the Indians cannot bo hoodwinked by
these concoctions, but there are scores who bolieve
anything that is told them, and it is this ..element
that is determined not to submit to the authority
of the government.

a nw shots exchanged.

\ A number of shots were exchanged during the
night between the pickets and some Indians who
were discovered prowling about the outskirts of
the agency. No one was hurt. One of the wounded
Indians brought* in Sunday from the Wounded
Knee battlefield died last night.
This is ration day, and a long string of squaws

have been standing in front of the commissary
nearly all day waiting their turn to draw rations.
This sight during war times shows where the governmentcould bring about another roform that
would result in much good. If the male Indians
wcro compelled to draw the rations for
their families in person they would bo In
no hurry to desert the peaceful paths of
life and go upon the warpath. There is
no doubt but that scores of squaws r'rom the savage
camp were present to-day and drew rations which
will be taken to the hostiles who defy the power
and laws of the government. The male adult
Indians should be compelled to draw the rations
for thoir own families or bo without.

moiie friendly indians.

The village of friendly Indians here is constantly
growing larger. Hardly a night passes but several
Indians, undoubtedly from tue hostile oamp, come

In aud cast tneir fortunes with the friondlies who
Have remained loyal to the government. It is estimatedthat there aro but three hundred warriors
in the hostile camp who are really determinedto fight. Of course, should the troops
attack them now, the wholo camp would stand
together. The delay is caused beoause of the desireto separate them aud allow those who
stampeded from hero uudor the belief that they
were to be disarmed and then killed to separate
from those who will not come in at all. All the
troops :.re within easy striking distanco of the
bostiles should a forward movement be inaugu-
rotefl.
A littlo Indian baby girl about three months old,

being one of the two miraculous survivors of the
battle of Wounded Knee, who lay for three days
besido the dead body of its mother, has been
adopted by Mrs. Allison Xailor. a wealthy lady of
Washington. Major John Burke, manager of
Bufl'alo Bill's Wild West Combination, stood as godfatherto the child, and had it christened Maggie
C. N.uloi, the first name and initial being those of
the child's new found benefactress.

General Schofield telsgrapliad in reply under date
of January 2:.

In view of the aspect of the case presented In your
telegram 0f yesterday it will bo bettor not to deliver my
message to the Seventh cavalry until I have seen your
report after the investigation von propose. Therefore
you will please wlthhola it until further advised by me.

THE PRESIDENT DISAPPOINTED.
He also telegraphed General Miles again on the

same day as follows:.
Your despatch to me of yesterday and that to the AdjutantGeneral have been shown to the President, and In

reply the Socretary of War directs me to say:."The
President has heard with great regret of the failure of
yonr efforts to secure the settlement of the Sioux diffiiculties without bloodshed."
He suggests that possibly a watchful observation of

tho hostile bands that wonld prevent their breaking into
thu settlement and give the Indians time to recover from
tUoir present excitement wonld be well. But ho leaves
all this to yonr bettor information and discretion, and
would not have yon omit anything that is necessary to
proteet the settlements. H e hopes that the report of the
killing of women an9 children in tli« affair at VTopnded
Xneo is unfounded, and directs that you canse an immediateinquiry to be raade and report the result to the
department. If there was any unsoldierly conduct you
will relieve the responsible oliioer, and so use the troops
engaged there so as to avoid its repetition.
General Schofield received a telegram from GeneralMiles at Pine Ridge, dated January 5, as follows:.
In accordance with your telegram and President'!

order I have detailed a board of officers consisting of
Colonel Carr, Sixth cavalry: Major Keat, foorth Infantry,and Captain Baldwin, Fifth Infantry, to investigatethat affair at Wounded Knee. Is this in conformity
with the President's directions, and doe* he direct that
it constitute a court of inquiry with power to taka testimonyunder oath? Colonel Korsyth's command consistedof officers and 403 men. Eighty-two liidiaus
and sixty women and children were onriea on or near
the ground. I hare relieved Colonel Forsyth from command.

