PLUMS OF THE JONES ESTATE SOLD.

Dealers in Real Property Wade Happy by a

Vigorous Demand, in Spite of the Recent
Depressing Influences,

New York real estate asserted itself in grand
style yesterday.

It was well known that the Jones estate, consistingof property along the west side of Broadway at
the corner of Thirty-first streot waft to be sold at
auction under decrec of partition, and long before
Mr. R. V. Harnett, the auctioneer in charge,
mounted his stana the Exchange auction room was

filled. Of course not all present were bidders.
The property offered by Auctioneer Harnett comprisedthe southwest corner of Broadway and West

Thirty-first street, including Nos. 1,241, 1,243, 1,245,
1,247, 1,249 and 1,251 Broadway; also Nos. 48, 50 and
52 West Thirtv-first street.

While the long terms of sale were being read by
one of Mr. Harnett's clerks I noticed that there were
present representatives of the Gilsey and of the
Cushman estates and the following prominent real
estate owners and speculators:.Jefferson M. Levy,
Ambrose K. Ely, Orlando B. Potter, J. Wolfe Tone,
John Hayes, John Boyd, A. Bernheimer, L. J.

THE SALE PBOCEKDS.
"What am I bid for this property?" These words

had hardly escaped the auctioneer when a response
came in distinct tones. It was a bid of $500,000. It
oame from Mr. Jones, at one time a judge, recently
a chief clerk in one of the Superior courts of the
State, and related to the members ;of the Jones
family.
Then L. J. Phillips, the broker, offered $501,000.

The auctioneer misunderstood him and quoted his
bid at $510,000. Then Mr. Phillips, alert as ever,
exclaimed, "This is not my bid; I offered $501,000,
and that is all."
The auctioneer then started again at $501,000.

That sum was raised to $502,000 and $504,000. Effortswere here made to put in one hundred dollar
bids. The auctioneer was determined to take no
less than one thousand dollar bids. Up and up it
went by the thousands until $509,000 was reached,
and Mr. Harnett turned to the last bidder and
said, "It is yours, Mr. Phillips."

The broker at once went to the auctioneer's

stand and said, "Put down the name of the buyer
ag J. C. Eastman."
Mr. Phillips was congratulated on the bargain ho

had seoured for his client. Mr. Eastman, as is
well known, is at the head of the New York Dressed
Beef Company, an organization that rivals the
Armour Company of the West. At one time Mr.
Eastman was employed by the Vanderbilta to
manage their stock yards. To-day his own holdingson the North Fiiver, Fifty-ninth, Sixtieth
and Sixty-first streets, attest his independence of
the milUoonaire family.
As the leases affocting this property, including

the White Elephant, are only of short duration,
some monthly even, it will not be long before Mr.
Eastman will take full possession, tear down the
buildings and erect thereon a hotel of magnificentproportions.
The southwest corner of Eighty-fifth street and

West End aveuue, also belonging to the Jones
estate, 100x102.2, was next offorea by Mr. Harnett.
The first bid was $40,000, but the property was sold
finally to Mrs. E. A. Oakley for $47,400.

TO BOOM THE WORLD'S FAIR.

PROPOSAL TO ESTABLISH A PERMANENT BOBEAU

OF INFORMATION IN THIS CITY.
The Foreign Affairs Committee of the World's

Fair Com) lission met at the Gilsey House yesterdayafternoon and concluded their work. Those
present were Vice Chairman Governor Waller, of
Connecticut; George V. Massey, of Delaware; C. H.
Wade, of Georgia; J. H. Breslin, of New York; DirectorGeneral Davis and M. P. Bandy, of Philadelphia.,

The only question before the committee was

this resolution, which was introduced at the suggestionof Chairman Chauucey M. Depew:.
Whereas it is important that the several departments

oi me woria SA/Oiumoian exposition snouia De properly
represented on tho Atlantic seaboard, to the end that
more and enlarged facilities may be offered to intending
exhibitors, foreign as well as domestic, for understandingthe plan and scope of the exposition and the
rules and regulations governing the same, and also that
a more lively interest may bo speedily aroused in the exposition;and
Whereas it is apparent that it -will conduce to the

effecting of such agencies if they be centralized; therefore,be it
Resolved, That it is the unanimous judgment of this

committee that there should be located and established
an Easier headquarters of the exposition, and that it
ought to be so established at the headquarters of the
Foreign Affairs Committee at the Gilsey House in New
York city, and be in chargo of a secretary, with such
clerical assistants as the Director General shall deem
adequato for the service; and the committee recommend
to the Director General the Immediate establishment of
such headquarters.
Mr. Depew expressed great interest in the fair

and was oonfident of its success.
Mr. Davis expressed his thorough sympathy with

the idea, and will recommend its favorable considerationupon his return to Chicago.
He and Mr. Handy left in the evening for Washingtonfor consultation with the State and Treasurydepartments, and expeot to arrive in Chicago

on next Saturday.

Deputy Insurance Superintendent Shannon has

Thomas Aspinwall was one of the pioneers in this lino of
business, lie came to this country from England ill
1866 and was one of the old firm of Qilbert, Elliott £ Oo.
He withdrew from that firm in June. 1873, and started in
business alone, admitting his son Henry 0. as a partner
in Jauuary, 1H77.. Thomas died in February, liSHo, aua
tbo son has since then carried on the business alone. A
year ago lie claimed a capital of $40,0<>0, one-half of
which was borrowed. Mr. Keiley. the assignee, said yesterdaythat ho thought the liabilities would bo about
$80,000.
The Duebor Watch Case Manufacturing Company of

Canton, Ohio, which has made an assignment, has offices
in this city at No. 178 Hroadway. which is also the office of
the Hampden Watch Company, for which the former acted
as selling agent. It was said there yesterday that the assignmentwould probably be only temporary, as the
Duebor Company had three times as tuuch assets
as liabilitios. The assets were nominally $1,500,000
against liabilities of $450,000. 'j he company would
be reorganized, and the assignment was rogarded
in the nature of a freezo out. John C. Uueber
is the president, treasurer and virtual owner of
the Dueber Watch Cane Manufacturing Company, and
owns a controlling interest in the Hampden Watch Company.The latter company is the principal croditor of the
formor company, but was, like Mr. Duober. paying out

The New York branch was opened about six months ago.
