portion of the troops have engaged the rebelliousSioux.
His forces are ready to move just as soon as

it can be dentuteiy learned wnere ana wnat tne

fighting is. Scouts have Leon sent out from
liere to get at the truth, and ail is excitement.

lieutenant casey shot.

General Miles has also received an official
report that Lieutenant Edward W. Casey, companyH, Twenty-second infantry, l*ns been
killed by the hostiles. The unfortunate young
officer had gone too near tlie hostile camp,
when he was fired on and shot* through the
head. His body has been recovered.
Lieutenant Casey was born in California, but

was appointed to the Military Academy at West
Point from Louisiana in 1809. On grad
uatine in 1873 he was appointed as secondlieutenant in the Twenty-second inlantryandwas promoted to a first lieutenancy
in 1880. Ho served with his regiment in
the departments of Texas, Dakota and
Missouri up to 1883, when he was made senior
assistant instructor of infantry and artillery
tactics at West Point, serving there a year. He
was adjutant of his regiment from 1884 to
1887. He was regarded as one of the brightest
young officers in the service.

SHOSHONES SAID TO BE UP.
REPORTS THAT THKY HAVE BURNED THE BUILDINGSAT POCATSLLO AGENCY.SETTLERS FLKEING.

Evakston. Wyo.. Jan. 7. 1891..Word has just

reached here to the effect that the Shoshone
Indians at the Pocatello (Idaho) reservation are on

the rampage, burning the town and destroying
property, and that the residents are fleeing from
the town for safety.
The Indians have been in war paint at that point

for some time and trouble has been daily anticipated.It is reported that the authorities have
asked Boise City for troops, but nothing definite
concerning the situation can be learned up to
eleven P. M.

PANIC STRICKEN SETTLERS.
HEBRASKA TOWXS CROWDED WI I II FUGITIVES.

MILITIAMEN ON GUARD.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]
Kushville, Neb., Jan. 7, 1891..In the past few

days hundreds of settlers from Southwestern
Dakota and Northwestern Nebraska have flocked
into all the railroad towns within a hundred miles
of h«re for protection. They have camped in
churches and halls, and filled the towns to overflowing.They have left their farms and ranches
unprotected.
The state of affairs became so serious that GovernorThayer ordered out seventeen companies of

militia. One company has been statlonod at
Valentine, one at Cody, three at Gordon, four at
Rushville, two at Hay Springs, throe at Chudron,
two at Crawford ana one at Harrison.
Buffalo Bill and General Colby liavc charge of the

State troops. Their headquarters have boen establishedhere and the movement of the militia will
be directed from this point. General Colby and
his staff, Colonel Cody and others have comfortablequarters and have been extremely busy
disposing of bodies of militia so as to best secure
the protection of settlements.

PLAN OF CAMPAIGN.

Detachments of guards will be thrown out from
five to ten miles north of the railroad towns and in
such other localities as seem most in danger, but
thero is not enough men to cover the entire field
exposed to the reservation.
This is in accordance with a suggestion from

General Miles, but there is a vigorous kick against
this plan. One militiaman was heard to say that
It the order came he would break his gun, as he

, would rather go to Lincoln and be tried by courtmartialthan to be scalped by Indians. The boys
want to do their fighting together.
The arrival of tlie Stale troons and tho enerffv

displayed has somewhat relieved the general auxjety,but it is llie easiest thing iu the world to start
£ scare.
.Lieutenant I'.iee, of the Seventh cavalry, who was

in liushville, started tor Piue liidge with a detail.
He had gone but u lew miles when he discovered
that ho had forgotten something and turned back.

