Ehot No.1 was an extract from the rocords of
thn Seerolary of Stats proving that Forestry Com-
nifssioner Theodors B. Basselin on August 14, 1600,
although sworn to proteet the forest for the Siate)
formed with Henry D. Patton the Beaver River
Lumber Company, to devastate nnd destrov it

Bhot No, 2 sbowed that Henry D, Fatton, of the
Everton Lumber Company, wns favorsd by the
Forest Commisnion in & recommendation for an ox-
change of lands with the Stato, wheraby the State
8 nsked to take 290,000 neres of denuded territery tor
19,000 seres of the finest timber that man ever
lookod upon.

And it has aleo been provad that many applica-
tions for s land exchango under the samo law bhave
been steadily refused, It was not nntil after Com-
missioner Bassolln hitohed up with Putton thst the
commission cheunged its poiley and grantad Pat-
ton's other company tho right to seloct what State
land it wanted in exchange for {ts own used up
territory.

A WAY INTO THE WOODS.
1t wiil bo rememberoed that Assemblyman TFloyd
J. Hadley 1m 1887 introdneed snd worked through
the Legisiature the bill which became Chapter No.
4T5. Thisx wos apyarantly a measura to benefit the
Brite by allowing It to consolidate its holdings in
the wilderness, through exchavping outlyiog plota
for contiguous privats laud. The Inw seemead to ba
o stop townrd sscuring tite Iong desired State park
nt littls exponse nud trouble,

Butthe Hrearo hasshown that the Jaw was really
intondod by the foes of the park and forest—the
Tumbermen—to provide o way for them ints the
virgin woods ownod by the State aftor they lasd
seonred possossion of all the timber on the private
iands. They mo trouble in blocking the State park
{ttes by wrevending the very first reguirement,
which wus the obtaininz of private lauds = at
& ressonable qost ts the Stote.  The State owns
eomparatively & small amount of forsat land,
nilbough most of it s wvery cholco, and it
: for the establishment of the
great park, that the State exercies the right of emli-
nent domain to obtain at its real valne tha private
Iands in the preserve, We have seen how thess
Inmbermen will provent the State from getting
these Iands, except at o enormous gost,

FLAN OF THE FORESD DELVROYERE,

Thelr plan wes a simple ene. They canted the
Incorporation of annmber of small lember com-
pantos, of wlich Forestry Coniminsioner Bas-
selin's is8 one, snd  eaussd oontracts to ba
made to ran twenty ¥yoars for a large out-
put of timber every year. The State oan.
oot now get  possession  of these lands
for a Btate park without first paying an enormons
The attorneys for
the companies are npw chuekling cver their sue
cend in this partignlar. They opsuly boast that
the lumbermen hove so fixed things that ths orea-
tion of & State Adirondack park Is out of the ques-
tun.

Having thus tiod np private holdings, the lum-
ber echemors wet to work to pobhle the lands
alrondy in tho possession of the Stae.

CHANGED TACTICS OF THE COMMISSION. I

Boon after the Forestry Commissicn changed
front and granted Commissioner Basselin's Inmbor
partuer, Mr. Patten, the privilegs of exchangiog
lsnds with the Btate, Lawrer Honnsun, of Albany,
applied to Judge Beman, of Franklin county, and
Judge Fry, of Hamilton county, to appolnt ap-
praivers to value the Siate Idnds the Everton Com-
pany wanted to gobble and also the lands they of-
fored in exchavge. On Oectober 18, 1807, Judge
Beman appointed sn old frisnd, Floyd J, Hadley,
who otiginated the bill for the exchange of lands
and put it through the Leglsluture.

It must not Ve forgotten that the Forsst Commis-

slon had condemned thislhw and had steadily re-
fused Lo recommond auy exchange until Ar. Fation
made application, which was one month after he
became o partner of Commissioner Basgelin in the
Jumber busivess. Then the commission ehanged
front nnd up pops Floyd J. Hadley, the father of
tho bill, as an apprafser for the Lverton Company
andl the Stato ns well.

On Corober 21, 1880, Jndge ¥ry appointed Pator
Harrin, of Hamilton county, as n second :Epralsnr.
On November #i Hadiey and Harris selocted Horace
B King, of Clinton counly, as the third appraiser.
On that same dey each one of these men—Hadley,
Harria snd King—toek onth before Judge Fry to
faithinily ani l‘umy appraise the valne of thae
varfous landa belonging to the Stats and thoss of-
fered in exphange therefor by the Everton Lumber
Company. |

APFRATRAT, OF THN LASDE,

How disd they txecnle this truse?

