RATIONS FOUR OUNCES A DAY.

Waves Smashed the Lifeboats, the Rudder
Gave Out, Water Drowned the Fires

and the Provisions Were
Nearly Exhausted.

Tossed about fop forty days on & sinking vessel,
at the meroy of the wind and waves, with scarcely
food enough to keep them alive, much less enable
them to labor at the pumps; expocting every
moment that their vessel would go to the bottom.
this in brief is a record of the experience of CaptainFrank R. Wbitsou and the officers and crew of
the British tank steamer Pollux, the probable loss
of which was recorded in the Herald some days
ago.
The survivors, nineteen men all told,

reached this port on the State line steamer
State of Nevada. TI»ey were rescued from
the ftst sinking PoVux on December 29, in

TWICE BTHANDKD.

Whon the Pollux left her pier at Rouen, France,
for Philadelphia, at midnight of November 11, six
of her big oil tanks amidships were filled with
water ballast. The other tanks were full of air.
The crew afterward had reason to be thankful for
this corked up supply of buoyancy, for the air

the six tanks full of water the steamer was very
light and sho presented a large free board as she
dropped down the river.

IlJ fortune attended the voyage from the ver7
start, for the 6teamer ran aground and had to wait
until high tide to get off. She ran off the sand
hummock under her own steam aud apparently
uninjured.

lasting until November 22. One of her lifeboats
and a gig h:id been smashed and the fragments
carried overboard. The stanchions supporting the
bridge were broken and the decks swept clean of
everything movable.
Then on November 22, just as the last gale was

abating.to get a fresh hold.the rudder gave out.
The upper gudgeons attuchiug the rudder to the
post had snapped off and the rudder was unmau-
ageable.

SHE SPRANG ALEAK.
So light was the steamer that she at once

broached to. She was worked araund head to
seas with difliculty, and an effort was mado to
make the rudder work. On the rudder blade were
two iron rings, ordinarily used to attach to
chains which generally run up to a vessel'sport and starboard quarters. There were
no chains on the Pollux, but hooks attached to
small cables were caught in the rings and attached
to the steering chains. For lour hours this contrivanceworked. Then it gave out and the vessel
fell off again, with the sea making a clean breach
over her.
Before this a# leak had been discovered near the

sternpost of the vessel, and the water was coming
in so fast that it threatened to put out the fires.
The pumps were manned, while efforts were made
to work the vessel head to seas again.
How was the rudder to be secured? That was the

question.! The rings hooked into before were

gone, and it now remained to fasten a grip or
clasp over the rudder, the lower part of whioh was
still attached to tho sternpost. Captain AVhitson
asked tho boatswain to go ovei the stern, but he
was afraid to in tho boiling sea then running. An
offer of lOOf. brought out one of the crew, a plucky
little chap.unfortunately I could not get his
Daine.who was speedily lowered over tho stern.
In less than five minutes he had fastened the grip
to the rudder blade and attached ropes to the grip.
The vessel's movements were controlled for five
hours more, when grip and all was carried away.
For several days the vessel's head was kept to

the seas by an improvisod rudder of spars thrown
oter the stern and controlled by cables from the
vessel's quarters. All this time the men were
Steadily pumping, and they managed to keep the
water from gaining materially.

HELP DECLINED.
Captain Whitson still had hopes of saving tho

vessel and so, when the captain of the steamer
Michigan, which subsequently reached Boston
from Liverpool,.spoke the Pollux on November '27,
assistance was declined. The Pollux was then in
latitude 40 deft. 55 mill., lonmtudo 32 dec. 51 min.. or

just northwest of the Azotes.
The Michigan steamed on her way and the fight

to save the Pollux was continued by her brave
crew.
There were tough times ahead for the laboring

crew, for oft November 29 the great three daya'
ocean storm began with a strong galo from the
southeast, which hurled tremendous waves over
the steamer and made the stanch iron hull quiver.
If the air tanks gave out the ship Wa3 doomed. The
leak grew larger and the bilges were choked with
coal, 'l'hc coal bunkers wore flooded.
Captain Whitsou now made two appalling discoveries.One was that the provisions were runninglow and the other that the coal supply would

give out and there was an end of steaming. While
the engines throbbed there was still hope, but once
their regular motion censed the Pollux was at the
mercy ot the sea. The end came sooner than was

expected, for the coal was so water soaked that it
ould not be used, and on the morning oi December

1 for the first time since the vovage began the
nonderous oncines ceased working.
Meantime the crew had improvised a rudder

which servei to keep the vossel from broaching to.
Her forecastle forward had been flooded, as well
as the oabin aud offlrcrs' quarters.
Besides this the bilpos became choked, and the

crew took turns in baling, the Captain and officers
doing their share with the men. Captaia Wliitson
had some tobacco and fifty cigars, which he generouslydistributed among the men, cutting the
cigars in two to make them last longer. Some of
the French sailors could not understand English,
but they understood kindness, and they were full
of praise for the Captain and his officers yesterday.

ON SIIOBT RATIONS.
For twenty-nine days more the steamer drifted

hither and thither. On December 2'2 Captain Whitsontold the men he would have to make the daily
allowances of food four ounces. The only provisionsleft were some cans of corned beef and a
little salt meats, and those would soon bo exhausted.
Cheerfully the men took the deoision and manfullylabored on. There was very little food left

on board when the State of Nevada hovo in sight at
noon of December '29. Captain Whitson went
to the steamer in the remaining lifeboat
of the Pollux, which uras fast settling in
the water, though the sir tanks were still apparently
intact. Captain Stewart, of the N»vada, ordered
four boatu manned and these assisted 111 making
the transfer. The exhausted crew received every
Attention aboard the State liner. Captain Whitson
