The aounding phrases, ths rant, the gands snd
Arappings of the other tid—what? Eome wind and
muoh swwdust.

Mr. Young, who wroto “‘@anelon,” was born too
Iate, He bolongs to & time long past and gone.

Hip attempt to rovive the tragedy of artifios is
@nizolie and 1 think, nay, I trual, it is hopaless.

It ia mol to trogedy in iteelf wae object. Lifels
full of tragedies and they way be proper subjects
for the stage. The objection ie to the bollow form
of this partion]ar tragedy; to ita dullneas, its false-
nois; its pomposity.

At b timo when English écholarship was ecarcely
worthy of the name Henry's own plety and love of
leurning, conpled, perliaps, with tha fact that he
was bors on the day of 8t Nicholas, the patron of
enildren, induced him to fmitate this famons ex.
ampls. On July 30, 1440, the Eing visited Winohes-
tar pud tors & goud many leaves out of its foundser's
book, “The King's Collega of Our Lady of Eton ba-
alde Windsor'" was sufficiently advanced to be
opened in 1442 In the intention of the King the
institution combined a college for ssoular priests,
a sahool for boys and an almsbhouse for the aged.
Thisis shown by the composition of the foundn-
tion, which consistad of o provost, ten fallows, four
olarks, six clioristers, o wohoolmasver, twanty-fiva
indigent scholars and twenty-five poor snd infirm
men. The almshouse vanislied very epeadlly, Ths

THE “PROTERTANT CARMIVAL™

TUntil forty vears ugo Hton possessed quits the
most extraordinary custom ever known smong civ-
ilized peaples: No oue who koows By experience
or tradition the departed glories and siwazing vags-
rigs of “Montem' will regard thie stdtement ns
cxpggerated, i)lut the very existence of the ““Frot-
eatant Carnival' ia unknows to mony men of the
Eresent genorntion, and for thews I will ousiine tho
nature of thisunigue function. Its origin fs simply
not known, aod conjestures, however inganious,
bave not settled the wmystery. In the sixtsenth
contury, on & day at fiest settled by the boad mas-
ter, but afterward fxed toward the eud of January,
the boys made a procession to Sals Hill (“ad Mon-
lem'), & mound near Slough, where the Etonians
ingt completing their firet year weru initinted by
vurious carpmuny into full comradeship and ceasod
to be freshmen. Saltplayed a4 conssleuous sym-
bolic part, besides which the neophytes wers mads
the butt of tlie wit (sulen) of the seiiors.

The oeonsion waxed rapidly in pomp and popu-
l.uriti il It booame the rallying day of Elonisns,
miuch ns the 4th of June is pow. [n later times tho
#ohool was organized inlo a mook army.

The head of the collogers became the captain of
the Montem and the boys in the upper forms took
various grades down to corporal or sergoant. Edch
was (rassall In the distinetlve uniform of his titular
tank—plus rad coat tails, white trousers, cooked
hat and featlers and regimental boots.

Tweive sslt besrers of runners were sappointed,
whoss funetlon It was to patrol the highwiys robed
in white and nsk for money in exchange for o pinsh
of galt. Each was scoompanied by u stalwart hired
ntiendant who carried pistils, No refusal was
takun, aod the demanid seems to have boen & eross
betwoal b raguest and higliway robbery. Afier a
time, privted tickets bearing the device *“Mos
pro lage’” wers glven t¢ wavfurers 1o exchange fur
the binckmail levied. A lad onoe had the temerity
to stop the carrince of Willinm 115, and would binve
besn roughly handled by tbhe Dmteb guards had
not she Eing interposed.

MONTEM ABRDLISHED.

Ae a matter of faet, the people generally gavs
wiilingly, and the sums collected were large. In
1845 one ropner from meven A M. to noon gathered
£77. The tois] for the last few yeurs averaged
Z1,000, Thin is less sueprising ino the lighv of the
faot that Georgo 111 nud Quesn: Charlotis alwayn
gave o) guineas edeh, and single donations often
excuaded that vom.

The fuod was ortensibly ralsed to help the cap-
tiin in his university caresr, but the Montem ex-
penses had first to be paid, with the result that
often vory liftle was let't fory college dnes and bat-
tels, The wagfe of schooltime invelved by the
featival becsms auch an abuse that it censed to be
observed annually, and the dato was transferred
to Tueaday in Whitsun wesk. From 1775 to 1.7
Montem was bold triennlally, and was finilly abol-
{ahwd by the oullege authorities in the year last
mentioned,

The rossons which Ind to thiz course wors over-
whelmingly strong. The wholo season was one of
d lantion Lo schonl digelpline, uapart alto-
gother from the feasting which preceded and sie-
veeded the veremony, and tha fearful waste of
moneéy which wesompaniea it But the fAnlshing
blow was wirtick when the Great Western linilway
opetind a eiation at Slough, . This enabled all the
loaters of Libndon to appear in foros, wid abalition
was the only eure. The Qussn was anxions to pre.
