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ATTEMPTS TO WM
THE PRECIOUS LYMPH.

Reputable Physicians Indignant at the Discovery
That the Much Sought Fluid

Gas Been Offered for Sale
"at a Fair Price."

MARKED EFFECTS ON LEPROSY.

Intense Local and Constitutional Reaction
Reported on the Case Under
Treatment in This City.

It may be interesting to the German authorities.
as it certainly will be to reputable physicians in
this city, to learn that despite the precautions of
the German government certain practitioners in
this city are offering the Koch curative lymph for
sale.
Yet, with perhaps half a dozen exceptions, prominentmembers of the medical profession In this

jity and the greatest hospitals in the country have
been unable to get even the smallest share of that
mysterious fluid.
The restrictions which bavo been placed upon

the distribution of the lymph by Minister Von
flossier have served, it would seem from what I
ascertained yesterday, morsly to open the doors
more widely to the opportunities for charlatanism.
The very precautions which the authorities in
Berlin took to provent the results of Koch's great
discovery from reaching the plane of a sort of patentmedicine seem to have worked for that ena in
the most direct manner.

The desire that the treatment of tuberculous patiuntalir.nl/I nwn, in mnot

constant scientific attention could bo given to
every detail of development Las been set at

naught, and the honest work of those prominent
physicians who more than a month ago began
experiments with the lymph in this city has been
made doubly hard.

OFFEltED LYMPH FOR SALE.

Physicians like Drs. Jacobl, Heinman, Kinnlcutt,
Loomis, Shrady and Baruch havo been watching
the arrival bore of physicians, and have learned
with surprise that some of these fortunate individualshave been able to secure two or three or

even four bottles of the lymph, and that they in-,
lend to start all sorts of private sanitariums with
their supplies. These gentlemen do not hesitate to
declare that there have been very great errors in

judgment made in Berlin when distributions of
lymph to cis-Atlantic physicians were made.
The last outrage to their feelings of professional

honesty occurred yesterday, when a physician
(whose name for obvious reasons cannot be mentioned,but which is in my possession), voluntarily
offered to sell a portion of his lymph to any
physician who was willing to "pay a fair price."
The physician who thus consented to act as a

lymph huckster, and who by his offer violated the
promises which he was compelled to make before
he couid have secured any of the liquid, only recentlyarrived from the other side.

THERE WILL BK INVESTIGATION.
His reasons for selling a portion of his supply of

the fluid were, commercially, very sound. He procuredthe lymph upon the representation that he
was the accredited agent of a large hospital and the
head of a private sanitarium in this city, when in
fact he was neither. When be arrived here he attemptedat once to start a sanitarium, but found,
somewhat to his chagrin, that persons suffering
from tuhfirplllosia WfirA hv no mnanH an riaairnna nf

being injected with the lymph as he expected they
would be.
Besides, he found that a very large number of

persons were treated free at tho hospitals and that
he had altogether more lymph than he needed. The
inspiration to get rid of it was commercially good,
but it is likely ihe County Medical Society will discusshis case with a great deal of vigor.
Yet physicians declare this is possible, notwithstanding"that when Dr. Harry P. Loomis went to

Berlin he carried with him credentials almost as
powerful as those held by a minister plenipotentiaryof this country to a foreign government. It
is somewhat amusing to record, too, in this connectionthat when Dr. Loomis was about to present
these credentials he was informed that they were
"of no use whatsoever. Only medical certifications
would be regarded."
So that in spitfe of all this diplomatic introductionDr. Loomis was compolled to obtain from Dr.

Jacobi, of this city, who was a fellow student of
Professor Ewald, a certification that the lymph
would be used in Bellevue Hospital.
These are facts which it is even more than likely

will be brought before the meeting of the Academy
of Medicine when the Koch treatment is discussed,
on January 27. Meanwhile there will be a quiet
but very effective searching by reputablo »hysicians-formore facts.

the LEPKOtJS patient's improvement.
I ascertained last night that the wealthy young

man suffering from leprosy, to whom Drs. Jacobi
and Hineman referred in a recent number of the
Medical Record as being under lymph treatment,
and whose condition was described in the Herald
at even an earlier date, has within the last few
days shown decided indications of improvement.
The constitutional reactions have been great and

the local reactions exceedingly significant. The
dark discolorations of the leprosy have become

