The Senate to-day resumed the consideration of

the Financial bill and was addressed by Mr, Sherman.
The pending amendment for the free coinage of

ailver, he said, was a radical proposition which
changed the whole character of the bill and excitedhis feelings somewhat. It would bo perceivedthat the amendment was a proposition that
the United States should pay $1 29 for every ounce
of bullion that might be offered from any part of
the world. The United States was not at liberty to

pay for that bullion in silver coin or silver dollars,
of which it had $300,000,000 in the Treasury; but
the option was entirely with the holder of the
bullion to demand oom or bars or Treasury notes.
There was no option left to the Treasurer. The
price was fixed and the holder of the bullion would
take the most valuable mode of payment, which
probably was ^Treasury notes. These notes were

promlsea to piay money and were legal tender for
all debts, public and private. They were made the
highest standard of value.
To-day the value of silver in the markets of the

world was something about $1 05 an ounce. There
was an offer to pay twenty-four cents an ounce

more than the market price. There was another
feature of this proposition which was that the silverwas to be formed into coin or bars, at the
option of the owner, without oharge. There could
be no deduction made in the Mint for the expense
sf fitting the silver for coinage.

(LIMITS TO THE POWER OF LAW. i

The government was strong, but not strong
enough to fix the valuo of a bushel of wheat, it
could not fix the value of an ounce of silver

lor silver worth 06 it would undoubtedly advancethe value of silver. Silver might reach a

parity with gold. How long would it remain there?
Only so long as the government paid that price.
Market value was the judgment of the world, not
of any nation. It was the want of the people that
regulated the market, not the laws of man. If one
metal was allowed to be coined wl»oh was cheaper
than the other metal the cheaper metal would take
the whole volume of circulation and the dearer
metal would either be hoarded or exported to
other countries where it was in demand.
Mr. Gray inquired whether, if the United States

were on a silver basis, there would be any temptationto the holders of roreign silver bullion to.
bring it to our mints.
Mr. Sherman replied that if the Senator looked

complacently upon a single silver standard he had
nothing to say. What ho was trying to show was
that the logical and necessary eflect of free coinAgewas to bring the country to a silvor standard.
He did not mean to say that the people of the
United Stares would be ruined by that standard.
Mr. Gray.The United States having come to a

silver standard, wili there be any temptation to
the foreign holders of silver to exchange silver
bullion for 412*4 grains silver dollars?
Mr. Sherman.1 think there would, because I

think we would stiil be paying more for silver
than anybody else.
Continuing, Mr. Sherman said he was ashamed

that a great nation like ours should be content to
lower its standard of value to join China, Japan
and the South American States, and to leave the
great company of commercial nations which now
hopefully stood by the best standard of value.
After speaking fur about four hours Mr. Sherman

resumed his seat amid considerable applause.
MB. ALLISON FOB THE BILL.

Mr. Allison said that the bill was reported not as
a finality, but in order to bridge over a temporary
depression in the money market. The last section
of the bill he regarded as a vital one. It authorized
the President, when a sufficient number of commercialnations had agreed upon a common ratio,
to make proclamation to that effect and to open
our mints to free coinage. That was a statement
to the nations of the world that the United States
was ready when they were to use silver as money.
The amendment of the Senator from Nevada was a

proposition to issue Treasury notes for every 412>£
grains of standard silver that might be presented
at the mint

MR. AI.DRICH AGAINST THF. AMENDMENT.
Mr. Aldrich said that as he believed that Mr.

Stewart's amendment would be, if enacted into law,
dlsnHimns to the crreat interests of the countrv.
he felt that he ought. as a member of the Finance
Committee, to express very briefly, but with the utmostcandor, the reasons which led him to that
conclusion. He was quite willing to agree at the
outset that the present condition of silver was
owing to legislation. He denied, however, that the
pending amendment was a proposition for the free
coinage of silver.
Mr. Evarts said that just as long as Congress sat

just so long there would be an effort to make this
government a bank not only of issue and deposit
but also of discount. He knew of no more paltry
legislation than that which turned the members of
the two houses of Congress into a board of bank
directors or into managers of a clearing house.
Mr. McConnell referred to tbe commercial and

agricultural distress which prevailed in the country,
Attributing this condition of affairs to the scaroity
of .money, which enabled the few to control what
there was to the detriment of thejjmany. The remedywas the matting of more money. He; then
proceeded to argue in favor of the free coinage of
silvor.
The hour then being late various suggestions