GBNERAL MILES MUST INVESTIGATE.
General Scliofield telegraphed General Miles on

January 6:.
In reply to your telegram of yesterday I am directed

by the Secretary of War to Inform you that it was not
tbe intention ot' the President to appoint a court of iuquirynor to order at this time in the midst of the campaignany further inquiry than you conld yourself mate
without the necessity of a court, the purpose being simplyto determine whether any officer bad been so far
dorelict in duty as to make it noeessary to rolieve him
from command, snch result to follow npen the inquiry
which you wero expected to cause to be mnde. You wero
expected yourself iirst to inquire into the facts, and in
the evont of Its bolng dUolosod that there had been nnsnldierlyconduct to relieve the responsible officer. The
directions of the President were suggested by your
taie^ram of the 1st inst. to roe.

The Commissioner of Indian Affairs has reoeived
the following telegram, dated to-day, from Indian
Agent Royor at Pine Ridges."Chief Herder
Hughes has returned to the agency with three
hundred cattle. We have no information as to
whether thore are any more scattered over the
range. Hugh says he thinks the hostiles burned
the ranche after ho left."

It is stated at the Indian Bureau that these three
hundred liead are all that have been recovered
from the original herd of about thirty-live hundred
head driven off by the hostiles.

ARMY MEN DISPLACE AGENTS.
GEXEBAL MILKS' SUGGESTION THAT THE MILITARYTAKE ENTIRE CONTROL ADOPTED.

|FROM ODE BKGULAB OORBE8POXDENT.]
Washington, Jan. 6, 1891..President Harrison

has decided to accede to General Miles' suggestion
that military officers be appointed to take charge
temporarily of the five Indian agencies near the
scene of the present hostilities. The subject came

up before the Cabinet at its meeting to-day and was

thoroughly discussed, with the final result as

stated. It is understood that Secretary Noble was

induced to withdraw hiB opposition to General
Milos' proposal before the ond of the Cabinet conference,though the influence of the Interior Departmenthas been arrayed hitherto against all
military interference.

MILITARY MEN ASSIGNED.

Acting under instructions from the President,
Secretaty Proctor this afternoon sent a dospatch to
General Miles, informing him of the decision and
naming Captain E. P. Ewers, of the Fifth infantry;
Captain F. E. Pieroe, of tna First infantry; Captain
Cyrus A. Beinst, of the Eighth Infantry, and Captain
J. M. Lee, of the Ninth infantry, as tha officers to
be placed in charge of four of the agencies under
consideration. For the fifth place. General Miles
was instructed to sel.iot some officer instead of
Captaiu Dougherty, originally sugpested by the
General, because both Dougherty and Pierce belong
to the First regiment and It was, thought better to
have the several appointments made from different
regiments.
The agencies affected by this change are the

Standing Kock, Pine P.ldge, Eosebud Cheyenne and
Dower brule, all of which are in the Daiotas. The
action of the President and Cabinet in this matter
is favorably reooived in army and War Department
circles and is considered as significant or a determinationon the part of the administration to upholdGeneral Miles and to oo-operate with him cordiallyin the present campaign, so that the responsibilityfor its failure, if there is any failure, will
rest entirely on his shoulders.

OPPOSITION ABJUSED.
It is to be expected that the promulgation of

this order will arouse a chorus of protestationsfrom the humanitarians or anti-military
party, but there Is no reasonable oocasion
for oritioism even from their point of
view. It would not bo singular if the
public, on a superficial consideration of the
order, should misunderstand Its real purport.
The changes at the ugencies, which have thus been
recommended and ord red, are not iutended to be
permanent, but only temporary. The old agents
have not been removed, but their authority has
been merely transferred to military officers during
the continuance o. hostilities, as the authority of
civil officers is often transferred in time of war,
with the sole objeot of promoting thereby the best
interests of all concerned, and conducing to the
more speedy restoration of peaceful eonditions.
As illustrating this idea, it may bo added that the
instructions telegraphed to General Miles by
Secretary I'roctor contained, among other things,
mo Kiaieuiuut iiial tuu acmj a(j^uiutvu uuijbAi;
oilicers are riot to interfere uunecessarliy witli the
functions of the regular agents.

OIL IN THE LIGHTHOUSES HAS EXHAUSTED AND

WREcS-t MAT FOLLOW.