A BEOTIL&B PANIC.
Tho people here saw the soldiers returning, and

there was a reign of terror. Strong men turned
pale and stout hearts quailed. Men who were not
atraid to die wept because there wore not trees
enough to climb. The militia boys gathered in the
crowd just the same as the others.
Wlion Lieutenant llice pulled up the hush of the

BUFFALO BILL GLOOMY.
Buffalo Bill says it is his opinion that a big battle

Is almost sure to occur within a few days in the
immediate vicinity of Pine Kidge. The Indians, he
thinks, havo readied that stage of their madness
in which they will court death. Since the Wounded
Knee affair they are worse tlian ever, aud the Messiahcraze has mado them fatalists to that degree
that they firmly believe that if they go under in
battle they will come to lite again in the spring.
Should the Indians mass and make an attack cn

the troops at Pine Kidge and overcome them there
would be an overrunning of tife country that
would mean more than a repetition of former horrors.Even if defeated the Indians will scatter in
small bands and do an immense amount of damace.'J lie fear of this, more than any belief that
the Indians will raid tho country before ottering
battle to the regulars, has led to tho throwing out
of a line of State troops along the Nebraska frontier.

MILES' REASSURING MESSAGE.
BK TAKES A CHEEBFtJL VIEW OF 1UE SITUATION.THECAMP OF FEIEHOLIE8 GKOWINU.

Pine Ridgf. Agenct, S. D.. Jan. 7, 1891..General

Miles sent a dispatch to the superintendent of the
Fremont, Elkhorn and Missouri Valley Railway
yesterday requesting tnat ho would, ou account of
the many false rumors that were circulating among
the settlers, Instruct his agents along the line to
inform them that the troops were now disposed in
such numbers between them and the Indians that
he considered it safe for them to remain at their
homes, and it might yet be possible to settle affairs
here without further"bloodshed.
Tho village of Indians who surrendered unconditionallyis situated immediately in front, to the

south, of Agent Rover's oftlco, and it continues to
grow in dimensions siowly. Captain F. 1'. Lewis,
of the Fifth infantry, has charge of the frlendlies,
and feeds theru with rations obtained from the
agent. It is expected that some of tfjte hostiles will
be in to-day, as it was the intention of Red Cloud,
little wound anil »ig J<oaa, or me » igauaias, 10

attempt to break away from the BruJT, or Rosebud
luaians, last night. JIf the l'ine lUdge Indians concludato come back
it will greatly reduce the war party^'now numbering4,000. There are 2,200 Pine/l'.idgo Indians
absent, and if they come in the h<fctile force will
bo reduced at least half. A large portion of the remainderwill doubtless fight to ti^e end.

RATIONS FOlt iT.IKNb^IKK.
To-day was boef issue day yere. Some ninety

head of fat cattle were issued to the Indians belonginghere. The sight is an exciting one and a
brief description may prove interesting to readers
of the HKnvLu. The cattle to bo issued are enclosedin a huge corral a short time betore the commencementof the issue. Indiaus who are entitled
to the beef issue range themselves in two long
rows facing each other and ten or twelve feet
apart, the rows extending from each side of the
corral door to a lerei tract#f land comprising hundredsof acres.
The Indians are mounted on their wiry little

ponies and are fully armed. When all is in readinessfor the commencement of the issue tho door
of the corral is thrown open, a beef or two comes
out, a white man calls the name of the Indians for

wild chase over the plain.
Ihe Indians pursue the cattle some distance from

the corral, when they gallop tueir ponies to within
shooting distance of the steer and shoot it to the
ground.
In nearly every instance, owing to the speed of

the pursuer and pursued, several shots are firod beforethe steor is finally killed.
AH EXCITING SCENE.

After all the cattle are turned loose can be seen
the most exciting and Interesting period of the beef
issue. The extensive plain, as far as the eye can
reach, is dotted with mountod Indians hotly pursuingtheir prey. Shots are constantly fired by
those who have succeeded in overhauling their
beef.

It is miraculous that some of them are not killed
by stray bullets. The Indians become very excited
and fire wildly.
After tho cattle are Killed the Indiana butcher

the oaroases and divide the meat among the familiesto whom It belongs.

NOBLE NOT TO RESIGN.