They starled out by looking at thg land from a
Jumborman’s standpoint, 'Iiare was no congidera-
ton of the vadus of the Innds to_the State for park
purposes or for protection to the water supply of
; enefit
of agrienlture.  No conslderations of this charne.
tor extored into the anpralsors’ caleulstions, That
was avidently not the ahjeot of thelr missjon,

As proof that the appraj=ers looked at the lands
from the Everton Company's standpoint and not
from the State's Interest, 1 quote from the opaning

of their report, filed December d0, with the
gwu Compiroller. They say that “the most de-
mirable timber Intsx of the State le in towuship
twelve, AaCoowmb’s purchase, Franklin eounty,
The size and ehups of tho lots apnd their location
within o tolefubly couvenient distance from the
gast bratioh of tho 8t Regis River, down which the
timuber from this townalip will uaturally go, glves
these lots u comniereinl value lurgaly in oxcess of
the lotd In townships fourtesn anid fiftesn,”

ALWAYVS TTRIEIL

1t is alwars timbor, timbar, timber, straight
through thoe repors. They falk of how onsy or diffi-
cult 1t may be to dam rivers or float iogs, ana plaee
the vilue of forsut land solely ou the qussijon of
the un};ﬁlr of timber and how cheaply it can bo
wmarkoted.

Townships 14 and 15, which they speak of, cons
tain the very eroawm of the Stite’s propoerty (v the
woods 1t is the vegion in the towns of Dnane anid

THE LUMGER (OMPANY'S LAKDE,

In this township the appralsers ook particular
pains to roport that ther fonnd TS5 aeres aut of
b,000 alsher marsh jand or denuiled.

Lut in repovting oo the
nmber company's land no mention js mady of
mnavplieg, barren teacks, or denuded stripn.

In speaking of a tract of land in township No. ¢
owned by the Everton company they swy:—'t
ineludes weveral ponde, 1s well watersd hy hrooks
and covered with original hard wood tisnher.”

Let too explain Bors that hard umber §s not the
Eind that Mr. Bassolin and bis friends want, 1t
won't loat down the rivers, nod Is ony vainable
whon they waut to exchange It for acft timber,
with which the State lnnds abonnd. This tract has
beén eul over, and it was ncevesary for the ap-
praisers to puil it np. MHere is the way thoy do
ft:—"Forest firea hnve never morred iin beauty
(there was no beauly discovered in the State Innds)
uur'have sottlers cleared up patches, Itis just as
guod for all State purposss for a part of the m:u
preserye snd equally as valusble sy though L wera
a primeval forest,’”

is is a clear admission that it iz not primeval
forest and that the appraisers had a lirgering sus-
picion that they ought to look out a hitle for the
preserve, although they conclude In the sume sen-
tenca that deanded tarvitory is as good for thst
purpese us original woods.

They continne :—""Laks Pineco 48 A beantiful sheot
of water, a mild wide by «ix long, 1ts waters aro
clear nud evol wod abound jn trout.”

WORTHLESW FOR FANK 1 TRIOKES,

The lands around this lnko aro ehsolutely worih-
loss iy o part of the park snd the appralsers know
it. Without roflection it would esemn very sirange
that Mr. (iarman, chief warden of the comniission,
who accompaniod the appraisers in their jnnket
through the woods, did not point out to them the
ditfference botwonn the grand forests of the Biale
in Dunne and Westeriy and the devastatad traoks
of the Jumber company around Plssco Lake, But
Mr, Garnion s Comumlssloner Bassslin's appointee
and his srdent friend and ndmirer, He ought fo
hauve stood up for the Btate, but he did not,

His reward nppears in the report in this shape:—
“The watclifntlness and vigor with which Warden
Giarnron has performod lhis duties lLns had o
salutary offect on irespansers, who formerly, by
accldent or design, despolled the Iands of the
Btate."

The Everton Lumber Company have appraised
13,450 mcren of State land, every acre of which is
worth from $5 to £10, ot au average prios of §1 82,
For 12,000 acres to Le seloctod from the 15,456, they
offer In  exchange 0,300 weres, from which 26,000
are to selectod, nearly all of which is absolutely
worthless (or park purposss,and on whieh theiy
aypraisers have put an average valuation of £1 40

an Kore.
This is the whale schame in a nutshell,
EXHMPT FION TAXATION,

It will bearguod by the Everton company thet

their lands cunnpt be 80 very worthless or they
would have reveried to the Etate long ago for the
nou-payinont of tuxen, They wulld bhave so re-
v;rmi it they conld, but twey could not, ns I snall
show.

Ihese Iands formerly belonged to the Adirondack
Hailrond Compauy. Uy law thoy bave bosn oxempt

COMPARATIVELY FEW SIOUY ANE OUT.

The situation ss summed up At the intorior Da-
pariment to-day is as follows:—There are in all
about 20,000 Sloux Indisns—men, women and ohil-
dren—on the Nerthern ressrvations, Of this num-
her 16,000 are accounted for, %a they are liv, on
the reservations in pesce aund not taking part in
the prescut disturbanece. This leaves about 3,500
wen, wowen and chldren to fuce tle sarthworks,
the bowitzers and the 06,000 men now under the
command of Guneral Miles,

The hostiles are well supplied with boof, but
thoy have no sugar or coffee sxeept sk they are Alp-
piled by she “*friondlics,”” as tlie ressrvation Indisne
are called.