' very much lighter in tint and the surfaces presentedby Ihe disease show a decided disposition
to scale off.
The tendency of the disease to continue its

destructive process seems to have been arrested,
and there is every reason to btlieve, his physioians

a positively remarkable degree.
The cases at the various hospitals show phenomenaoi all sorts, but the tendency seems to be towardimprovement.
George W. Clerihew, a well known merchant of

Jersey City, who has (or some years past been sufferingfrom a cancerous growth on his forehead, is
undergoing the lymph treatment in St. Luke's
Hospital. Eminent physicians here and in Europe
havo treated him heretofore without avail. Dr. F.
P. Ivinnicutt, who is attending him, said yesterday
that sufficient time had not elapsed since the injectionto show the effect ot the treatment. The
patient is in a highly nervous state, and it is aa
yet impossible to predict the result.

Europe by the institution, has made a careful
study of the effects of the lymph and will to-mor-

dwells on an Interview with Dr. Koch, In which
the latter explained that it was necessary to keep
secret the ingredients until its advantages as a

curative shall have bean demonstrated. He will
then publish a complete history of the experiments.
At the hospital here he finds that the outlook for

those under the head of surgical tuberculosis is
good. In the treatment of pulmonary troubles the
effect cannot be determined. It is very slow. While
patients showed signs of improvement there had
been no positive cure. He reaches the conclusions,
therefore, that in surgical cases of a tubercular
nature the outlook is good, particularly in those
superficially affected. In lung diseases the chances
are favorable if the treatment begins sufficiently
early. For advanced cases he thinks it would be
premature, in view of existing evidence, to more
than speculate. The intestinal cases, so far as
they have been observed, are not so favorable as
desired. In cases of lupus, where the effect is
most decided, a year and a half must elapse before
there can be any certainty of cure.

DIED AT THE AGE OF 105.

MBa BACHKL STILL.WAGGON EXPIBE8 WHILE SIT'

TING IN HEB OLD ABM CHAIR.

Sitting in the old arm chair which for months ha!
been her only resting place Mrs. Bachel Stillwaggon,
the centenarian, the story of whose life was pub
lished in the Herald on her 105th birthday in Septemberlast, died about midnight on Sunday at th<
residence of her son, George Stillwaggon, in Flush
ing, L. I. She was probably tho oldest living per
son in the State whose age could be verified by re
liable records.
Her parents were Stephen and Anna Acker, whc

lived on a farm near Tarrytown, N. Y., at the time
of her birth, September 18, 1786.
In 1811 Hiss Acker married David Stillwaggon, a

carpenter, and they lived for many years iu Broad
street, this city, near the spot where the Stock Exchangenow stands. She was well acquainted wltb
the late Commodore Vanderbilt and many notable
personages of botn sexes who were prominent in
the early years of this century.
Shortly after her husband's death, in 1838, Mrs.

Stillwaggon, with her live children, went to Flush
ing, L. I., where she lived up to the time of hei
death.
Up to two years ago Mrs. Stillwaggon possessed all

her faculties, made her own dresses, baked, cooked
and did other light household duties. Last spring
her health began to fail, and she became so weali
that she could not be moved without endangering
her life. Her sight and hearing also began to fail
One son, George Stillwaggon, sixty-seven years

old, two daughters, Mrs. Catherine Willetts, of Den
ver. Col., seventy-seven years old, and Corelia
seventy years old, four grandobildren and one great
grandchild survive her. The funeral will probablj
take place on Thursday.

f see was properly done. The plans had been apLproved by the Building Department. His theory
for the collapse was that some of the roof supports
had been removed.

1 John Weber said he bad been a builder for forty
1 years and that such an acoident had never before

happened to any of his buildings.
Isaac J. McKinley, deputy superintendent of the

Building Department, said that he inspected the
building shortly before the accident and found
nothing wrong. The collapse was due to some

1 shock which caused a disarrangement of the shoring.His testimony was corroborated by Building
'< Inspectors Thomas Cockerill and James B. Dolan.

The Jury after being out a short time returned a
' verdict to the effect that the accident was unavoidableand that the contractor and sub-contractors
1 were blameless. Coroner Schultze then discharged

the four men.

and Suo King. They are all good looking celestials
and are considered members of Chinatown's aristocracy.They were attired in purjJle silk blouses
and the best of blue broadcloth.
Lawyer Price was sent for by the Chinamen after

they had boen taken before Commissioner Shields,
and the lawyer had the examination set down for
this afternoon at two o'clock. Lee Xou Pino was

held in $3,000 bail and the others were paroled in
the custody of their counsel.