were made as to an extension of general debate,
and it was finally decided that Senators Jones, of
Nevada; Ingalls, Gibson and Hisoook should be
allowed to address the Senate in exlertfo (beginning
»t ten o'clock), after which the ten minute debate
hall be entered upon.
THE .SENATE COMMITTEE CONSIDERS IDE APPKALIN THE JUGIGO CASE.
The Senate Committee on the Judiciary had

under consideration to-day the bill introduced by
Senator Vest yesterday repealing the act under
which Murderer Jugigo expects to take an unlimitednumber of appeals to the Supreme Court of
the United State*. An entirely new phase was put
upon the question in committee when Senator Edmundssaid he ad reliable information that there
was a misapprehension of the conditions under
which tne second appeal had been taken to the
Bupreme Court.
He said this appeal was taken not under a similarcondition of facts existing when the first appealwas taken and an unimportant change of detailbut that, in fact, advantage had been taken of

a flaw of the proceedings of the court which sentencedJugigo the second time. He explained that
pending the receipt of a mandate from the SupremeCourt of their decision in the first appeal,
the State of New York had resentenced Jugigo,
while the record of the State court showed the
case to be pending before the Supreme Court.
This explanation by Senator Edmunds stopped

further proceedings in committee. Senator Edmundswill write to Judge Lacombe and obtain a
certified copy of the record under which he deliveredhis famous decision and the bill will then
bo taken up in committee again when this is received.

WASHINGTON NOTES.
The report on the House Apportionment bill was

presented to the Senate to-day by Mr. Hale, from
the Committee on the Census.
Secretary Windom nas written a letter to Messrs.

Merrick and Moore, the gentlemen with the silver
brick, refusing to receive it tor coinage.
IThe House Committee on Commerce to-day re
ferred to a sub-committee for consideration and
report the resolution introduced by RepresentativeQuinn, of New York, to prohibit the employmentof Pinkerton detectives by railroad companies.
A few minutes before eight o'clock this evening a

false alarm from box 157, located in the White
House, brought out the entire Fire Department.

Representative MoKinley, from the Committee

on Ways and Means, to-day reported to the House
^ the bill providing that the commercial reciprocity

treaty with the King of the Hawaiian Islands shall
not be impaired by the Tariff act of October last.

when the case was brought before the Board of
Claims, which rejected the claim of the State on
the ground that it was barred by the statute of
limitations.

OBITUARY.

DB. EDWARD 0. HARWOOD.
Dr. Edward 0. Harwood diod suddenly at his residence,No. 44 West Forty-ninth street, last night.

He had been out during the afternoon and was

apparently as well as he had been for some

time. He was preparing to go to bed when
heart failure overcame him. Dr Harwood
was born in Bennington, Vt., in 1839, He received
his decree of M. D. from the Bellevue Medical Col-
lege. He was also a graduate of the New York
Ophthalmic Hospital and Sohool. He studied for
some time in Europe, and in 1875 was a delegate
from the American Medical Association to the
International Medical Congress held in Brussels,
Belgium. He was made honorary president of the
Congress, being the only American who had ever
attained that homr. In 1876 he was a member of
the Centennial Medical Congress held in Philadelphis.Dr. Harwood was visiting physician of the
New York State Hospital for Nervous and
Mental Diseases, and was the founder of
the New York Society of Medical Jurisprudence.He was also a member of many
scientific societies and the author of a number of
valuable treatises. Dr. Harwood at the time of his
death was Eminent Commander of Ivanhoe
Commandery, No. 36, Knights Templar, and
a member of the Mystic Shrine. At one
time he was associated with Professor
AY. A. Hammond, ex-Surgeon General of
the United States army, and Dr. E. C. Spitzta in the
asylum reform movement. Dr. Harwood was alwaysa hard worker, and it was his close devotion
to his profession that caused his death.

CAPTAIN JOSEPH B. THOMAS.

Captain Joseph B. Thomas died suddenly yesterdayat his home in the Charlestown district,
Boston. He was born in Fittston, Me., in September,1811, and began his business life as a sailor in
the merchant service. The savings from his wages
for a few years enabled him to buy a controlling
interest in a vessel, which he navigated with intelligenceand profit. When the rush of gold seekers
to California began in*1849 he loaded his bark with
mining utensils and started round the Horn for
the Golden Gate, which he entered when orews
were deserting their vessels to wash the river
sands for yellow nuggets, and it was not easy to
find help to unload arriving cargoes. He at once
leased large wharf properties, and made
money very fast by investing in cargoes
which could not be quickly landed. This
venture was followed by judicious purchases of
real estate in San Francisco, a large amount of
which he held at the time of his death. He was
also a dimctor of the Bank of California. Returningto New England twenty years ago, he bought a
fine estate in Charlestown for a residence, and has
snent lartre sums in beautifvinc and imnrovins it.
Ha was the owner of the Standard Sugar Refinery,
a director of the Sugar Trust and largely interested
in Boston street railroads. He leaves a widow and
two sons.