Danger to shipping in the Gulf will be great The

while the oil is out. The supply steamer, which
was expected two weeks aeo, has not yet put in an

appearance and her delay may prove disastrous.

charged by Wilson Minnick with alienating the affectionsof his wife and interfering with his domesticrelations, was tried with dosed doors by the
church authorities to-day. Minnick preferred the
charges about a year ago and through some influencewas declared insane and *ent to Dixmont Asylum.The investigation by the friends of Minnick
resulted in an order of court releasing him. Mrs.
Minnick then applied and was granted a diTorce,
the husband offering no opposition. Last October
Minnoek brought the matter to the attention of the
presiding elder of the district, and Eev. Mr. Riley
followed with a demand '.or an investigation. The
matter was finally placed in tbe hands of a committeeof churchmen, and the trial began to-day.

A CLAIM OF VESTED EIGHTS.

Baltimore, Md., Jan. 6, 1891..Jacques Van
llaalte, of Rotterdam, to-day instituted suit in the
Cirouit Court of the United States for the Bistriot of
Maryland, by W. Starr Gepbart, his solicitor,
against the United States Secretary of State.
The hill sets forth that William H. Seward, when

Seeretary of State, issued on July 28, 1868, a proclamationwhich recited that "Neither the United
States nor any State shall pay any debt of obligationincurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion
against the United States, but all suoh debt and
obligation shall be held illegal and void." Prior
to July 28, 1868, the plaintiff purchased $125,000 of
negotiable coupon bonds, issued by the Southern
Statos. He oontends that the proclamation was illegalin that it included past debts or obligations.
The suit is to recover fur destroyiug the value of

tho negotiable bonds and thuir coupons. Interest
is also claimed on the bonds amouuting to the
same as the principal, the whole being $250,000.

taken under the act of Congres* entitled "An aot to
incorporate the Maritime Canal Company of Nicaragua,"approved February 20, 1889, and what are

the present conditions and prospects of the eaterprise,and consider and report what In its opinion
the interests of the United States may require in
respeot to that interoceanic communication.
The Senate also made publio the treaty signed

December 1, 1884, between the United States and
the Republic of Nicaragua providing for the constructionof an interoceanic canal across the territoryof that Republic. The letter of transmittal
was signed by President Arthur and is * strong argumentin demonstration of the necessity for the
canal from political and commercial reasons. The
startling information is eoatained that this treaty,
which was to have been ratified within two years
but did not obtain ratification, bound the United
States and Nicaragua to build the canal. In his
message President Arthur says:.
The negotiation of this treaty was entered unon

linaer a conviction iuai. u was uuperu.uve;.v
demanded by the present and future political and
material interests of the United States. The establishmentof water communication between the Atlanticand Pacific ooasts of the Union is a necessity,
the accomplishment of which, however, within the
territory of the United States, is a physical impossibility.While the enterprise of our citizens has respondedto tho duty of creating means of speedy
transit by rail between tho two oceans, these great
achievements are inadequate to supply a most importantrequisite of national union and prosperity.

I may add that the canal can be constructed by
the able engineer corps of our army under their
thorough system cheaper and better thau any work
of suoh magnitude can iu any other way be bnilt,
The treaty itself is made up of twenty-five

articles. The first and second articles read
Article X. The canal shall be built by the United

States of America, and owned by them and the Republicof Nicaragua, and managed as hereinafter
provided.
Art. 2. There shall be perpetual alliance between

the United States of America and the Republic o-f
Nicaragua, and tho former agrees to proteot the
Integrity of the territory of the latter.
Other articles provide, in brief, that the canal

shall be of the largest class of ship oanals; that
the United States shall have the free use of Lake
ruutkrujju*. U»> mo uurnu uureo suaii ymjf lui

private lands used; that a strip of land two and
ont-half miles vide shall be sat apart for the work
and owned by the two contracting parties; that no
custom house oharges shall bo imposed by Nicaraguaon vessels passing through the oanal and
that Nicaragua shall protect the canal employos.
In return the United States agree to furnish the
money and build the canal, rail was' and telegraph
linos and equipments; that it shall have exclusivecontrol of the canal construction and
that the canal shall be* managed by a
joint board; that the profits from toils
are to go, one-third to Nicaragua and
two-thirds to the United States; that the United
States disavow any intention to Impair the Independenceof Nicaracua or her sister Ropublio; that
the canal shall be commenced in two years and be
o mpleted In ten years; tuat the United State* shall
aid by its good offices, if desired, in securing the
union of the five Central American republics, and,
that the United States shall lend Nioaragua
$4,000,000 to make internal improvements, to be a
lien on the oanal.