A report was circulated here to-day that in consequenceof the action of the President in giving

army officers charge of some of the Indian
agencies Secretary Noble would resign. The reporthas no foundation whatever. The Cabinet is
a unit on the proposition to let General Miles
have his own way while the Indian troubles continue.The transfer is only temporary.
At the War Department the transfer of the

Dakota Indian agencies to the control' of army
officers it is hoped may prove a permanent one.

They hold that it is only under military managementthat lasting peace and genuine prosperity
can be secured on tho frontier or an honest and
capablo administration of the Indian agencies
guaranteed. They praise the President for his
urompt and favorable resjionse to General Miles'
suggestions in the matter.
At the same time the opinion is frequently expressedin army circles that the action of the administrationwas very likely prompted in a great

measure by a desire on the part of tho President
and Cabinet to escape immediate responsibility for
the rosultof the pending conflict, and, by acceding
fully to a,ll of General Miles' requests, make him
entirely responsible, so that in case of failure he
would be without excused
On sevoral previous occasions the control of the

Indians ha* been delegated for brief periods to
military ollicers, and always with gratifying results,and it is argued and hoped by the advocates
of the proposed change that tho President cannot
no lueieiisiuiu iu tuis ioui. it la cipeciou, IOO, mat
the beneficial effects of the transfer inaugurated
yesterday will exert a strong influence in admininistratioucircles in behalf of the movement for a
permanent transfor.
The following telegram was sent to General

Miles this evening:.
After mature consideration of your recommendations

respecting Indian agents it has boon decided to appoint
one of ttio army officers named l>y you to bo agent at tho
Pino Kid go Agency, to bave full charge of all tho Indians
assembled at tliat place. His appointment will be sunt
nut without unnecessary delay. It has also been decidednot to appoint army officors to act as Indian agents
at any of the other agoncios, but to leave you to oxcrelse
the nocessary military control under the orders heretoforegiven by tho President and through the officers
named by you and approved in my despatch or' yesterday
and such others as may hereafter bo selected for that
purpose, it being understood that this military supervisionand control will neod to be only temporary. This
conclusion is regarded as a Snal settlement of the question.J. M. HCHOFIELD, Major Goneral Commanding.
General Schofteld said this morning that the

court of inquiry established by General Miles at
Pine Hidge for tho investigation of Colonel Forsythe'saction at Wounded Knee Creek has been
dissolved, but that he had recoived no oiQcial confirmationof the press despatch that General Miles
had restored Colonel Forsythe to his command.
General Miles, he added, has full discretion in the
matter.
Socrotary Proctor has sent the following telogram

to Kobert T. Lincoln, in New York:.
Your telegram asking that Colonol Barr maybe allowedto defend Colonel Forsyth is received. No court

has boon ordered from here either for the investigation
or trial of Colonel Forsyth, nor has the question of orderingone been a matter of consideration as yet. I earnestlyhope that it may not bo necessary, but if it proves
to bo you may rest assured that every consideration will,
bo shown Colonel Forsyth that justic6 demands or that
his oxcellont record entitles him to.

H. Y. Belt, the Assistant Commissioner of Indian
Affairs, has been directed by the Secretary of the
Interior to proceed to the Indian Territory and
superintend the payment to the Creek Nation the
jtuu.ooo authorized by the last Congress to be paid
from the Creek funds now on deposit with the
Secretary of the Treasury. The Creeks now numberbetween thirteen and fourteen thousand peopleund the payment is to be made per capita.

NEARING THE END OF THE TROUBLE.
Chicago, III., Jan. 7, 1891..Captain E. L. Huggins,

at Army Division Headquarters here, received a

despatch this evening from Adjutant General Corbin,at Pine Ridge Agency, saying a number of Indiansare coming into the agency from the camp of
the hostiles. How many of the savages aro en route
It was impossible to approximate. According to
the despatch the general situation had not greatly
changed from the day previous.
The message said the difficulty was well exprossed

by one old Indian who to-day put in an appearance
at Pino hidge. He declared that too many lies are
passing in both directions between the agency and
the Sioux camp. Tho inference is that when the
real situation becomes clearer to both sides tne
end will be less distant than it has been made to
apj>ear. .