AN IMPCBTANT RAID.

The inspectors that made the raid had been
working on the case, under orders from the Secretaryof the Treasury, for the past two months.
They say that it is one of the most important capturesmade m years, and that the government has
been cheated by the prisoners and their confed-*
erates to the extent of hundreds of thousands of
dollars by the smuggling of opium. The smugglers
have for years eluded tlie best efforts of the TreasuryDepartment.
Special Inspectors C. E. Lewis, of Suspension

Bridge; H. E. Taylor, of Montreal, Canada, and
Special Agent H. A. Moore, of Ogdensburg, N. Y.,
are the men who ran the smugglers down.
Inspector Lewis said that two months ago he and

Special Agent Moore were ordered to try to catch
the smugglers operating between Canada and tho
United States. They travelled over thousands of
miles of railroad before they finally got on the
track of the guilty men. At Victoria and New Westminster,British Columbia, there are about thirty
opium cooking establishments. The drug is shipped
to those places in the raw state and a duty of $1
per pound is paid upon it. It is then prepared for
smoking.

THE TELL TAKE SCRAP.
The duty on opium in this country is $12 per

pound and it is retailed at from $25 to $30 per
pound. The business of smuggling opium is thereforea very profitable one.
The inspector and special agent for some time

shadowed several suspicious persons without gettingevidence strong enough tb warrant an arrest,
but they finally got hold of a scrap of paper with
soma memoranda in the handwriting of a man by
the name of A. D. Wilder upon it. They learned
that liis headquarters were at a hotel iu Quebec,
that the opium was Bent to him in trunks from Victoria,£. C., aud that he smuggled it into the States
in small satchels.
With the scrap of paper as their only clew as to

the identity of Wilder tbe Treasury men searched
the hotel registers in Quebec. They found a man
named A. I). Wilbur stopping at the Hotel Blanchard,and his handwriting corresponded exactly
with that on the scrap of paper. They found that
he was in the habit of making lrequent visits to
this country.
Thursday, at ten o'clock P. M., Wilder or Wilbur

took the Canadian Pacific train for Montreal. The
inspector and his aid took the same train, and when
the conductor looked at Wilder's ticket they saw
that it was for St. John, K. B. They got into conversationwith the man, and learned that he was
going to Boston on Friday. To Avert suspicion the
officials got off at one of the way stations and pro-
ceeded direct to Boston.

CAUGHT IN THE ACT. i
Friday night Wilder got into Boston on the "Yan-

kee flyer" by way of Portland. He had two cheap
black satchels, and thoy contained two twenty-five
pound cans of opium. He was placed under arrest,
and a United States Commissioner, on Saturday,
held him in $10,000 bail. i
The papers found on Wilder showed that during

the last eighteen months he had smuggled over
$30,000 worth of opium into the States, a good deal
of which went to the firm of Wing Wan Chung, of
this city.
The government officers came here, and after

getting warrants for the arrest of those connected
with the firm proceeded with Deputy United States
Marshals Van Buskirk and McGrath for Wing Waa
Chung's and arrested all hands. i

They seized sixty half pound cans of smuggled
opium, and three cheap black 3atchels similar to
those used by vVilder were found in the store. Tho
satchels were each without tho inside partition,
which had been cut out in order to admit a can of
opium. '

May 28, 1890, at the Marlborough Hotel in this
city, the witnesses being William L. Dunning, A. J.
A. Callaghan and Samuel J. Hall. In addition to
Mr. Dunning, who reside? in this city, Mr. James
L. Mitchell, of Indianapolis, and Mr. Houghton, of
Brooklyn, are appointed executors and trustees.
Miss Abbott begins her will with directions as to

the disposal of her body. "I direct that my body,"
are her instructions, "haying been first tested by
electricity to ascertain if life is extinct, Khali be
cremated and the abhes resulting therefrom be
deposited beside the remains of my beloved husband."

Opening her bequests are provisions for her parents.She directs the exeoutors to place on deposit$100,030 in the Farmers' Loan and Trust Companyaud from the income to pay $400 monthly
to "her father, Seth Abbott, residing at
Minneapolis, Minn. If the money does not
yield the monthly income required, then
enough is to be taken from the principal to make
up the amount. On the death of her father the
principal goes to the residue of the estate.