B. C. TOWNSEND.
Mr. Benjamin Coles Townsend, on# of the oldest

founders of Bay Ridge, died at that town yesterday
morning of heart failure. He was born in Augusta,
Ga., in 1817, during a winter visit of his parents to
that city. He was a member of the Townsend
family of Oyster Bay, L. L, and when quite
young entered the dry goods business
and soon after became a partner in the
firm of Johnson Brothers, of Reade street.
New York. This firm dissolved in 1866, when Mr.
Townsend became an officer of the Continental
Fire Insurance Company, with which he w*s associatedup to three years and, He was an ardent
horticulturist, and was for many years president
of the Horticultural Society of New York and a
leading member of the American Institute.
In 18171 ho made his home in Bay Ridge
and w/s the chief organizer of Christ
Episoop&l Church there and its junior
warden for many years. He was a stanch
republican, but never an active .politician exceptingin local affairs. Though past seventy years he
was hale and heartv un to the time of his last ill-
ness. He leaves three sons and a daughter. The
funeral will take plaoe from Christ Churoh Friday
at two P. M. and the interment at Greenwood.

MRS. SKI FCJII.
Sirs. Sei Fujii, wife of Japanese Consul Saburo

Fujii, died Monday night at Wylie'g hospital in
Forty-third street, after an illness of two months.
Mrs. Fujii came to this country six years ago,
when her husband was appointed Consul at
San Francisco. Two years ago he was sent
to this city and they have sinceresidedhere. Mrs. Fujii has many friends
among fashionable people in New York. She and
her husband lived at No. 260 West Twenty-third
street. The Rev. Dr. Deems, of the Church of the
Strangers, conducted simple funeral services at
the house of Mrs. Muri. No. 114 Waverley place.
The body will be sent to Tokio, where it will be interredaccording to the funeral services of the
Buddhists.

JOSEPH LAFON.
Mr. Joseph Lafon, formerly of Newark, died in

Butte City. Montana, on Monday. He was about
thirty-eight years old and was educated in the
Newark Academy. He took to sketching and caricaturing,and was so successful that he readily found
employment, and for a long time was on the staff
of the New York Graphic. He was widely known
among Eastern newspaper men. He was also a

good musician and could play any instrument in
an orchestra, ana he won fame as an amateur athleteand rowod in several regattas a» a member of
the Mystic Boat Ciub, of Newark. He went West
nine years ago and had not since been East.

J. K. P. MILLER.
Mr. J. K. P. Miller, of Beadwood, S. D. aged

about forty-eight years, died at Santa Barbara,
Cal., Monday night. Mr. Miller was president of
the Beadwood Central Railway and of the Beadwood
and Belaware Smelter Company, and was largely
interested in mining enterprises. It was due
mainly to his individual efforts that the Burlingtonand Missouri liiver Kailroad and the Fremont,
Elkhorn and Missouri Valley railroads were induoedto build to Beadwood.

COLONEL J. M. EDDY.
Colonel J. M. Eddy, general manager and receiver

of the International and Great Northern Railroad,
died in Pasadena, Cal., Monday of hemorrhage of
thn lungs. Colonel Eddy arrived there December
17 for the benefit of hiB health. The body will be
taken to Omaha for interment via the Southern
Pacific Railroad and the Union Pacific Railroad.
He was forty-seven years old.

Albaht, N. Y., Jan. 18, 1891..Speaker Sheehan an-

nounced bis list of standing committees at the
session of the Assembly to-night. He has avoided
the Husted custom of putting backwoodsmenon committees dealing with the affairs
of cities. As a whole the Governor and
Sheehan have done as well as they could.
McClelland, of Weatohester, as was expected,
is leader; Blumenthal, of New York, gets the chairmanshipof the Committee on Cities, and throe
other New York men are with him. Practically
there are five of them out of the eleven, for Fish,
of Putnam, is the first republican name on the
committee, and ho is practically a New Yorker.
The Ways and Means, Judioiary, General
Laws and Insurance are the strongest,
and the chairmanships have been wisely
bestowed. The Committee on Public Lands and
Forestry is a particularly strong one and its complexionbodes no good to the Adirondacks con-