WHIPPED THE SIOUX MESSENGER.
Spokane Falls, Wash., Jan. 7. 1891..News has

reached here from Rockford that on last Friday a

Sioux runner came to the Cceur d'Alene Indian
reservation and endeavored to induce these
Indians to join the hostiles.
Chief Salt Ice, of the Cceur d'Alenes, learning of

his mission, ordered his arrest and confinement in
the guard house and on Saturday had him whipped,
after which he was taken to the limits of tha reservationand dismissed with a warning not to return.

CAPTAIN WALLACE BURIED.
Chablebton. S. C., Jan. 7, 1891..Captain George

D. Wallace, who was killed by Indians in the battle
at Wounded Knee, was buried this morning in the
cemetery at YorkviUe, S. C., his old home. The
services were conducted at the Presbyterian
Churcli by Rov. J. C. Galloway and llev. L. G.
I'atrick, chaplain of the Jenkins Rifles, a local militarycompany. The casket was draped with
United States flags and covered with beautiml
floral offerings. It was guarded throughout last
night by sentinels and this morning was delivered
to General E. M. Law, of the late Confederate army,

RK HERALD, THURSDAY,
who actod an cbiof marshal. Whfa the dead soldier'sfamily entered the church the choir sanfj the
hymn, "Come, Ye Disconsolate." Praver was ofl'oredby Chaplain 1 atrick nnd was followed by a
fuueral discourse by Mr. Gallowav.

After the conclusion of the services at the church
the funeral procession was formed, and proceodod
to fhe village cometery, where tbo interment took
place. Business was almost suspended, and the
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Jenkins Rifles fired a salute over tho grave.
'J'ho llag of Captain Wallace's troop, in which his

body bad been wrapped, was presented to tho
Jenkins Rifles.
Captain Wallaco was a son of A. S. Wallace, republicanex-Congressman from thiR State, and

As it was, not less than twenty receiveddangerous wounds, but so far as oan be
learned De Meio's wounds are the only ones likely
to prove fatal.

Another case of injustice and open robbery of
the old soldier by the Washington pension claim
agent sharks has come to light. Tho amount is

120,000, representing just; $25 to each pensioner.
Tlio House last session passed 790 private pensionbills. These bills granted pensions to claimantswhose claims had been rejected by the PensionBureau upon some technical grounds. The

claimants had filed their cases through their attorneys,agreeing to pay the attorneys a fee of $25 if
tho pension was secured. But the cases were disallowedby the Pension Bureau for some lack of

trifling evidence or the like.
Thon the claimants, satisfied of the general

equity and justice of their claims, appealed to their

Congressmen. The members looked up the evidence,pleaded the cause of their constituents beforethe Committee on Pensions, socured favorable
reports, and had their clients' names placed upon
the pension rolls. Through all of this the claim
agent had no part at all.
Judge, then, of the indignation of the Congressmenwhen their constituents wrote them that the

Pension Office had deducted §25 from their pension.
In many instances the pensioner thought his Con-
gressman had pocketed the money. The Pension
Office had coolly deducted tho $25 and paid it to
tho claim agent who originally presented the claim.
A vigorous protest will be lodged at one* with the
Secretary of the Interior against further fostering
of the claim agent's interest at the expense of the
old soldier. ,

Quite a number of certificates for pensions allowedunder these 799 acts of Congress have not
yet been issued, and there is still time for the Secretaryof the Interior to atop the payment of the
$25 foo to most of the pension attorneys.
From official flcmras furnished bv the Pension

Btiroau it appears that $237,005 iu fees were paid
the pension claim agont robber barons during the
month of December. Of this sum $05,210 was paid In
increase cases, which is just that much money uselesslyami'oauselessly taken from the pockots of
the old soldier.
A tery significant feature is apparent in the figuresfurnished by the Pension Bureau. It appears

that over three hundred more cases were acted
upon during the month of December than any
provious month. There were 9,521 increase cases
allowed, upon which tbe attorneys received a fee
of $10 each. This means that Commissioner Raurn
is hastening to give his pension uttorney friends
the greatest possible advantage to obtain the ex-
orbitant foes beforo the Dockery amondment goes
into effect reducing thq fees to $2 in increase
cases.
The other cases allowed by the bureau during the

month were as follows:.Original invalid cases,
3,609; feos, $89,955, Cases under the Dependent
Pension law of last June, 5,182; fees, $51,820.