spirators. The Committee on Gas and Electricityisgenerally regarded as the promised land of
"strikers." Only three appear to be on it and its
chairman, Dempsey, of Oneida, can be relied upon to
keeps its record clean. The influence of certain railroadswhich year after year is seen in the makeup of
the B&ilroad Committee, Is fainter this year than
usual, but le still discernible. Counties controlled
by railroad corporations have landed their representativeson the committee as of yore. 6heehan
has tried to offset the pressure that beset him in this
respect by putting at the head of the committee
Dr. Bush, of Chemung, who will know all that is
going on and is devoted enough to Sheehan to preventany scandal arising from the committee'swork if man can do it. The make
up of the Excise Committee forbids any
hope of remedial legislation on that subject.
Seven of the eleven members are from cities. The
Committee on Taxation and Betrenohment is fair,
but light for the weighty matters which it. will be
called upon to consider. Buffalo has captured the
Canal Committee, and the enemies of the great
water highway will not encounter much oppositionto their plans, so far as furthering the interestsof the elevator ring is concerned.

The bill to provide for an enumeration of the inhabitantsof this State, as foretold weeks ago by
the Herald, was introduced to-night in the
Assembly by Mr. Blumenthal, of New York.
It provides for a count of the people, to be
begun on the first Monday of next May, under the
supervision of tno county clerks of the several
counties. They are to appoint one or more
on um £.< <, f,,r- n«,.k . ,1 In tliolr »nnn.

ties, the Secretary of State determining the numberof additional enumerators where more than
one is desired. Each enumerator is to ascertain
simply the sex, age, citizenship or alienage and occupationof the inhabitants in his district. The
compensation of enumerators shall be $3 a day for
the time thoy are actually at work, tho expense to
be made a county charge. In tho city of New York
the rate of compensation shall be fixed by the
Board of Estimate and Apportionment.
Ten thousand dollars is appropriated to provide

for the schedules and the tabulation of the returnsin the office of the Secretary of State.
Persons who refuse to answer questions or who

wilfully give false information are liable to a penalty
of $50, which will go to the benefit of the common
sohools of the county.
After the returns are made up in the several

counties duplicates are to bo sent to the Seorotary
of State, who shall prepare and report to the Legislaturea general account of the enumeration, bv
towns, wards, cities and counties, with a full recapitulationof the whole.

HOT A PARTISAN MKABtJBK.
This Enumeration bill cannot be said to be a

partisan one. The placing of the appointments of
the enumerators in the hands of the county clerks
gives the republicans two-thirds of the appointmentsoutside of New York and Brooklyn and robs
of all force the charge that Governor Hill is seekingto build up a political machine of his own by
placing a political agent in each district of the
State. The only place where there could be ground
for that charge is in a clause allowing the Secretary
of State to apportion additional enumerators in
towns or wards where more than one is deemed
necessary. In the large cities, particularly New
York and Brooklyn, many additional enumerators
would be necessary, and they would be democrats
anyway. Moreover, it is not likely that Secretary
of State Frank Klce, who is a Cleveland man, would
lend himself to the furthering of Governor Hill's
schemes.

REPUBLICANS WILL OPPOSE.
This bill, fair as it is, and imperative as is the

duty to pass it, will meet with determined republicanopposition. They will bring up the old argumentthat it would be illegal to take a State census
before 1895. Tho basis for this is that the constitutiondirected the taking of a State census in 1855
and every ten years thereafter. No census having
been taken in 1886, the republicans claim they
must wait until another decade has passed. This
is merely a subterfuge, because it is always in
order to perform a coustitutional duty.

TO INVESTIGATE POIiTElt'S methods.
The democrats will offer to submit the question

of constitutionality to the Court of Appeals.
There will be so much discussion as to the

method of taking the census and its scope that a
carefully prepared resolution will be introduced in
the Assembly appointing a special committee to investigatethe whole subject. This committee will
be given power to sit anywhere in the State and to
S( nd for persons and papers. It will be the committeeannounced some time since by the Herald
as the "Porter Investigating Committee," and one
of its functions will be to summon Mr. Porter beforeit to-obtain the benefit of his great experience
in the matter of census taking.
Good lawyers hold that, being appointed to

uran necessary legislation, tne committee win
have the power to make Mr. Porter appear and
answer its questions, providing he is found in the
State. It he refuses he will be arrested, and only
a decision of the Court on habeas corpus proceedingsoan save him froir punishment for contempt
of the Legislature. His infamous outrage against
the cities of New York and Brooklyn is going to bo
looked into. Percival Farijuhar, the new Assemblymanfrom the Third district of the city, will
probably bo given an opportunity to earn his spurs
by being made chairman of the committee.