BILL.MB. PLUMB FOB FBEE COINAGE. ,
The Financial bill was taken up to-day, and Mr.

Daniel addressed the Senate, declaring himself in
favor of the absolute, free and unlimited coinage
of silver.
Mr. Frye asked Mr. Daniel if he did not see that

the free coinage of silver would enable speculators
in New York who now held §15,000,000 of silver to
get $1 20 au ounce for it, instead of $1 04.
Mr. Daniel admitted that that was true, and

added that then the brood of silver speculators
would be exterminated.
Mr. Plumb next addressed the Senate. He creditedthe Silver act of last session with having had

the effect of preventing a universal financial panic.
It had facilitated the purchase of $100,000,000 of
American securities that had been sent back from
Europe, and thus tho Bank of England and tho
other financial institutions of Europe had been
able to tide over the difficulties of the Barings,
arising out of South American financial troubles.
He was not able to give his support to the bill as reportedby the Finance Committee. He was opposed
to the nrst section, providing for the purchase
of #12,000,000 of silver. It would, of course, add
that much money to circulation (which would ba
benohcial), but it would inevitably bear on its face
a disposition to help a certain class of peo{>le at
the expense of the treasury. He did not hold that
the free coinage of silver was a panacea for all
evils, but he did contend tnat it was a long, a wise
and a much needed step in the right direction.
Mr. Hiscock said that the amendment meant the

absolute demonetization of gold. It proposed to
make a silver basis, and the very moment that gold
was at a premium (no matter how small the frac-
tion) that moment It would be retired from circu- /.
latiou. tie claimed that, with free coinage of t
sliver, that metal would be sent to the United I
States from Europe and coined into dollars, Its e
owners realizing the profit between its bullion a
value and its coin value. He defended the fourth a
section (for the iKsue of two per cent bonds), and \
said that, as they would be used by national a
banks to secure good circulation and as the bancs
paid one per cent taxation on their circulation, the t
interest on the $i!00,000,000 of bonds would be prac- t
tlcally only one per cent. He was willing to have t
the whole national debt funded in two per cent
bonds, with the privilege to the national banks to
take as much of the new bonds as they chose and
make it a basis of circulation.
Mr. Stewait characterized Mr, Hiscock's position

as very remarkalbe. There were, he said, between *
seven hundred and eighthundred millions of bonds 1
outstanding. They were at an average premium of ttwenty-five per cent, so that their redemption
would require an increase of the national debt to '
at least one billion dollars in two per cent bonds. e

Sliumagin group, off tho southeast peninsula of
Vlaska, for ninoty-nine years, at the nominal rental

[t is revealed, in the bill incidentally that there are
rich mineral deposits upon tho islaud.

which provides that this lease does not apply to
the l'ribvloff islands (the seal i^bkeries), but that
"persons, associations or corporations now in the
occupation of any of said islands shall have a preferredright to lease the satno for one year from
and after the passage of this act."
A SMALL MEASURE OF RECIPROCITY WITH SPAIN

MAY BE OBTAINED.

Secretary Blaine is understood to be gratified at
the disposition shown by the Canovas Ministry to
put the trade relations between the Unites States
snd the Spanish West Indies on a reciprocal and
particular basis. The timo between now and 1892,
when the last of Spain's interfering treaties with
European nations will expire, will liardly be too

long, in the opinion of the State Department, for
the arrangement of details essential to insure a

comprehensive and lasting treaty of commerce, so
that little or nothing will be lost to American trade
by the necessity of waiting till Spain can rid herselfof the most favored nation clause of her
present treaties in l£urope.

It is perceived at the State Department that it will v
not be possible to realize Mr. Blaine's earlier expectationsas to the kind and degree of advantage to
bu gained for our commerce through Cuban reciprocity.The removal of the sugar duties by the
McKinley bill is found at the State Department to
operate precisely as Mr, Blaine had predicted.
Spain doubts that the duty on Cuban sugar will be
restored under any circumstances in the early future;hence tho Madrid government is less inclined
to grant concessions based upon a problematical
reimposition of sugar duties than if tue duties had
been retained in the McKinley bill for the purpose
of being exchanged for exceptional favors to our
exports in a treaty of reciprocity.
Again, the extensive raising of rates in the Spanishtariff, about to be accomplished by the Canovas

government, will have an unfavorable effect upon
the American and Spanish reciprocity treaty wheneverit shall be negotiated, for the reason that oven
material concessions by Spain in our favor in such
a treaty would leave the duties on our exports to
Cuba much highor than if Sjmln had not followed
the example of the McKiuley bill before beginning
to reciprocate with this country.

CAPTAIN REITER REBUKED.

CENSURED FOR H S CONDUCT AT THE TIM! OT

THS KILLING OF GENERAL BiRRUNDIA.

Secretary Tracy lias made public an additional
report made by Commander G. C. Reiter, U. S. N.,
lately commanding tbo United States steamer
Ranger, concerning the killing of General Barrundiaon board the American steamship Acapuloo in
tbo harbor of San Jos6, Guatemala.

It appears therefrom that Commander Reiter
well knew that the Acapulco, with General Barrundia,woull arr.ve at San Jose within twentyfourhours; that he telegraphed Minister Mizner
to make an offer to the Guatemalan government to
take Barrundia away in the United States steamer
Thetis; that that government declined the offer;
that when the Acapuloo arrived Captain Pitts, her
commander, told Commander Reiter that he would
not surrender Barrundia without an order from
Mr. Mizner or Commander Reiter; that Captain
Pitts told him that the Commandante had said he
was going to ask Commander Reiter to send a guard
on board when be made the arrest, to which Reiter
replied that he would not send a guard on board
at the request of the Commaudante; that CftptaiQ
Pitt;; thon said, "Suppose the Commandante and I
both ask you?" and that he replied, "When you
ask me X will give you a reply."

SECRETARY TRACY CENSURES HIM.
Commander Reiter's own statement, made partly

orally and partly in writing, is reviewed by SecretaryTracy, and the following observations are
made:.

"lu. the opinion of the department your conduct,
upon your own showing, is deserving of unqualifiedcensure. In your situation, in command of a
force of public vessels of the United States, in the
territory whicli, if not at that moment at war, hail
recently been the scene of hostilities as well as of
civil disturbance, it was your duty to watch with
the most active solicitude over the interests of
your country in that quarter, and especially Its interestsafloat."
After condemning Commander Beiter for his

"apparent endeavor to escape responsibility," the
Secretary continues:.

"It was within your legitimate power, as it was

your imperative duty, to execute by every means

legally at your command the guarantee of protectionwhich the United States gives to all vessels
under its flag.

HK HAD AMPLE INFORMATION.
"Your ships wero on the spot; you had full

knowledge of General Barrundia's approach; you
were informed of the intention to seize him as a

political offender. He was not a fugitive from the
territory of Guatemala seeking to escape from the
territorial jurisdiction; neither was he a conspiratorattempting to return to his oountry to
foment revolution. He was a passenger on board
an American ship, which he had joined in Mexico,
with a destination for Panama, and he had thus,
without your intervention and outside of the
local jurisdiction, obtained a place under the flag
and protection of the United States.
"in this situation you found him. His safety

was threatened. Under these circumstances it was
your plain duty to proceed at once to meet tl^e
steamer before she cast anohor in the port to warn
the Captain of tho danger, and to offer to his passenger,should he desire it, an asylum on board
your ship. * * *

HE NEGLECTED OBVIOUS DUTIES.
"Such an act could have violated no rights of the

territorial government, for no rights over tha
person of tho passenger would have yet vestod;
while it would have maintained the implied
promise of protection which the United States
makes to all who in good fuith embark under Its
flag. By remaining inactive you neglected your
obvious duties, and placed your government in
the position of renouncing those who had sheltered
themselves under its flag. \
"Even after the arrival of the Acapulco in the

port your power of discretionary action was by
no means taken away. There were in particular
three points in which the existing situation imposedupon yon as the senior naval officer present
a positive duty.namely:.

THREE COUBSES OPEN TO HIM.
"1. To make a full investigation of tho facts, to

ascertain the sufficiency of the charge and of the
authority upon which the proposed removal of tha
passenger was based.

"2. To prevent by your presence, with such assistanceas you might flnd necessary, any proceed
ings on board the steamer calculated to endanget
the safety of those on board.

"3. If upon examination it appeared that a

seizure whs to be attempted without proper warrant,or the proceedings were merely in the nature
of a pretext to secure tho person of a political fugitive,to offer him, in accordance with humane and
well established practice in the case of refugees
whoso livos are in danger, the hospitality of youi
vessel."

the worst case on record.
The Secretary quotes copiously from Command*!

Ileiter's reports to show that he had full knowledge
of the danger that General liarrundia was in, and
goes on:.

"It is believed that few cases have ever ooourred
in the history of the United States Navy where a
commanding officer so completely abandoned the
responsibilities of his position as, according to
your own showing, you did upon this critical occasion.Fully aware, as you were on that afternoon,
of the probable course of events, it does not appearthat you took any steps to learn when and
with what warrant of authority the local offioialt
were coming on board; and if you had actual
knowledge of their arrival, the fact, apparently,
gave you no concern ana in no way influenced
vour conduct."

WITH NO SICKNESS ABOARD SHE PATS A LONG

PENALTY FOE VISITING POBTO BICO.

Port Castries, St. Lucia, W. I., Dec. 28, 1890..

The United States steamer Petrol left St. Eitte
about noon December 23 and arrived at St. Pierre
do Martinique about noon of the next day. The
polite French officials were very sorry that our

brief stop at Porto Hieo was sufficient to quarantineus for sixteen days from the date of leaving
the latter port. We remained during Christmas
with the yellow flag at. the fore and without sick-
ness or any Kind on ooard. Men and officers submittedcheerfully to tlie quarantine laws. Plenty
of fruits and provisions were brought off from
shore and the men dined in a mannor befitting the
occasion. All the officers ate toeir Christmas dinnorwith the captain, and "swoethearts and wives"
were toasted with due solemnity and in full accord
with the time honored traditions of the navy.
The next day the anchor was weighed, and duringthe leisurely passage to Kt. Lucia advantage

was taken of the opportunity to test the ship's efllcicncyunder sail alone in a gentle northeast trade
wind. We dropped anchor in this excellent harbor
and were informed that the regulations of the
port require a quarantine of fourteen days for vesselsthat have touched at Porto Rioo. Again we
hoisted the yellow Hag, this time to remain until
the quarantine expires, coaling ship in the meantimeand preparing to leave with a olean bill of
health for Barbados.

A CONFEDERATE WAR MUSEUM.

A GREAT "AMERICAN" INDUSTRY.

announcement was made to the effect that tin
plate was being manufactured in Chicago, specimensbeing displayed in various show windows
throughout the city. A carefnl examination shows,
however, that the new industry is of exceedingly
limited proportions. The block iron plates forming
the basis of tin plates were imported from Eurdpe.
l'he pig tin was also imported, and even the laborerswho did the dipping wero imported.
The only manufacturing process performed here

was the melting of the tin and dipping of the
sheets into It. This simple and Inexpensive work
was done by imported labor of the cheapest kind.
There are no works now in operation and thera i.
not likely to bo any for aome time.
